irifieting of County Court mu
Board of Equalization on April

Seventh.

A regular session of tbe Larayette county
court will convene on Monday, April 7th. In
compliance with law, aa given below, the court
will sitae aboard of equalization, and continue
from day to day to dispose of such business as
may come before it. In order that our readers
and the public may fully understand these du
ties, we publish seven sections of tbe law bear-
ing on this particular point. Those interested
should give it careful consideration :

The School Election.
As the new school law, with emergency

clause attached, was approved by tbe governor
on Tuesday, Marcb 22(1, it will be
necessary to conduct the school election, next
Tuesday, in accordance wltb the requirements
of said law, which contains the following

'Section 3. That section 4 of said act is hereby
amended so as to read aa follows: 'Section 4.
The qualified voter of the district shall, at the
annual meeting to be held in April, 1879, elect
three directors, two of whom shall be elected
lor three years, and one lor two years, and at
the annual meeting in 1880, one director shall be
elected lor one year, and two for three years,
ana at every succeeding annual meeting sucn
voters shall choose two directors wbo shall
hold their office lor three veura. and until tbelr
successors are duly elected or appointed;
qualified.' "

Tbe old law provided tbat three directors
should be elected eacb year, and hold their of
fices tor two years, and the election next Tues-
day was so advertised by the secretary of oar
school board.
