THE BURLINGTON & SOUTHWEST-
ERN RAILROAD:

As our readers have seen by extracts
from North Missouri papers which we
have printed Irom time to time, and by
the interview with Major Mullns, ol
Linnens, which we published in our
issue of May 3d, the above mention-
ed compaoy desires to extend its road
from Stanley, s station about eleven
miles southwest of Laclede, to Kansas
City. Whether the road 18 extended
ander its present name and by its pres-
ent managers, or is taken la hand by
the more powerful corporation, the
Chicago, Burlington & Quiney railroad
company, will not effect the few words
which we desire to say concerning it in
this article. [ the Burlington & South-
western company adjusts all its difficul-
ties, and is enabled to preserve its ao-
tonomy, it will be absolutely necessary
that it chall push its road through to
the growing enfrepol ol [ar-western
commerce, Kansas City. A road run-
ping trom Bur ington to svme vbscure
place i Chariton or Carrull counties
could not hope to be profitable, no mat-
ter bow good Its local patronuge might
be. If,on the other haud, the road should
pass into the hands,or under the protec-
tion ol the C, B & Q, it could only be
that the latter mentioned road desired it
in order to complete its already maguit-
jcent conmectiuns. Controlling, as it
does, direct roads from Chicago to Oma-
ha, and trom Chicago to St. Louis, it
only lacks control of a road from Chica-
go to Kansas City to place it, not only
at the head ol all western roads, but to
put it in an impregnable position for the
future. This it gan at once sccomplish
by securing & road from Burlington to
Kansas City, #s 1t already contruls one
from Chicago to Burlingtou. The great
importance ot Kansas City as an objee-
tive railroad point is generally recoguiz-
ed, and we conlidently look for the ex
tension of the Burlington & Southwest-
ern, and at an early day. Already we
hear ot surveying parties looking at
the line between Stauley and Kansas
City, passing some miles north of K ch-
mond, and it is especia'ly our design to
call the altention ol those interested to
what we think the most advantageous
ine between the two places, and tv give
some reasons for cur opinion. We be-
lieve that the best route between the
two points lies through Lexington. It
may not approach an air line, but 1ts
length will be very little it any greater
than the northern course, owing.to the
better character of the country,and there
can be no comparison instituted us to
the amounts of local freights which the
two routes would afford, the southern
route being all the way through a very
rich and productive section, while the
oorthern line lies through soms of the
roughest country in the state. The Mis-
souri, owing to a natural rock formation
in its bed, can be bridged here cheaper
than at any other point—so cheaply in-
deed that the amount of tolls which any
respectable road would pay the Hanni-
bal & St. Joe people for the use of their
bridge at Kansas City would npot only
pay good interest on the cost of a bridge
at this place, but would, in addition,
furpish a handsome sinking fand to li-
quidate its cost. Having crossed the
Missouri, there wounld be no difficalty in
purchasing the Narrow Gauge rodd
trom this place to Kansas City, and con-
verting it into a standard gauge, at s
cost not very much exceeding the cost
ot the right of way from the bridge to
the union depot at Kansas City. Thut
this line is the best that can be adopted
we confidently think can easily be de-
monstrated, as the coal freights alone
between the mines at this place and
Kansas City, could scon be run up to
over $1,500 per day. It is not necessa-
ry for us to rehearse here the difficuities,
to which we have heretolore allnded, ot
building up a coal trade with & narrow
gauge railroad, which entaills many
extra expenses. Our coal now stands
at the head of all the coals taken Into
the Kansas City market, both for steam
anud domestic porposes, and all that is
necessary to create for it an enormous
demand, is that we shall have shipping
lacilities equal to those possessed by
mines with which we come 1n competi-
tion. We think that we risk nothing
in saying that a broad gauge road from
Lexington to Kansas City would have
wore [reight in coal alone than could be
obtained on the whole road from Stanley
(Jity to Kansas City on the northern
route. 1t Kansas City desires to foster
her‘mannfactaring industries,she should
take an active interest in having this
road built through Lexington, as in no
other way can she so certainly ebtain
an unlimited supply of cheap tuel. We
have, in this article, merely attempted
to call the atiention of persons interest-
ed to a very important subject. If we
can do this we shall endeavor at some
other time to elaborate our views upon it

The Jefferson City correspondent of
the St. Louis Times-Journal, under
date, June 4th, has this to say of the
renewal revenue bonds of the state:
The transier of the renewal revenue
bonds from the state to the purchasers
was accomplished this morming. The
amount of renewal bonds, together with
interest on eld bonds, was $256,875.
The purchasers presented $246,000 of
old bonds for redemption; 6,000 in 1n-
terest coupons and a deposit of 812,500,
making a total of $258,500. The dit-
terence, $1,625, was paid by the lund
commissioners to the purchasers in a
draft on St. Loms. It is stated that the
price paid for these bonds, 2] per cent.
premium, is greater than any heretofore
received in this state for bonds ol only
two years’ time, and is considered quite

a compliment to the treasury depart-
ment.

