mills, thetr machluery, tixtures and conve-
nlances.

T'st milling has been reduced to an exact
selence everybody st all conversant with
the business now knows, The lime when a
man could suceessfully muke flour pretly
wiuelh as he pleased has paszed, and
Cow-a-days success i3 schiéved Ly Lhe
expenditure of = great deal of money
for the various improved spphances,
and by a koowledge of the business
only sattainable by keeplog abreast of the
current milling literature of the day, wiich
marks frequent and lmportant chunges.

Sume three ) ears ago when our mills were
belng re-titted, we wrote them up very min-
utely. Tue City Mills, owned sud operated
by Messrs, A. V, Robloson & Co., have al-
ready found It pecesssry to enlarge their
eapucily and to undergo extensive repsirs in
order to Keep up with the demands which
they expect will be made upon them within
(he mnext few months, and we Wish 1o luy
Lefore our readers u short sccount of Lhese
lmportsnt lmprovemeuts,

To besin on the lirst floor It Is to be re-
murked Lhat this mill bas for yesrs been
propelled by s very line and very powerlul
engine, which has been lu use for thirty-five
years and which with 1ts recent repairs will
o good wervice for as much longer. ‘I'tie
cylinder, which was a very little oul of hue,
was curefully and accurately bored ont by
Messrs, Flelding & Stapleton, of Howard
county, who bsve o machine for this pur-
pose, whick can be used without taking up
the cylinder, They were very successful
with the work and made a perfect job of it.
‘The cylinder was fitted up with St. John's
Improved spring packing. The fly wheel
was supplied with new arms, a new shalt
was put In, and other minor repairs were
made by Mr. Charles Morrison. The shalt
which was laken oul was bent In the fire
which dJdestroyed the mill in the year 18635,
while it was the property of Messrs, Mar-
shull & Easter, The fly wheel I an lmmense
one, angl It Is now so accurately In line Lhat
it 1s simost Impossible to observe any varl-
ation when It 1s running. Altogether the
repsirs In the vngine room have been very
thoroughly made and reflect credit upon the
mechsnics entrusted with the work.

Passing out of the englne room, but stulll
on the tirst floor, s number of Improvemonts
ars found ; the principal ons being the ad-
dition to the mlill's capuelty of a new sorn
mill, manufactured by E. P. Ellls & Co., of
Milwaukee, Wis. It Is s double geared,
under runner, and cost al Milwankee $2i0.
With frelght, elevalors, belts and cost of
placing, the mill cost §500. It1s a beautiful
plece of machinery, and I8 considered the
very best mill of the kiad in the market. A
new corn sink has been bulll on th!s floor ;
and the husk frame of the mill hus been
strengtbiened with new timbers until IL 1s
solld snd free Irom vibration, much belter
and stropger than It ever was.

On the grinding floor are found three run
of four foot burrs for wheat, and one three-
and-n-half foot burr for grinding middlings,
uuder the new process; a flour packer,
worked by “Jake,” of whom we shall have
somelliing to say hereafler; the flour chests;
storsge roomw for [ull packages ; the scales ;
the offico, snd a dust room for one ol the
second floor separators,

The third floor also contains a good deal
of importanl machinery., Among other
things an Excelslor middlings puritier. This
is the machine over which there was such a
grest contest between the patentess and the
miilers, resulting In 8 compromise, bul re-
cently made. By it much more flour ¢can be
wade (rom a given quuntity of whieat, and
better grades can be produced. lndeed it
sy be suld that the machine has revolu-
liopized the milling business, and opened
up to It possibillties before undreampt of.
A whesl stearuer occuples & portlion of the
floor., Tuls apparatus 18 used to steam or
dampen the whent slightly, 1in order to
toughen Lhe bran, snd prevent 1ls belng
ground up with the flour, In Colorado,
where the wheat though no barder, is gen-
erully dryvr, this process Is done by a rose of
water placed at some poiot of the wheal's
progress through the elevators. It is tound
Ly our millers thul the plan used in the ClLy
Mills 1s preforable. There 1s, in addition, on
this foor, a Burnard & Lee dustless separu-
tor, It is so ealled becsuse It has such
power thut the dust sod refuse which 1t
stparstes from the grain iy carrled away
from the room which 1t occupies, 1t is the
stundard mill separater, and I3 now found In
svery well regulated establisment, 1t does
enlirely 1oo many things for us Lo enumerate
thum here, Large meal chests, the bolting
chests, &c., also occupy parts of the foor.

The first Lnng which atiracts attention on
the fourth Nuor 1s what is Known a% the
Victor brush. It does not present thy appesr-
ance whieh its name would lmply, either, as
it is & tall, eylindrical machioe, cuclosed in
Iron, contalulng innumecrable little metallie
Lrushes, between which each grain ol wheat
must pass, snd be tnoroughly rubbed,
seourcd and pullshed, so thst its best friend
woeuld not koow it sgain. The smount of
dirt which 1Lbls machine keeps out of Lhe
bumsn system csn only be computed by a
lghining ealeulutor. There 1y also on this
floor a Duncan & Bandon pstent corn cleauer
and meal sifter combloed, A machine ue
unluie as useful, and a credit to its invent-
ors and bullders, Itserves ils purposcs ud-
wirably, aud, like tho YVictor brush, saves
the stomach of mau a great deal of lubor
which used to be lmposed upon It. The
flour bolts also penetrate to this floor, there
being, (n sdditlon to the four on Lthe floar
below, three here—one scalping recl, as 1t is
called, (a reel to sustch the bran Lusid
headed,) one middlings reel, and one dusting
reel. Al the end of the immense bolung
chiests stands an Emplre conlesl bran dus-
ter, and It deserves Its nume,for wheo 1t gots
through with the braa It 1x sufe Lo bet your
st utckie that It bus not left a dust of any
thing else adbering to ic.

Without entering Into minute detsils we
liave said enough to show tuat no expeuse
has been spared to il thls mill with the very
best machinery that money could buy, in
order to eusble it to muke good four und
weal, snd o muke it econouleally. So par-
Heular is Mr. Dunesn, the wmiller, In lis
clesulng processes thul be has no less thso
Lwo more Lthan are ordinarily used o clesn-
lug corn § and not satislicd with the wheat

clennlng maghines which we Liave
mentioned * above, be  Was placed st
the boppers  whers wheat s supplied
 each  burr, an sdditionsl machine

to calel sny particlo of Just, fuzz, or other
extrapecus matter which may have escuped
the olber cleawsing processes. These ure
the Knox grain seourer snd Sepurator, very
perfect pieces of mechanism. So thorouglily
has this feature of the will besn rewovated
thal there 18 not a =ingle clesning machine
within Its wulls which was there when Mr.
Hobinson bought 1t live yeurs ago—every-
Lhing 1s new.

Overand above all ordinary precautions
usitally Laken Lo make very eholee flour Mr.
Robluson does not grind the small graln
wheat at all ss o usual thing, and when he
dovs 50 he grinds it by Itself into low grade
flour, =0 that 1t never touches his bigh
Erades.

Farmers wre familiar with the fact that
muclh trouble has becn esused to millers by
the bits of wire which find their way Iuto
threshed wheat from self binding harvesters.

To uvold tuis difliculty this mill 15 supplied |

with an Invention but recently made, &
vouble vet of muguels, which pretey closely
fill the principal elevator, and take up, us
Wiey pass, ench partiele of iron contained in
the wheat. When we looked at the fnstru.
ment several vicious looking points of wire
