lin, and drank It for the above named pur
pose, not knowing that it was poison, and
the dose she took was so large it acted as
poison before its effects as an emmenagogue
could be properly realized. There is no
doubt of her intention in the matter, and.
bad she lived, she would have accomplished
It. Her life was the penalty paid for her
rash and Ignorant effort to bide her shame,

At the May term,1879, of the county court
on motion of the prosecuting attorney, an
order was made directing the sheriff to work
on the public roads of the county all misde
meanor convicts then and thereafter con-

fined In the jail of the county. Under this
order nine of these convicts are now being
worked on the public road leading from
Lexington to Wellington. This road Is be
Ing properly thrown up, graded and ditched
on either side, and tt 1b the intention of the
officers, (Mountjoy and Steele), having the
work in charge to macadamize the same, but
in order to do this thoroughly they find that
It will be necessary for the people living di
rectly along the line ol the road to give
some aid and assistance in the way or haul-
ing rock. The rock for macadam, if neces-
sary, will be quarried and loaded by the
convicts, and all that is asked of the citizens
along the road is to assist in the hauling
furnish teams, drivers and wagons. All
those willing to give a little time to this en-

terprise and work, will please report imme
diately to Messrs. Mounljoy or Steele, or
either pf them. The work should by all
means be completed belore the winter months
set in. Surely the people along this road
will see both the propriety and justice of
tblt request. As soon as the rook Is hauled
the convicts will be put to breaking and
placing the same upon the road ; and as soon
as this road shall be macadamized as far as
needed, and placed In thorough repair, then
other public roads of the county will be un
dertaken.

Editob Imtblliobhcbb: In your last issue
you publish a reply by tbe attorney-gener- al to
Mr. White, our assessor, in regard to the asses
sing ot crops. The attorney-gener- al says that
tbe aeseaaor shall add the price of the wheat on
the land for instance, If tbere are twenty bush
els of wheat grown to the acre upon any land.
and tbe price of It is one dollar per bushel, then
tbe aeseaaor shall tax It up $20 more than the
land is assessed at, but the attorney-gener- al

says nothing about deducting the cosf, of the
rental of said lands, or the cost of plowing, har
rowing, seeding and harvesting said crops, an
omission too important to be overlooked bv
those who shall bear this burthen. Now, sir,
last year wheat sold, in Clay township, at 62X
cents per bushel, lacking 12J cents of paying
rent of ground, plowing, harrowing, seeding
and harvesting. What shall the asseasor do in
this ease T Will be not have to go to tbe attor

al again for instruction V We do not
propose paying double taxes in this way. If
there Is any law and Justice for us. let Pay on
land; then pay on toe crop taken off, not even
allowing ue tbe privilege of common renter,
nor ior laDor anno ana seed furnished. If the
assesor shall only assess tbat portion left over
and above (ol the crop) after paying expenses.
his work will be light Indeed, and his profits
correspondingly light. Certainly every lair
man can see tbe justice of our claim. Will net

Shewalter, who made a very pretty speech
of hair an hour, but as tbe crowd seemed
more Interested in talking and swinging
than In tbe speaking, no other addresses
were made.

At about three o'clock those who lived at
a distance began making preparations to
start for home. But as they left, others
eame in, and wben we left tbe grounds tbere
were about as many present as bad been
tbere at any time during the day. Lonnie
Lee and Mr. Volney Fulton deserve Bpecial

mention for their efforts to make tbe affair a
success, as they did about all the work in
getting tbe grounds ready. Taking the hot
day and tbe dusty roads into consideration,
th crowd was larger than was expected,
and, so far as wea could learn, all enjoyed
themselves to th fullest extent.
