KILLED BY SCANDAL,

Some statements have been made in

regard to the young man Geo. Clark,
who recently killed himself in this city
at the Kennard House, which may serve
as a warning. He had had a dilliculty
with his wile, and had been gui:tv ol
improper conduct as a husband. When
he saw the details spread out, in the
columns of the newspapers, tho disgrace
and exposure of his affairs drove him to
desperation, lie tuougnt, mo eyes ot
everybody were upon him, that he was
branded forever as a criminal before
mankind, and death was the surest and
only source of relief. He had not the
conrase to live, and so died by his own
hand. We do not learn that the young
man was a candidate for oflice; that any
divorce suit or charge was pending
asainst him in the courts ; that he was
in any sense a public man, or that Ihi
newspapers had any business with hi
private affairs whatever. That ho had
sinned and was guilty ot great wrong
to his family and himself seems mute
true, but that his ouences should have
been published, blazoned to the world.
with all the glaring headlines thai scr
salion and ingenuity could invent, seems
a needless and wanton outrage, a viola- -

lion ot public decency and the liberty ol
the press. His private allairs were Ins
private allairs, and exposure could do
nobody any ood, were in no sense news
to which the public was entitled,- - and
such publication were the vilest libels on
private character.

Such garbage mav make newspapers
sell. It is eagerly sought by the bad and
thoughtless. But such invasions of tlw
private affairs of a private citizen by
newsoaner is a degradation ol the uress
and a monstrous abuse of its rights. II
persisted in by papersclaiming to bo re
spectablc, journalism as a profession
will sink below contempt and the Limn
will come when, if editors arc beaten or
killed, tho community will say that it
served them right. Young Clark killed
himself rather than meet the shame h
felt awaiting him. liut il his death calls
public attention to a growing evil in our
country now recklessly indulged in by
a portion of tho press, he may not have
died in vain.

Lake Itasca is a beautiful sheet of wa-

ter, ol a greenish hue, set in the midst ol
sandy IiMs from 50 to loO fect high, which
are closely covered with dense forests of
pine and spruce, with some oak and oth
er green wootls that I do not recognize.

form is three arms, starling from ami
surrounding Schoolcralt's Island. In the
southwest arm five streams How, all in-

significant except two. The smaller ol
these comes in among the grass and
rushes, eight or nine feet wido at i s
mouth, but soon narrowing to a mere
woodland rill. The larger contributes
about one-thir- d the yolumc ot the Mis-
sissippi. is about filtcen yards wide at its
mouth, and comes in through swampy-ground- .

We pushed up the stream with
the canoe tor nearly two hundred yards.
then had to land. I his, which may be
called Elk River, Hows about one mile
from Elk lake. which lies south ol Ita ca.
about one-ha- ll mile, over which heavy
yellow pines grow. W had thought
that possibly the Mississippi might be
traced above Itasca, but ihe character
of the streams putting into that lake docs
not entitle them to be cal'ed the river.
Into Elk lake on the sou'Ji, the survey-
ors found two little streams flowing. Die
largest, wo learn, running probably leu
miles in its dubious course, and starting
from a little pool two Icet in diameter iu
a wide marsh, ihat is where the l.tr- -

the.st drop ol the Mississippi flows from.
Schoolcraft's island, on which we camp-
ed, is about 101) yards long and one-thir- d

as wide. It rises to the height ol aboui
twenty-liv- e Icet above the water, and is
covered wilh quite a heavy grove of
green timber and bushes as well as
jungle. It is named after Schoolcraft,
who was a government commissioner
lor treating with the Indians, and made
voyages west Irom the head of Lake
Superior in 182U, and again in lM:!J-."- i.

The first voyage was with Gov. Lewis
Cass. They ascended the Mississippi
Irom Sandy lake into Cass lake, anil
camped on tho north shore. They fixed
the source of the river at Turtle lake,
some ten or tiflccu miles north ol Cass
lake, but did not pursue their explora-
tions on account ot the lat. ness ol the
season and low water. In lsi:;- - School
craft came up again with a largo narly
and camped on Grand island, where we
now are. Here leaving the main part
oi uis escort anil mo large canoes, he
took lilleen men ami live light canoes
ami passetl up the Mississippi, through
several lakes, and up the south lurk to
its head ; then by a portage ot six mi.es
into the southeast arm ol I asca. ami
camped on the island which bears hi
name. He had an American Ii g nailed
to a tall pine when he lelt, but the Indi

cut it down the next year. School- -
cralt considered hiinsell the lirst white
man to visit Ihe tine source ol the .Mis
sissippi, but William Morrison, some ol
whose relatives anil tics: cdants still live
near White Earth, utterward wrote that
he visited the lake in 101, ami again in
lSl'.', and is the first white man whoever
saw tho lake. Schoolcraft's visit was
hurried, and he spent but a few hours.
His report to congress is the lirst descrip-
tion ot ihe lake and upper river ever
published. Some years later 'icolet, a
frenchman, came through tins country
alone on scicnt lie expedition, and spent
a week on tne isianu ana exploring tiie
vicinity ol the lake. Schoolerait makes
the lake l.o'lO feet above the levei ol the
sea, and the highest land about 1 (ISO
feet above sua level. Nicollet makes
the elevation ot the lake over I'.HUO feet
above the gult. Correcting his leve's
