We have been asked by several farmers to
write a description of the Hessian fly.
Strange as it may seem, though many or our
farmers have been annoyed by their depre-
dations, very few of them are familiar with
the appearance of the little pest, which de-

rived its name from the supposition that It
was brought to this country In some straw
by tbe Hessian troops during the revolution-
ary war. Tbe body is about one-ten- tb of an
Inch long, and tbe expanse ol wings one
quarter of an Inch or more ; tbe bead, an-

tenna;, thorax and feet are black ; 'the back
part of thejbody Is tawny, marked with
black on each ring, and with fine grayish
hairs ; the wings are blackish, tawny at tbe
narrow base, fringed with short balrs, and
rounded at the tip; the legs pale red or
brownish ; the egg tube rose-eolor- ; the
legs are long and slender, and tbe wings

- . with few veins. It generally matures two
broods in the course ol a year, appearing in
spring and autumn. Tbe eggsj are one
nltleth of an inch long and pale red. They

are placed In tbe longitudinal creases of the
leaves of both winter and spring wheat very
soon after tbe plants are above tbe ground

Dr. It. S. Hughes, ol Greenton, called to
see us, Wednesday, and told us a story
which, we think, will be of Interest to our
antiquarian and archaeological friends. It
seems that a few days ago, a young man un-

dertook lo quarry some rock, oc Mr. Thos.
Graves' land, in tbe woods, a short distance
south or tbe crossing of the Snl, on tbe
Grt euton road. The place at which he be-

gan bis excavation was at tbe side of a
mound of earth, some three feet high and
twenty feet in diameter. He had not pros-
ecuted bis work very far wben be came to
tbree human skeletons, and be ceased oper-
ations at that point. Tbe slight investlga,
tlons which were made lead Dr. Hughes to
believe that the entire mound is an ancient
burying place ; that the corpses were simply
placed at or a very little below the surface of
the earth and then covered wltb stones, and
that subsequently, from natural causes, soil
accumulated above these stones. Tbe hones
of the skeletons found were in a remarkable
state of preservation so perlect, indeed,
that the sex of eacb could be deter
mined, though ol course tbey were brittle
and easily broken when once exposed to the
air. Au idea of the remoteness or tbe time
when these remains were Interred may be
conveyed by tbe fact tbat stumps exist on
the mound, cut many years ago, or trees
two feet in diameter. If Dr. Hughes' the-

ory Is correct that natural causes covered
these stones with several feet of soli this
process alone must have takn many years,
and it could only have been after tbis cover
ing of soil was made that the large trees
could have begun tiieir'iowtu. We write
this without having given the subject any
Ircsh study, but unotber fact may Indicate
to those belter versed in It, an idea of tbe
age of these bones. It Is this the corpses
were, in every case, burled with the face
down. That this discovery Is not merely ol
soul casual burials at one side of an eleva-
tion or earth previously existing, U attested
by the fact that some Iff teen years ago a
skeleton, similarly situated as those we have
above mentioned, was found on the opposite
side of this same little mound. Another cir-
cumstance or Interest Dr. Hughes tells us.

nder the breat of one of the skeletons, a
female, skeleton we will surmise, was found
an ornament, which was no doubt suspended
about the neck, a shell, now petrified, but
probably ut one time a very beautiful jewel.
The subject ts one which should awaken the
interest oi our seieiiiitic people, and we
hope they will take the matter in band, and
uiii avel Ihe story which these bones can tell
to those vvbu cau read them aright.
