IRnusin Urged by Her Awsintic Inters
exts inte o Collision with
England.

[Resident Correapondent N, Y. World]

LoNDON, Nov. 6.—As you will have
lenrned from the telegrams I sent you,
there have been very serious rumors
aflout in well-informed cirelés concern-
ing the attitude ol Russia toward Eng-
land. It is no secret anywhere in Ku-
rope that the ezar and his advisers take
very mueh to heart the blow which Rus-
sian prestige has received in the east,
aml that they are anxious to find somae
menns of neutralizing its effect. Hitherto
Russin has steadily progressed from
point to point, and marched [rom viclo-
ry to victory, but il the native Lribes
with which she has to eontend once come
to the conclusion that she is not invul-
nerable, and is no mateh for England,
the whola policy ol the czar and his pre-
decessors will have to be reversed, and
the results ol so many years® patient and
persistent efforts will be forfeited. The
Tartar hordes will soon descend upon
the Russian armies with a greater feel-
ing of confidence than they have yet
felt, and the Chinese will no longer hes-
itate to lollow up the oceasional success-
es which they have gnined during the
past two or three years. [ersia, on
which Russia has long lixed her eyes,
will be atraid to hold any eommuniea-
tion with her, at least in tle direction of
those intrigues which have been curried
on ever since a Russian envoy first made
his appearance at the court of Teheran.
The British *raj’ was everywhere thought
to ba approaching its end,and it was un-
der that beliel that Shere-Ali,the late ru-
ler of Afghanistan, allowed himself to be
led on to provoke hosulities. The ad-
vancing power, which was to sweep all
others before it, was Russia. Such was
the growing leeling all over the east,
but it has received o tremendouns shock
by the sunccess of the British arms in
Afzhanistan. The ezar lully believed
that Cabul was destined to be occupied
by lnssian troops, and the (Golos and
other Russitun journals have pointed out
that this step need not necessarily give
oflense to England. Now all is changed.
Englanid is lor the moment mistress of
Afghamstan, and ¢an take Herat at any
time, and Russia finds hersell opposed
by a barrter more formidable than the
great snow-line which recently divided
the Cossack from the Sepoy.

These are the facts wiich have to be
considered at St. Petersburg, and it is
beyond n doubt that some ol those who
surround the ezar have been strongly ol
the opmion that it would be less disas-
trous to try conclusions with England at
once than Lo allow the tide of Russian
progress to be ignomnously rolled back
without n sign of resistance. Theexcuse
for a war would not be diflicult to find.
Fngland has rendered hersell responsi-
ble for the completion of eertain relorms
in the Turkish empire—reforms which
were al the basis of the treaty of peace
signed by Russia and of the subscquent
Lreaty ol Berlin. It would be vain to deny
the fact that these reflorms have not been
carried out, and Russin might easily in-
cite a new series ol Bulgarian atrocities,
declare that England had allowed the
treaty of Derlin to be broken, and forth-
with make a dash for Constantinople.
This ha< been the plan greatly in lavor
at St Petersburg, and 1t is in view ol 1t
that the British tleet has recoived orders
to take nup its old position in Turkish
waters.  As telegraphed to you last
uight, alter & couversation with one of
the few men in Eorope who is in n posi-
tion to know ull that is going on in con-
nection with ussian polities, the move-
ment of the British fleet means & great
deal more than a menace to Turkey, It
is tormal notice to Russin that Engiand
means to keep her outol Constantinople,
Germany has striven hand Lo prevent o
rupture between the two powers, lor
creat war imieht embroil her and afford
Franee the opportunity she bhas waited
tor so patiently and which is sure to ar-
rive some day. O these undereurrents
there 18 little sign i the newspapers ;
but they exi-t, aml may lemd to events
of importance before this letter reaches
you. lwossin cnnnot nod - waill not sic
down guictly under the blow which nn
Enelish ovcupation ol Cabul gives to her
pridhis and authority,  Rather than yied
in Asinoor be conlined perpetoally with-
i hier present limits, she would fight
Englam] or any power in Euarope, indis-
posed as Englishmen, especially Engelish
liberals, are to admit it. There may he
some method ol administering balm i
Rus=sin without loss to Englamd. but 1t
woulil require marvellons sagacity to
point out what it is.

