‘Bosron, December 3.—There sat
down to-day nt breshfust—if the term
may be applied to a mesl which is
served two hours after the sun hus
crossed the meridian—atr the Hotel
Brunswick in this city an exceeding-
Iy distinguished party of ladies aud
gentlemen. Meauning no oflense, on
the contrary desivring to do simple
justice to them, it may truthfully be
stated that the casunl unknown and
insigniticant guests, of whom per-
haps there were a dozen present,
vould not, as they gnzed around the
brenkfast-room, wholly nmnd thewm-
selves of the feeliug thut they were
in & rare museum—a depository of
selected jewels, Turn as the casual
guest wouid, the orizivals of furms
fong familiar to him through the
shudowy photography of print, met
his eves—Oliver Weundell Holmes,
Rilphh  Waldo Emerson, John G
Wttier, W. D. Howells, Miss Phelps,

Lucy Larcom Trowbridge, Muark

Ward howe and a score of othier
rqually well-known gified beings all
set in flesh and blowd and yet de-
vouring flesh and blood befure his
very eyes. Then the casual guest nu-
derstood thut he was at a feast in
bouor of the seventietn birthdsy of
the “Poet of Tears and Swmiles,” Dr. |
Oliver Wende!l Holmes, and which
was given, according to their pleasant
custom of honorisg the threescore
yedrs and ten of their destinguished
contributors, by the publishets of the
Atlantic Monthly, sud under the fol-
loewing invitation :

The invitation read ns follows:

‘Lhie publishers of the Atlantic Monthly
to the contributors,
in bhonor of the Juth anniversary of the
Birthday of
Oliver Wendell Holmes.
The Brun.wick, Bo~ton.
December 3, 1550,

‘I'o be exactly accurats, to-day does
not compliele that ripe old age for
Dr. Holmea, He resched his seveu-
ticth birthday on the twenty-ninth
day of August lust, Lhe feast being
theu deterred on account of the in-
harmonious condition of the weat her.
The breakfast was appoeinted for oune
o’cluck, but it was neurly an hour
luter before the doors of the break-
fast-room were thrown open. LEven
with this extengion of time thelittle,
sprightly old gontlemsn, whose eyes
are soft and childlike nud whose haire
=eeins euddenly Lo have paused fn its
proce:s of whitening—as 1f in doubt
whether the wearer proposes to grow
older or youngee—found it impossi-
ble to ligten and reply to half of the
pleasant and wanifestly sincere things
which were said to Liim even before
he was called nponto give his arm to
Mrs. Houghton and jead the way to
the tardy repast.

To suy that the breakfast was given
in u flower-garden would be perhaps
waimple way of deseribing the Bruuns-
wick “banguet hnll”—Boston hotels
huve no breaskiast or dining-rooms,
they are all “banquet halis.® The
apurtment may be photograplied as
follows: Six long 1ables occupied
the cenire of the floor. Four of these
were arranged lengthwise with the
voom, while the other two were
pluced ot right angles to them, oue ut
each end ot the room. The®spuce be-
tween the tables and the windows
Ivoking out upon the street was titled
with pulin trees ol huge size, placed
in tubs ol earth. which were (n turn
placed upon blocks or pedestals. T'he
decorations, vxelusively floral, were
very elaborate. 'Uhe four large mirrors
on the side walls of the hull were
tastefully hung with festoons of
smilax intermingled with flowers of
varous kinds. ‘I'ne muntels were also
profusely filled with rare tlowers and
plants, while the tubles themselves
were 80 covered with roses, carnn-
tious, camellius and other flowers
ihat 1t seemed doubtful at first how
the courses could be served. Twao
large baskets of flowers were set at
the end of each table, and &t the cor-
uers of each woere strewn, in appar-
ently lovse piles, a lot of flowers., It
looked us if u careless elbow might
disarrange and upset these fragraut
heaps, but a closer imspection showed
Lthat their stems were neally tied to-
gether. Thisis said to be the lgiest
Boston wrinkle in the arrangement
of flowers, Iu the ceuntre of the top
and bottom tubles were immense ob-
long buskets of lowers, from which
delicale traiis of smilax, with here
aud tuere a bright colored flower,
ran gracefully in und oul among the
silver dishes.

Some of his gresw compeers—
whose umsea praise them bestl—we
nave witl us to-day, and while we
hive 1o regret the abseunce of _ngell
we rejuice in the presencs of Ewer-
son wiil ol Whittier. We should he
glad tosit attentive to them if “alter-
breakfust apeaking’ were their pleas-
ure or habit., But we must respect
the sileuce they prefer to guaird, Up-
on no others, however, cal we lhave
any mercy. The cnstom of speech-
muking after 8 puluic banguet was
invented (rom a dry andsubtle know-
ledge ot human uature. Itis to no
ordinary observation ol mankind we
owe the discovery that the most for-
tusnie momeut to extort eloguence
trom those gifted In oratory is when
they are heipless from repletion and
every faculty tends to resign itseli Lo
a luxurious torpor, but it has been
tound that in this defenseless condi-
tion they may be successfully bidden

