Where the
train went through it was about 88 ftuet
above the water. It was opeoed for
traffic in May, 1878, and was considered
to be a triumph of engineering skill

It should be remembered at every
polling place in the seventh congress-
ional district that the new law requires
four instead of three judges. Heve it
is,as found 1n section 5,495, chapter 101,
“of elections :'" *‘In a!l counties in this
stule four judges ol election shall be ap-
pointed by the county court for each
election precinot in each of said counties,
and there shall also be provided two
ballot boxes tor said judges of election,
one of which shall be numbered No. 1,and
the other numbered No. 2, and it shall
be the duty ol said judges to select Irom
their number two judges, who shall be
designated .and known as receiving
judges, and two who shall be designated
and known as counting judges.” The
object of the law is to have the ballots
counted as they are cast, that the result
of an election may be the more expedi-
tiously made known. In most ol the
counties the old law has been followed
and only three judges have been ap-
pointed. This should be promptly
remedied. The law requires that four
judges shall be appointed by the county
court for each precinct.

The republican and greenback cor-
ventiens met at Sedalia, last Wednes-
day.

Mr. W. H. Chiles, of Latayette coun-
ty, in an earnest speech, in which he
spoke of lhe great agricultural interests
of the district, and the desire which the
farmers had to see themselves represent-
ed 1n the halls of congress by members
ol their own avocation, named Hon. M,
V. L.McClelland. He then dwelt upon
the claims which Lafayette county pos-
scsges from its wealth, and strong dem-
oeratic vote, and said that Lafayette
county offered to the district a gentle-
man whose ability and fitness for the
place were conceded—a gentleman of
whose election there could be no doubt
it he was prelerred by the convention.
Hon. Charles L. Ewing, mn an elo-
quent speech, seconded the nomination
of Col. McClelland.

Alton, Esq., of Dallas county.

H. B. Hamilion, Esq., nominated Hon.
J. Ed. Belch, of Cole county.

At thiz point, while there was a mo-
mentary paanse before taking the ballot,
Col. McClelland rose to address the
convention. He was received with warm
applause from all parts of the house. By
request he advanced to the front of the
room, and In a short speech, full of elo-
quence and pathos, withdrew his name
lrom betore the convention, He said
that he could see enough to convince
him that a majority ol the district at
this time preferred another ; but that his
own county, with singular unanimity,
expressing a desire to see him nominated
tor congress, he had not felt at hiberty
to decline becoming their candidate be-
fore the copnvention. He thanked the
delegates from everywhere tor thelr

courtesy, and especially the *‘faithful
delegation' from his own county for their
untiring work in his behall; but, des-
pite the protest of his delegation, in the
interest ol that harmony and good teel-
ing which was necessary in this elee-
tion, he insisted on withdrawing lus
name. He then spoke in glowing terms
of the democratic party and its mission,
and closed his speech with a touchmg
eulogy of Alfred M. Luy, which brought
tears to the eyes of more thun one of his
audiencs.

Mr. Cosgrove arose, and made au ap-
proprinte speech, concluding it by see-
onding the nomination of Col. Philips.
Mr. Ewing, the chairman of the La-
fayelte delegation, in comphance with
Col. McClelland's request, as made to
the convention, withdrew his name.
