New Yorg, June 18, 1880,
To the Delegates from the state ol
New York to the Democratic national
convention : —Your first ass.mbling is
an oceasion on which it is proper lor me
to state W you iy relution to Lthe nowm
ination for the presidency, which you
sud your associates are commissionerd
tomake in behall ol the demoeratic party
of the United States. :

A Little Navigater Which Shows
the Regulnrity of Ocean
Currcnts,

nens Fort Muorgan, at the entrasce of
Mobile Bay, tells an interesting story
ol Ui winds s the waves.,  The wail
wis thrown oll’ the ship Hesperia, bound
10 London trom South Australia, as she
was just south ot the Azores (about
lutitude 37 degrees north and jongitude
28 degree west), ou May 12, 1878, and
was reported lrom the Alabama coast
on the 224 ivst. It must therelore,
nave been dritting o little over two
years, which it has consumed in making
the circuit ol the equatorial Atiuutic
and the Mexican guli.

But a bottle thrown
from tne ship Dunmore in '1828, in
Intitude 27 degress 4 minotes,"and lon-
gitude 28, on the vortheastern margin
ol the Sargossn sen, reached Cubs, s
distance of 3,200 miles, in 437 days,
mpnking on au uversge, less than nine
mmies a duy. The bottle’ lrom the
Hesperia, just picked up onthe s Mexice
@ull coust, was approximately under the
<aine wind and wave influemce which
bore the Dunimore’s waitl, and bence the
tormer, truversing the equatonal cur-
rent anil pussing thronghthe Caribbean
seninto the Gull ol Mexipe, making s
wital cireait ot 5500 miles, traveled at
about the same mean rate—gight miles
a duy. This bottle cruise, perlormed
unnoticed umid the trackless wastes of
the equatorinl seas, though no living
anul can tell ot its vieissitudes and va-
¢iations irom day to day, declares the
regularity of oceanie circulation, and its
history will be highly prized by nav-
izators and geographers.
