With onr backward spring the
following advice from the editorial

As a step in the same direction tlie
legislature of Conuscticut has bad
the wisdem aud good seuse to unani-
meusly pass a law en the subject of-
fering premiums to those who plant
or preserve trees along the public
bighways. This salutary measure,

best results. The farmers who live
in the vicinity of towns and villagds
make a grest mistake in not paying
more attention to forest culture.
