We
bave beard many persons say that when on
dark days tbey desired to use gas tbey bave
found It either turned off entirely or with
so little pressure as to be of no account. We
ourselves bave been annoyed on Friday eve
nings and nights by tbe total Inadequacy of
tbe Hunt. Wben persons go to the expense
of fitting up lor gas tbey expect, and bave a
right to do so, that tbey can get gas at all
times. If tbe works are Inadeauate to do
this they sbould be made adequate or aban-

doned. Consumers are charged f4 per thou
sand for gas, while Iodnpendence, which
hauls its coal Iron) tbls city, is to get It at
$2 50. It Is wrong that tbls difference In
price should exist, but If It Is permitted to
evlst it only furnishes tbe people here an ad
ditional reason for being well and promptly
served. Tbe allrged reason for keeping up
the price Is tbat there are not enough con
sumers to justify a lower rate. Logically,
then. It woud be advisable to advance tbe
price to $20 per thousaud feet ; really at that
prvce no one would take gas. Tbe truth of
tbe business is tbat tbe company, by In
creased consumption, would make more
money at $2 50 per thousand than at 84.
Tbls article Is not written In a spirit hostile
to the new company. On tbe contrary we
desire to see them do well and make money;
but in order to do tbls tbey must popularize
their product. Tbe Indispensable requisite
to accomplish this Is tofurulsb a good article
of gas, and plenty of It; and tbeq, f posul
ble, tbe price sbonld be reduced. Whatever
Messrs. Uressler Dickey may desire to say
to the people er tbe city touching the sub
ject of this article tbsy may freely do througb
the columns ol tbe Intelligencer. A. full and
candid understanding will conduce to the
benefit of both parties In Interest.

But we respectfully suggest
whether it would not be even more annrounute
and on many accounts better tor the family and
irienaato reure from the grave as soon as the
religions scrvices,are ended and tbe benediction
pronounced, leaving the sexton to finish the
work, and a friend or two, when desired, to
remain and place the flowers on tbe new-ma-
