IN HKMOKIAM.
One by one the old settlers of our ooanty are

passing away. The landmarks of the people are
falling. Hut a lew years more and there will be
none left of those who subdued the native wilds
of our county, uud fitted it for the habitation of
civilized man. " We arc called upon to record
the death of Dr. Nathaniel C. Mitchell, who was
one of our first settlers, aad of onr oldest, most
honored citizens. Dr. Mitchell was the eon of
Thomas 'and Elizabeth (Moran) Mitchell. He
was born in cock connty .Tennessee, November
2i;th, In 161ft, in company with bis father
and family, he arrived in Cooper eounty la this
suite, and. first lived at "Cole's old Fort," but
afterward In a settlement which was then
formed three miles east of Boonvllle. In 1821

he moved to Boonville, and began the etady of
medicine under Dr. Jabez Hubbard, aad after-
ward li mailed his course of reading with Dr.
Nathaniel Hutchison :' He located in tbla ooanty
in 1S24, where he began the practice of medicine.
Ou the loth day of February be was mar
ried to Miss Eliza T. Gleaves, daughter of Wil-

liam Cleaves, of Kentucky. For Uiteen years he
devoted his time to medicine, having a practice
extending through this and parts of JaokaoQ aad
Jobusou counties. In 1832 he was elected to
the legislature, and was to fill a va-

cancy uausc-- l by the deatb of William MoCaus-lu-

, anil while in the legislature for tbe first term
he cast the vote of this county for tbe third term
of Thomas II. Benton, as United States senator.
He was elected a member of tbe second consti-.tutiou- al

convention in 1815, andwoa afterward
appointed a judge of tbe county court, but de-

clined to accept, not desiring office. He lost
heavily during the late-wa- as.much as 20,000

in slaves and other personal property. He was
opposed to secession, but voted for Stephen A.
Dougjas lor president, bat his sympathies wen
all with ihe south, having lour sons in the oon- -

l'euerulc army; one of whom, Nathaniel B. was
killed therein. Tbe doctor's first wife died in
lS'a, and be was again married in 1859 to Mies
Kelxwca Evans, wbo died in lstt9. He raised
tun children, all by hiB first wife, five of whom
survive hint two sens, John and Davld, and
three daughters, Mrs. Nancy J. Howe, Mrs.
Lctitia Hummer ami Mrs. Susan Hammer: One
datiKhter. Mrs. Elizabeth Harbor, and four sons
William T., Charles II., James and Nathaniel
It Mitchell, alter reaching maturity, preceded
him to the graTe. In the latter part of February
lat, he was taken ill, brought on by exposure;
hut his illness was not considered, serious until
sometime ui Must, from which time his health
faiie rapidly. For the last two months he was
I., .lnif--t . uad lor some Weeks altogether helpless.
He bore his long illness and suffering with pa-

tient fortitude, without a murmur or complaint.
Though speechless fur some days before his
death he was conscious to the last, and he gave
eveiy sign of assent that he was fully prepared
fot and ready to welcome death and religionely
prepared to meet his God . He waa a member of
the Cumberland Presbyterian chLroh, though not
connected Willi any organization in this
comity. He waa an unfaltering believer in and
ailmirer of Christianity, strictly moral and tbat
"noblest work of God," a thoroughly honest
man. The record of his citizenship is briefly
told above; it covers a long and useful life of
fourscure years. He died on the 24th day of
September, lssl, and In his deatb Lafayette
county lost oue of her best and worthiest
