PREVENTION BETTER THAN CURE.

The mayor's proclamation, which we
print in another coIuuju, is timely, and
should bii read and heeded. There are
no cases of tmull-po- x iu Lexington or
its suburbs at present, but It prevails in

several cities and towns around lis, and
it is one ot those occasions when an
ounce of preventive is worth a pound oi
cure.

Everybody who has not been recently
vaccinated should submit to the compar
atively trifling iocoavenience which it
causes. Especially should every pre'
caution be taken as to the schools. Al-

ready in many cities in the east schools
have been closed by the disease, but
with intelligent precautions we see no
reason whatever for any alarm here.
The school board and the president ot
the seminaries Should require all their
pupils and servant to be vaccinated.
Wo hope no captious opposition will be
made to this wise precaution as an inva
sion ot personal liberty- - Nothing of the
kind is designed; bnt vaccination has
come to be so generally recognized as a
preventive of small pox that it seems
but doing justice to the whole number
of pupils to make this requirement of
the individuals. Of course persons who
have boen recently successfully vaccin
ated need not be bnt the
abundance of precaution iu vaccia-atis- n

and oi nation can do no harm.
Another preventive of the disease Is

cleanliness of person and surround
ings. Persons should be careful to
bathe once or twloe a week, rubbing the
body thoroughly with a coarse towel, but
always being oaroful to avoid taking
cold. Baci yards, alleys and streets
should be looked after, and if there is
any garbage lying about it should be
carted off or burned. In fine, all sanita
ry precautions which suggest themselves
to people of intelligence should be taken;
and the city should see that they are not
neglected in those respects oi which it
can take cognizance.

Small-po- x is indeed a dread disease,
but much of the terror with which it was
once regarded ban been banished by
jenuers fortunate discovery, it is a
disease which recurs periodically: is
highly contagious, and which, in conse
quence, follows railroads and other ar
totiea ot travel, and especially revels
in tenements and other crowded abodes,
where filth and laok of ventilation are
round. A clean skin, fresh clothes, a
stomach never overloaded, and able to
perform its functions freely, and plenty
of good, wholesome fresh air, are so
many enemies to small-po- x. It is emi
nently a winter disease, and rarely, if
ever, prevails to an alarming extent in
warm weather; so that, if we take prop
er precautions for the remaining month
or two of winter, we may reasonably
hope that before another season it may
have abated in its rigor, if not entirely--

disappeared.
We cannot too forcibly urge upon our

people to be vigilant in this matter, as
our total exemption from the disease, so
far, may lull them into a careless feel
ing of security, fram which they might
be awakened with a very rude shock.

We shall take an early occasion to dis.

discussing the question here, will
say that the position that the pres-
ent county officers desire to perpetuate
themselves In office through primary
elections by the voto ot Lexington is
not well taken, as with the exception of
one man they have uniformly been nom
inated by the vote in the county outside
of Lexington township even. Acrimo
nious dueusnton is not what is required
to build up tbe democracy of our coun-
ty, but a genera striving for the com
mon good. With this yiew every dem
ocrat who is a candidate for office should
have a fair and squaro chance to poll in
bis favor the vote of every lriend he has
in tbe county.
