Eprror INTELLIGENCER :—Thinking
that a tew lines from this far off country
would be of interest lo some ol your
readers, and in view of the fact that
Barbour county, Kansas, Is the home of
inany ex-Lafayeitites and Missourians,
and that perhaps ‘cthers contemplate
coming hither, I will give you a briel
sketch ol my trip here, and also some of
the sights and experiénces in this, the
land of the *‘long horns.’” 'This last
expression pertsins to cattle, and must
not be confounded with anything of an
aoti-prohibition character. The good
citizens of Kunsas are all strictly tem-
perate so I have been told, salthough
when a poor Iriendless *‘tenderfool”
like myself comes among them ard
wanls something to remind him of old
Missoori and democracy, he can getit
by the drink, pint, gallon or barrel, just
as easily here a8 anywhere else.

This county is made up largely of
former citizens of Lafayeite, and of
them I will give a briel account, and
will state that all as far as 1 could learn
are doing well, in facL better than in

: | Missoari.

T, L. O'Bryan, once & ranchman ia
this county, I8 now engaged ln the live
and Is
doing well.

Tom McClearcy has a fine cattle

f| ranch on the Medicive river, eight miles

west of Medicine Lodge. .

Henry Sparks, son of our old Diek,
bas perbaps the finest location in the
county, is in the skeep business and has
a band of 4,600 om a ranch on Elm
oreek, 16 miles northwest of Medicine
Lodge.

Taylor Nichols has & ranch on Bear
filteen miles west of town.. If reports
are true, Mr. Nichols is taking exactly
the right steps to improve the stock of
this county in one respect..  May bright
and sunny skies be over him and his
fair Missouri bride.

Mr. Lewis Heston is on Monument
ereek, 20 miles west irom here.

The McKinney brothers, perhaps the
pioneers in this county, are located on
Hackberry creek, neag the line ot the
Indian territory twenly miles lrom this
place. Othersare here from our county,
bat I eould not get the location of the
ranches.

" Stoek of all” kinda bave stood tke
winler well, with very little loss, in lact
cattle that nsve wintered here belore
ars in good flesh. and some of them fat.
I have eaten beel killed off of the grass
since coming here. These people rely
on Providence more than any I ever
saw before. They turn their callle out
in the spring berd for awhile, and then
lot them run sll fall and winter and uo-
til the next spring; ““round-up,” withous
seeing more Lhan hall ol them, some-
times not that, and lose very lew from
deaths or “straying. Their faith in the
stock questlon 1s simply sublime, aud
the sinners ure not one whit behind the
'saints eitber.

Medicine Lodge, the county seat of
this county, is situated on a command-
g ridge overlooking a large extent of
country and the winding walley ol the
river of the same name; 18 atown of 700
or 800 inhabitants, and one ol the most
beantilul towns in southern Kansas.
Rome upon her seven hills never sat
pronder por were her citizens more
loyal or brave, or prouder of her gran-
dure than are the people of this iittle
city. Itis, in Iact, & “‘city set upon an
hill,"” and her people are determined
that its light shall not be hid. Com-
posed ol people from every state in the
union, and brought iuto contact by the
power that makes all forget their potty
prejudices, and allays all strife su
sell-intereat, her people have learned a
consserxatism that olhers wounld do well
to pattern alter. And right here I will
state that if & fellow expects to find a
wild, uncouth, and **heel strong’ town
or people here, he will find himnsell most
woefully leit behind; or if he lalls back
on the **blue grass region ot Kentucky”
or Missouri either, and thinks there is
nothing else outside ot them worthy of
taking into consideration, he will find
the conceit knocked out o! him in less
time than it takesto tell it when bronght
into contact with the people ol this rush-
Ing, roaring, pushing and energetic
towa and county. They don’t carea con-
tinental where a man 18 from or who he
is kin to, 8o he brings an interest te the
country, and is a good citizen. This
oounty, like onr own, h«s been lied on
and abused by papers, both In Kansas
and oul, until a beliel has become cur-
rent that 8 man was almost takiog bis
lite in his hand when he came here.
Nethiog 18 (arther from the truth. They
are as sober, indostrious and Iaw-abid-
ing s people as can be found in the
world ; jealous of their rights and bruve
enongh to maintain them. God made
this a stock country, and the people nre
determined that no attempts shall be
made to alter His decrees.

