Brother Georare Honx was born in
LexiDgton,-Fayett- e caunty. Kentucky,
November 8, 1797. At an early period
be determined to seek bis fortune tbe
distant west, and at the aire ol
twenty be emigrated to Howard county
in tne territory ol Missouri, it being
then on the extreme western border ot
civilization. He remained there until
1824, when he removed to Lalayette
county. About tbe year 1826 he settled in
Lexington, and engaged in the saddlery
aud harness business, and bv industry
and fairness soon gaiued tbe confidence
ol tne people and established an exten-
sive and lucrative business. In 1838,
he, with others, laid off that portion ol
Lexington known as the first addition
upon which now stauds the largest itnd
moat valuable part ol that city. Not
long after he removed to the country and
engaged extensively and profitably in
agricultural pursuits, aud lor more than
twenty years ol tbe latter portion of his
lite he resided upon tbe farm where he
died en the 9tb day of July, 1881, at the
ripe age of eighty-thre- e years, eight
montns ana one day. in all the pur-
suits of life which he engaged be was
successlul. His energy and judgment
met with rich fruits of reward. This
waa due not only to the excellent quali-
ties ot his mind and tbe judgment luan-ileste- d

all business transactions, bat
also to that lively sense of honor and
juslice that characterised him through
uie. ah wno Knew him learned to re-
spect and esteem him and repose a con
uueuun in mm mat out lew received, anu
with enviable reDutation he arose
from the humbler walks and achieved a
success lar above the average ct his
fellow-me- n. . He has left a bright ex
ample mat teacnes as now tnacn may
be accomplished by a life of energy,
economy, soonety ana unswerving inter
rity. At early age his attention was
attracted to the subject religion, and
ne uecame a member ot the Cumberland
Presbyterian church, and lived steadily
in the laith until death ended his earthly
career, in ail tne trials ol me such as
beset every one in his travels tram tbe
cradle to the grave, he never forgot that
Aimiguty Being whom he pnt bis
iruat.nor tbe cause ol UbristiauUy unrer
the banners of which be enllstedt for tbe
campaign ol iiie. tie never wavered
nis belter in tbe truths Christianity,
bnt in bia passage over the ocean of
time he steadily looked forward with
iatth and confidence to that peaceful
naven wnere tne weary sojourner hnds
a grateful rest at last. The death of acv
one is a loss to the com or unity in wbiob
ne uvea, out the death ot a good man
whose heart was warmed with sympa-
thy lor bis lellow beings, and whose hie
waa one ol useluiness is a loss that is
lelt by all. . Thus it was in tbe death ol
brother Houx. There were bnt few who
knew him that did not claim an interest
in his friendship, and' deeply reeret the
dispensation that called him from their
midst..