Tha St. Lonis Republican reminds re-
publicans that the ‘‘confederate briga-
diers” l.ave not eaid anything of late
quite so distressingly, **awfu'ly”’ disloy-
al and revolutionary as this plank from
the republican platform which carried
Lincoln mto the white house:

‘"Resolved, 'I'hat the maintenance inviolate
of the rights of the states, and especially the
right of each state to order and control its own
domestic insiitutions according to its own julg-
ment exclosively, is essential to thut balance of
powers on which the perfection and endurance
of our political fabric depends, and we denounce
the lawless invasion by armed force of the soll

of any state or territory, no matter under what
prefext, us among the gravest of crimes.'’

State rights seem to be very clearly
laid down here, as they will always be
by republicans, should their own house-
holids be troubled. Even Mr. Edmunds,
when crowded to the wall by Mr. Thur-
man, the other day, was forced to say
that he believed in state rights, just to
the extent that the democracy ot the
country does. That state rights and
secession are synonymous terms is
only claimed by partisan zealots or peo-
ple igonorant of the history of the coun-
try. The right of secession was sevtled
by the wuar of secession—adversely —
never to be again put in question; but
the arbitrament of arms did not alter or
amend the recognized constitational
fact that in this confederation ol states
all rights not delegated by the compact
—the constitution—to the lederal gov-
ernment, were retained to the states and
the people thereot. In other words:
*The maintenance inviolate of the rights
ol the states, and especially the right
of each state to order and control
its own domestic institutions accord-
ing to its own judgment exclusively, is
essential to that balance of powers on
which the perfection and endurance of
our political fabric depends.” We will
be pardoned for indulging in tautology
in this repetition, and in again insisting
that this is not only good republican-
democratic or democratic - republican,
but good constitutional doctrine. If
this be treason, the republican party
may make the most of it; and that will
be but little. The north no longer fears
the sonthern brigadier, nor loves the
bloody shirt.

Harper’s Weekly contained a cartoon
last week typical of real republican sen-
timent. It represented a newsboy cry-
ing papers for sale containing the an-
nouncement that Grant had landed in
San Francisco. At the bare mention of
the fact,the democratic congress is seen
in wild and disorderly flight from the
capitol. To a mind properly trained in
the history and rtradition of American
liberty no greater insult than this counld
be offered to its ideal statesman or hero.
Probably the primereason why greatness
was thrust upon Washington was that he
wonld net be king,  but here is illustra-
ted a character which bears the sem-
b'ance of the despot, at whose very
name brave men must tremble, with as
much nonchalance as though 1t were the
properest thing in the world for [ree
born Americans to be taken with an ague
at hearing him mentioned. The time
has hardly come in this country for
Grant, or any one else, and monarchv,
but there are plenty of men who wish
that it had, and the man who drew that
picture, if net the men who permitted it
to be printed, belie themselves if they
are not ol the number.

The democrats who com plain the most
that the party has po leaders are the
loudest to complain at those who are
recognized by the majoerity ot the party,
not only as leaders, but as patriotic and
able leaders. The trouble with democ-
racy is that it is too independent, and
has in its ranks too many embryotic Jel-
fersons, Calhouns and Jacksons.

Our columns were so much crowded with lo-
cal scheol matter, last week, (hat We were pre-
vented Irom giving any account whataver of the
thirteenth snousl convention of the Missouri
Presa Associstion, which took plsce at Colum-
Lia, in the University chapel on May 37th and
26th. Though it is somewhat Iate Lo spenk of the
proceedings of the cenveniion, we cannot re-
fraln from doing so, briefly, in justice to the
pleasure and Importance of the occansion.

We say *‘pleasure’’ most advisedly, for the
generous sand warm-hearted hospltality of the
cultivated people of Columbin render all visits
to that place pleasant, sad on this occsaion her
fair women und gdliant gentlemen surpassed
themselves in polite and considerate altentions.
That the meeting was one which will have im-
portant resulis we are confident. Nothing has
80 much conduced to soften down the ssperities
of political differences Letween newspapers as
these annual re-unions, und the press itsell, be-
coming civilized in ita tlone and temper, learning
by fwmniliar to give opponents credit for
sincerity, discarding the brutal impoliteness in
criticism which huss heretofore disgraced it to
some extent, is becoming every yeur & more po-
tent factor for good.

Press; and an essay by Mr. W. D. Crandsll, ol
rhe Brookfleld Guzette, entitled *‘Lights and
Shudes of Journalism, '’ which was resd by his
wile, owlng to lus unnvoldable abijence. We
shall endeavor, as opportunity offers, to print
these productions, that our readrs may see for
th 1ves the tal pabunlum whieh the fra-
teruity dishes up for itself.