There is domestic trouble ol a most

¢qual gravity, and it relates to Ireland

—to that country which Mr. Gladstone

declared that he had lorever pacified by

passing his Irish church il Mr. Par-
vell has managed to incite an agitation

which only falls short of being a revolu-
tion in that arms have not been tuken up
on either side. DBut the rights of prop-
erty are as completely overthrown as
they would be il the queen no longer
ruled in Ireland, and Stane O'Neil had
come to life agmmn to take ber place.
The Irish people, in fact, have decided
Lo pay no wore rent or taxes, und 1 only
wish that I for one could adopt the same
system, lor it has numerous advantages
to recommend it. Landlords take anoth-
er view,und perhaps that is not surpris-
ing, for many ot them have expended
large sums of money upon their proper-
ty, amd cannol let people live upon or
cultivate it without a larthing of rent.
I know several Imsh lundlords, and not
one of them, so far as I am aware, is re-
ceiving anything like the income to
which heis Inirly entitled from his prop-
erty. The answer to this remark 1s,
“They're not entitled to anything but a
dose ot lend.,””  Bot everybody can’t be
expeeted to take that view. Dismissing
all argument on the subject, we have
the faet betore us that large masses ol
the Irish people absolutely refuse to pay
rent or taxes. It is undeniable that many
ol them are suffering great distress, for
the crops all went to the bad last sea-
gson, and there is ne peat to be had in
some districts, so that during the com-
ing winter there will be neither tood ner
fire in many homes. At such times the
demagogue and revolutionist linds his
work hall' done for him before he be-
gins, and it would net require much et-
tort to Ian the smouldering sparks in
Ireland into a blaze. The government
has wiscly sent an agent over to make
careful investigations and inquiries, and
il it should be found that any section of
the peeple need assistance, it will be
promptly provided for them. But it
matters go on much longer as they are
now doing, the parties who will need
reliet as much as anybody will be the
Lrish lundlords.

There has been great expectation in
city circles about the reported approach-
ing arrival ol Mr. Keene, whose name 1s
tolerably well-known here,and who was
supposed to be rendy to plunge at once
into the London market lor the purpose
of bulding up or easting down—the
brokers do not ears much which.

these lands are now cultivated, leay-
tng 78,000,000 acres of uncultivated
land of good quality reéady for im-
mediate use.  Vhere are in the terri-
toriea of Dakota, Montann and
Wyoming (chuetly in Dakotn) lurge
traets of tertile praivie, very produoct-
ive in wheat and other sl graing
but the lack of transporiation facil-
ities, the long anmd rather severe
winter and inability to procure the
extra help needed for harvesting thye
crops, together with an abundant
supply of cheap fertile land nearer
to the markets, have prevenicd any
large settlements from being mude

Now, however, railways are being
constrncted, aud the perfection re-
cently of the selt-binding reaper,with
which three men can harvest the sane
amount of grain which reven men
could with the reapers formerly in
use, obvintes this very serinus draw-
back and considerable settiements
are now being made.

The ares of really fertile land iv
those three territorics 18 at presenl
diflicult to determine, nor will it be
settled as fast us the conuntry south
and east—Trast enough, however, to
within a few vears add muterially to
the wheat production.

The state of Texas contains 180,-
000,000 acres,the largest partef winch
is now used for grazug. Munoch of it
will be used for growing cotlon aid
other sonthern productions. ILis safe,
however, to estunate that Texas will
furnish 60,000,000 acres of good
grain, beside the cotton  aud graz-
ing lands.

The Indian terrvitory adjoining
the north hne of Texas coniging
about 50,000,000 neres, most,of which
is zood and much of it very superior
land. This territory is now the
hewe of poaceful Indinns; but it i
only a question of time whoen they
will have to give place largely Lo Lhe
whites. Probably 30,000,000 acres
wonld be 4 verv moderate estimuate
of the grain land it containg, leaving
20,000,000 acres for grazing.