Many Keys.'” Of course my fivst
impulse was Lo prepare this man’s re-
maing for burisl, but upon reflection
[ suid I would reprieve him for a
moment or two and give him a chance
to prove hia assertion it he could.
We stepped iuto n buvok-store aud he
did prove it. [ had already stolen
thatdedication almost word for word.
[ could not unagine how ihis curivus
thing had happened, for 1 kuew one
thing for a dead certaiuly, that a cer-
tain amound of pride always goes
wlong with a teaspoonful of braius,
and this pride protecta a man from
deliberately stealing other peopia’s
idens. That is what a teaspoonful of
brains will do for a man—and ad-
mirers had often told me [ have n
busketful,though they were rather re-
served as to the size of the buskei.
HHowever, 1 thought tke thing out
anil solved the mustery. ‘Two years
before I had been luid up n couple of
weeks in the Sandwich Islamlds afid
had rvead and re-read Dr. Holines’
pocms until my mwental reservoir was
tilled up with them to the brim. The
dedication lay on top sud handy, so
ny and by I uncon-civusly stole it.
Perhups 1 unconsciously stole the
rest ot the volume tuu,for many peopls
have told e that my boek was pretly
poetical in one way or unother. Well,
of conrse [ wrote to Dr. Holines and
totd him I badu’t meaut to steal, and
he wrote back and said in the kiudest
wauy that it was all night aud uo harm
done, aud added tont he believed we
all unconsciously worked over ideas
gathered in reading aud hearing im-
agining  théy were original with
ourselves. e stuted a truih, and did
it 1n such a plegsnut way, sod salved
OVer my sore spol 50 gently and so
healingly that I was rather gad
[ had committed the crime for the
sake of the latter. 1 alterwards call-
el ou him and told bim to make per-
fectly free with any ldeas of mine
thal rtruck him ns being good proto-
plasm for puetry. He could see by
that there wasn’t anything mean
nbout mej so we gotalong right lrom
the start.

DEATH OF THE HON. A. M. LAY.

[From the Scdlalia l;nn-rl‘.)ul', Diee, 9]
‘Ielegrahic dispatehes in another col-
umn give the particulurs of the death ol
Hon. A. M. Lay, the democratie repre-
sentatiye In congress of this the seventh
districs.

Msjor Lay's home was in Jefferson
City. He wus born May 20th, 1856, in
Lewis county. Missouri, and in 1812 he
moved with Lis purents to Beuton coun-
ty. He graduated with high honor at
Bethany College, Virginia, in 1856,
Admitted to the bar in 1857, he was ap

pointed by President Buchanan, Uuit_ud
States Attorney lor the western district
of Missouri, and performed the duties ol
his offie with much promptness and
abiiaty. When the war came he immedia-
tely volunteered on the side of the south.
His first service was in the state guard,
and in the division of Gen. John B.
Clurk, tuther o1 the present member ol
congress from the eleveoth district.
Going Irom the state service into the
contederate, he tought his way up to
the rank of mjor, a brave, patient,
chivalrous soldier until the end. When
the war c.osed he furmed a law purtoer-
ship with the Hon. J. Ed. Beleh, in Jef-
terson City, and continced iu 1t until the
day of his death. 1In 1875 he wus elect-
ed t. the convention which formed the
present constitution of the state, und in
1878 he was elected o congress, receiv-
ing 16,960 votes to 7,170 tor A. Under-
wood, republican, and 8,810 for James
Boyd, grecobacker.

He leaves a devoted wile and several
children, bis wile being the daughter vt
Mr. W. Boon, a well known citizen of
Jefferson City, and a man universally
known and respected all over Missouri.

A good man has gone over the won-
derful river. There are signs by wlach
courage, truth, generons manhood and
incorruptible integrity discern their like
in all companies and at all times. These
tokens of nobility made Lay beloved by
all who either khew him us a friend, or
bad to do with him as a lawyer and a
politician. A life full of promse has
been extingmshed. A man whose mod-
est excellence of principle, assiduous
devotion to duty, and fine intelligence
and culture were universally remarked,
has fallen beneath his party’s standard,
his harness on his back. He was a lond,
true, open-handed man in every relation
ol lite. Singularly candid in word aml
doed, it is believed that be npeyer knew
an hour ot jealousy or spite. His word
was his bond. Frankness abode with
him as azure with the sky. Every taie
that was sad or sorrowlul touched him
as though his own near ouves and deur
ones were vitally concerned. In politics
as to his own soul he kept his plighted
taith. He kpew no difference in any
avoeatjon in lite where all were equally
amenable to honor. Comrade, Iriend,
cltizen, lawyer, candidate, congressman
—no matter where he stood, or what
the nature of his quest or his ambition,
he was the same piain, steadlast, splen-
did gentleman, as modest as » girl, and
as stalwart as a grenadior. May he rest
in peace, for

“INone knew him but to love him,
None numed him Lut Lo pralse.”*