The Burbour county stockmen’s asso-
ciation will hould their convention here
on the 171h and 18th of March, and al-
ready the eonthusissm bhas reached
a0 extenl greater than s whole week of
Christmas and Fourth ol July. Invita-
tlons have been sent to Tvxas, Chicago,
Kansas City, and in fact all over lhe
west and southwest. Thousands are
coming,some (rom curiosity, more Irom
iaterest. The most remarkable leature
In the whole affuir is that this little eity
is going to feed and entertain that vast
erowd of visitora frec. Already ths
oxen and the Iutlings are killed, snd the
ladies are busy in the mysteries of cake
making and goodies generally. It will
be the grandest afluir that ever
took place in southern Kansas. How
is that lor a town in which the little
prairie dog still barks st the citizens us
they pnss?

This town contains seven or eight
stores carrying stocks from five to
twenty-five thousaud dollars. Several
of the store boildings would do houor
to Lexinglon or Kansas City. And I
bave seen something here that is rarely
met with elsewhere, ranchmen wailing
with their wagous in the streel for their
turn to trade.

Hotels are good and aull first-class,
Shree or four in number. Two papers

are published here, the Index, by Mr.

Shorpy, and the Cresset, by Mr. Mc-
Neil, both live, energetic and business
young men; they deserve success, and
are succeeding. Both papers are well
patronized regardiess of politica. There
are two firat-class livery stables here,
and they can turn out a rig as teny as
any to be seen in the waest.

The Eansas Valley Bank does a gen-
eral banking business, and is the pride
of the town and county. Two schools,
one, the district school, has 180 schel-
lara, the other, a select school, has fifty
scholars. Four religions denominations,
two of which have their buildings com-
pleted, the Methodist and the Chris-
tian—two more, the Presbylerian and
United Brethren, will build soon. A
Masonic lodge n good working order
in ritasl and practice, as 1 have gond
reason to know. The first appearance
I made in this place with them in thelr
solemn and uppressive ceremonies at
the burial of a brother.-There is also
an Odd Fal;gw’l lodge here. The A.
0. U Wi, ¥ i Targe lolige have}
Three blacksmith shops, and one factory
where gypsam Is moulded into blocks
for buildings for tha living or tombstones
for the dead, or for anything that ecan
be thought of almost.

Pricea of cattle here are bardly estab-
lished yet, and will not be until after the
spring roundings, about April 25th.
Prices then probably will be, cows and
calves, $25 to $35; yearlings, $14 to 18;
two-year-nlds, $20 to 28; three-year-
olds, $25 to 85. People hers have no
objection to stock men coming Into the
county, but farmers or ‘‘grangers’ as
they call then. here, should go else-
where, and those "who come here and
engage In it, find it out sbout the
second yesr, and go east to see their
wile's people. +

The only feed for ecattle that can be
raised here -is millet. and that yields a
good crop; sorghum is alse very fine
feed, and is being cultivated to a groat
extent, but cern and wheat are out of
the gquestion. The face ol the country
Zenerally is  relling and sometimes
rooghly rough, I mean the roughesi
that the Lord ever made in six days and
late Satarday evening at that. Yawn-
ing canons and towering hills, but they
afford exdellefit protection to stock, and
no doubt were made for that purpose,

Alter the stock growers’ meeling, and
the selection of time for the ronnd-ups,
I will write again. My omly apology
for the length of this is that I thought
that some ol our people would like to
have views lrom here, even theugh ex-
pressed by & ___'LENDERFOOT.

WAGES AT HOME AND IN ENGLAND.