If these estimates nre correet, and |
think they are under rather than over
the wmark, the northern terrvitories
and stute ot Texas will furnizh for
grain growing tully 150,000,000 aeres.

Crossing to the Dacifie const we
find in California a large aggregate
of verv fertile wheat fund, but it is
not in great bodies as on Lhis side of
the mountaing, amd the number of
Acres yet availuble is for several rea-
sons ditlicult to determine.

I'he fertility of the Calitormia soil
and yield of grain, [ruit and root
erops is as marvellous as the size of
its forest Lrees.

In Oregon production has, until
within the past two or three years,
been counfined chiclly to the Will-
anetle Valley ; now, however, an
extensive traet of prairie country in
Eastern Oregon and  Washinglon,
Enown as the Wallu-Walle region,
and until recently used only Jor
grazing, i8 fouud Lo produce very
Iarge crops of excellent wheat and is
being rapidly settled.

‘'nat the supply of wheat from the
Pacific coast will steadily it not
rapidly incresse hardly admiis of
ressonnble doubt.

Returning eust of the Rocky Mou-
taius wo find in the fivst pamed ten
states 102,000,000 ueres iu cultivation
and 138,000,000 yet to be added.

Iu Cexns and the Ludian territory,
90,000,000 acres of grain land, of wlhich
probably less than 5,000,000 i3 now
cultivated, and in Dakots, Wyoming
nnd Moutans probably st least 60,-
000,000 fertile acres, of which no!
enough is now 1n use te be worth
counting, giviug u total of 253,000,000
acres of fertile land to be added o
the 107,000,000 acres now in cultiva-
tion in the great grain and provicion
producing center, not including Cai-
ifornin and Oregon, and no account
beiug made of the fertile valleys of
New Mexico, Coelorado, Idaho, Utah,
Wyoming and Montana, whiclh in
uggregale comprise s very large areq.

No account hus been made of Lhal
portion of Canada known as the
Manitobn or Red River Country,
which is said to contain large tracis
of excollent wheat lund, becuuse its.
all located north of 19 degrees north
latitude, still north of the novth lines
of Minnesota and Dakota, where the
winters are very long and extremely
cold, the thermometer hardly ever
tailing to mark in the neizghborhood
otd degrees below zero, Fahirenheir,
tor many days of cach winter; and
althongh it is a gond wheat nl oat
countey, there is practically no other
crop produced for export, henee the
turmer has prolitable employment
but little more than halt of the yewr
the long and severs winters render
slock-growing for market impracti-
enble, aumd us there is apparently
uolhing to ereale morve than one con-
siderable  indusirvy, railways  will
have business but a few wonths of
cich sensou, which will romder higlh
treight charges a necessity.  Alto-
gelher  the dismdvantages are
mnny  that, while the setticiments
may be cousiderable, it ig not proh-
uboe that the inereased production
will be of grent importance in the

I this connection, it may he waell
Lto refer toon el which is very im-
poriant lin considlering the guestion
of incresased production of grain aml
provisions in Amerien, and which hus
appurently received no  general
tention,

The fertile geain Lands of Texas sl
the territories altogether good and in
muny loealitivs excellent, cunnot, as
4 whole, be ranked as equal to that
ol the lirst ten states, where the
avernge soil s not only more fertile
but the productions sre more varied
and legs liubie to be eflected by in-
gecls ur extreme atmospherie condi-
tions., For a considerable time, at
least, this 350,000,000 aeres will un-
doubitedly fturnish mueh the lnrgest
part of  the grain and  provision
stirplus exeept probably beef cattle.
The graziug country which is at-
tracting so much attention extemds
from the Texas const on the Gulf of

While other tnings have con-
tributed to the revival of buriness and
the return of more progperons limas,
unguestionably the greatest eoniri-
bution has been from the profiits of
farming.