[From the Chicago Marning News. |
Maj. &l‘{._nr Ellﬂd ‘Riates consul av
Mauchester, gland, & short time
since forwurded & reporl Lo our state
departmenst, at the request of seore-
tary Blsive. It contsins certain im-
portaut facls bearing upon Americau
industries. The publication of this
report has caused the orgaus of pro-
tection and subsidies s grveat deal of
distress, and compelled 1hem Lo eu-
ter into a senes of explanations in
order to bresk the force of ita facts
and figares. A notable portion of the
report 18 Lhe comparison made be-
tween the wages paid in Lhe cotton
industiries of the two countries;
which comparison, as given by Con-
sul Shaw, is as folluwa: English
weavers are paid from $3 85 to $8 64
per week; Maassachuseits weavers,
from $4 82 to $8 37 ; English apinners
$7 20 to $8 40; American, 7 07 to
$10 30. I1un the Laucashira mills, for
Jsuuary, 1881, the average wages of
men were $8 per week; of wowen,
$3 40to $4 30; iu the Maesachusetts
mills, men $8 30, womeu $5 62; the
hours of work per week are, in Lan-
cashire fifty-six, in Massachusetts
Bixly.

It is claimed that Lhe labor market
iu Massachusetls was giutted when
these figures were Laken, while in
Eugland there was s scarcity of labor,
owlng to immigration to the United
States, Still, giving the subsidy jour-
uals the benefit of Lhis statement, aud
it will be seen that the couditlion ot
the Evglish artiean is much more fav-
orable, at least so far as the colton
industry is conceruved, than that of
the American, for the reasen that in
Eopgland heuse reut aud clothing are
from 25 to 50 per ceut. cheaper than
in the United States, while the dif-
forence in the prices of provisions is
almost womival, on account of the
strengih ot Aunerican cempetition
and the construction of through lines
of traffic between the two countries.

Mr. Shaw’s sialemenl cousernisg
immigration ouly goes to prove that,
while the manutacturer in Americs Is
heavily protected as against the com-
pelition of foreigu goods, tlie laborer
is left wholly unguarded as reapects
the competition of the so-called for-
eigu ‘“‘pauper labor.”

r. Shaw, in his report, calls at-
tention to the fact that, ‘“as 8 weneral
ruie, the wagesin continental Europe
are lower than in England,. and even
there, Iu nearly every department of
industry, they nare less than in Lhe
last-named country.” But, in this
statement, he merely strikes a heavy
blow at the eutira subsidy aystem ;
for, while in Englaud there ie a tarift
for revenue ouly, in coutinental Ea-
ropean countries uearly all the tariffa
are bused upon s system of protec-
tion—at the sue timne that the coun-
iries blessed by enid tariffa pay the
lowest wagea outside of Asia. A few
more such reporta would prove high-
ly-entertsining reading to vur subsidy
chamviona.

“PLAYED OUT."

There was one very disgraceful
thing about the Inst presidentinl can-
vass; the cowardly abandoument of
the tarifl reform colors by the demo-
cratic managers. The Louilsville Cour-
ier-Jourual declures the trick “play-
ed out :"—

“@ur protectiounist contamporaries
will fiud that the game played iu 1880
will prove far less poteut as a politi-
cal factor in 1884. Then they told the
very werkmen who had been turned
out of work to starve, from 1873 1o
1879, that uuless they voted the re-
publican ticket they would find every
factory shut up and themselves in the
poor house, because the election of
Hsuceck mesut that Americsn manu-
factures must die. This statemeut,
coupled with the threat that the work-
meun would be discharged if they voted
for Hancock, intimidated many of
them sud they voted as desired.

THE IMPRISONMENT OF AMERIOAN
OITIZENS.

[From the New York Sun.]

While Secor Robeson and his werthy
associitus were boasting in the house ol
representatives of the conductof the
republican party |in proteoting Lhe
rights ol wpaturalized ecitizems abread,
The Sun republished from the Irish
World, s correspondence between Mr.
D. McSweeney, an Irish-American citi-
zen imprisoned ia Dundalk jail, aud
Mr. Lowell, Minister of the United
States in London.

It appesrs that Mr. McSweensy was
arrested, ‘“condemned, and sentenced
to sixteen months’ imprisonment. with-
ont trial by judge or jury.” He was
only permitled to know the mature of
the ocumplaint against him by the alle-
gatlous in the warrant of arrest, He
applied to Mr. Lowell for his official
intervention, and the comfort he got
from that diplomalio representative s
best mads known in his own words:

“LEGATION OF THE UNITED
STATES, Sept. 12, 1881.

Mgr.D.McSweENEY—Sir: *‘I have te

acknowledge your letter of the 17th in-
stant. J have not thought it proper
to make any application fer your re-
lease from prison, loribhe leilowing
reasons. The coercion aot, however
exceplional and arbitrary, and contrary
to the spirit and fundamental privciples
of both Enghsh and American jurispru-
dence, is siill the law ot the iand, and
controls all parties domiciled in the
proclaimed districts of Ireland, whether
they are Hritish subjects or mot. It
+- nid be manitestly futile to elaim that
woiuralized cilizens of ine Uniled
Stules should bs ecempted from ils
operotion

I'i.s la the sort of answer which Mr.
i iine gave, while secretary of State, in

U Connor’s ease, and those of other
cunturahized citizens of the United
Stutes,” who had been seized by the
British government and cast inlo dun-
geons npon warrants perhaps lssued on
the testimouy of puid und perjured in-
lormers.

They were allowad no opportunity of
defense or lair bhearing. The British
aathorities would not bring them to
trial, and would give no explanation
beyond the charges on which the arbi-
trary arrests were made. Mr. Biame
and Mr. Lowell came to the couclusien
that **it wonld be manilestly futile to
claim that naturalized cilizens [drawing
s wide line belween them and natural
born citizens] ol the United Biates
should be excepted (rom its oper-
stion.”  Iu other words, despite
our treaty, Amerlean cllizens may be
forcibly taken to prison and kept Lthere
indefinitely, upon mere allegalions,
without a chance to esiablish their
rights or w prove their innocence.

This monstrous doctrine, for tar less
than which we went to war sevenly
years ago, is submissively accepted by
the republicau party aod its ofligial
organs without a word ol protest, And
in the recent debate involving the whole
principle at stake on this subject, there
was not a single member of the house
who exposed the outrage as ought lo
have been di:v,

It England will not do justice to these
imprisoued citizens of the United States,
then the mi.i ter who is there should
be iostantly withdrawn. This js the
short way o! cutting the knot, hut
sort of au vov.y Is It who tells a fellow
citizen harshly shut out from his lsouly
and his Iriends, **l have not theught it
proper to make sayapplication for your
release [rom prison P"

No sell-respecting government woald
tolerate this impressment ol its citizens
or subjects without a peremptory de-
mand tor redress. The insolence which
Mr. Blaine and Mr. Lowell submitted Lo
from Lhe loreign oflice in l.endon, with-
oul even & weuk word of remonsirance,
almost surpasses beliel. Wheo Mr,
Lowell meekly usked. lor an explanation
in voe eas:, here {s the account he gives
ol the answer:

*In uoother, dated the 8th of July
last, he [Lord Granville] stated, in re-
gurd Lo wy requesat tu be lurnished with
ihe particulars of the uulawlul scis sl-
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leged 1o have been committed by Mr.
Walsh, that the government could make
oo distinetion belween foreigners and
British subjeots, and that in the case of
the latter [which applies to both] the
enly information that could be given
was that contained in the warrant.”’

So that her Majesty’s secretary would
mot even condescend to tell Mr. Lowell
the grounds ol proceeding aguinst these
viotims of British tyraony. And our
gracions minister thought it *‘lulile,”
in the tace of the snub given to his
mild inquiry, to pursue the subject any
further. ’

‘I'he mimster could not think ot dis-
turbing his personal or his sociai rela-
tions with the court on acoount ot Irish-
American citizens, who may lLave ex-
pressed their opinions freely about the
oppression of Ireland. They would be
allowed to rot in their cells without a
manly effort or a brave werd for their
release, while the minister /and the
foreign Secretary were passing endear-
ing compliments, as they did the olher
day, ol **My dear Lowell’ and *“My
dear Granville.”” And this isthe sort ol
protection Lhe republican party gives to
Awerican citisens abroad !
