THE ADDRESS OF DR. LAWS.

1 buve noticed several parsgraphs of
a similar import 1n various other papers
of the state, and I regard them as so
unjust and misleading that I feel justl-
lied In asking for spuce in yoor paper
lor a few reguarks concerning them.

The writer of the above bas certainly
never read lhe address alluded to. 11
he has, he has not eomprehended It
None of these critics huve specified in
what particular it 1s objectionable, ex-
eapt as herenfter noticed. These papers
bave not published the address, that
their readers might judge of 1he justness
of their critieisiu, but by wholesale cou-
demnalion crente a fnlse impreasion as
Lo its nature, and idexcusably misrepre-
sent the doctor. =

As to the nniure of the address: 1
have read it earelully and critieally, as
it appeared in yours ol the 20th alt.,
and ean find nothivg m it to offend the
most radwenl republican. ‘There are
some propositions about which there
may bea diference of opinion, but cer-
tainly nething is oftensive. There 18
nothing io it Lhan ean grate upon any
feehing the moat ultra republican may
entertnin, except Lhat of malignant per-
sonal hatred.

was that ol disinlegration by sccession,
The danger now 1s, and will continue
uniil composed, thut of consolidativn—
which is chnos—either 18 desiruction.

The board of managers of the Ameri-
van Bible Society, baving undertaken
the fourth geueral supply ol the United
Stutes with the holy scriptures, respect-
llly invite atlention tu the tollowing
statements coocerning the magnituie,
necessily, melhods, requirements, and
motives ol Lthis work:

L. Its magnitode is represemted, in
part, by the growth ol vur popu.ation
und lerritory. At the date of the first
generul supply, in 18529 and 1830, the
entire popu.stion was 12 866,000, ana
the new state of Missouri was the wes-
tera line of civilization.

In 1856, when Lhe sceond general sup-
ply was begun, the peoply numbered
26,500,000 ; Arkaneaz, M.chigun, Flori-
da, Texus, Wisconsin, lows sl Calj
tornia, bad been adwitted s slales, and
more than two millions ot squure wiles
additionu]l had been pluced uuder ter-
riturial govermments.

in 1566, when the sociely, as its jubi-
lee thank-offenog to the Lord iustituted
tie third general distribution, the pop-
ulation was nearly thirty-seven mill,ons
covering Lthirty -:1x states wid lour ler-
ritories.

Now there nre thirty-right states,
with pine territ.iries and the Distriet ot
Columbia, and the iohabitants number
nearly fity=theco millions.

The mugnitude of the work Is also to
be estimated by the udes of immigra-
tion lrom distunt lands, us well as the
matural increase of the people; by the
Slrange mixture of races aud lungu:iges;
by the restless march ot population
iCross the cootinent; and by its grada-
tlons of ehurncter aud lite, from the In-
dian tribes of the west, and the [reed-
men ol the south, aud the lowest ot the
loreign and native elements, up to those
of the largest wealih, culivatlon, and
gocial influenre.

Il. The necessity of this work will
appear from the loliowing summaries ol
facts, which ccver 1he whole country
and are detailed In-the correspondence
ol the executive oilicers:

Daoriog the lust year, the whole num-
ber of lamilies visited by the represen-
tatives of our nuxiliuries, by pastors und
Erivnlc distributors, and by the uno

undred and sixty paid colporteurs ol
this society, was 714,636; ol whom 111.-
932 were louud without the scriptures,
sod 81,995 were supplied, in addition
to 46,450 individuals not included in
these tamilies. The destitution i1hus
discovered and supplied embraces large
districls ot the west and south and
southwest, and regions in which we
have no avxiliaries. In addition to this,
101,095 volumes of the scriptures, in
lifteen languages, were distributed
among the pewly arrived immigrants
at this port by the marine agent of the
New York Bible Society.

From Apiil 1872 to April 1882, the
whole nowber of tamliles reported ns
visited wus 5.206 385, ot whom 729,114
were destitute vl the scriplures; and ol
Lthese 481,320, 10 adition o 235,716 in-
dividusls vot iocluded in them, were
furnished with the word of God, by sale
or by dunatiun.

The call lor the hible among the five
millions of freedmn is constantly in-
ereasing with tueir education and eyan-
gelistic work among th-m. Seven
millivns of pupils n.d vne million ot
teachers nnd vilicers in Amvrican Sun-
day sohools must he kept supplied with
their vue greal text-Luvk. Every ene
ol our sevenly thoususd protestant
preachers und wighty thousand charches
and missions is neentre ol Liviical needs
and eirculaton. .

IlI. .The methods of the werk include
the co-operation ot the wvighteen district
supenntendents and two thousand sux-
ilimries ol 1his sogioty,logether with dia-
tribution by pastors and voluntary help-
ers; ochurch organizations; Suonday-
school, tract, publigation, and other
suciclies; and home sud city. missiona-
ries.

Batin regions that cinnot be reached
by auoxiliaries the priocips]l dependvnce
ot the socléty will be upon its own sys-
tem of pmd colportage, which will Le
greatly  enlurged and  ac’apted
to this specilic service and will be
under immediste direction from the
bible honse. These methods will not
interfere with the ordinary cuurse of
lhe sociely’s other work, nor with the
purchase and sale of the scriptures by
those who buy to sell agan.

IV. The r quirements of the work
are:

1. The hearty good-will, contidence,
symputhy, prayers, and help of all who
desire its success.

2. The united efforis of its multitudes
of friends upon the broad, simple, and
eatholio busis npon whioch this society
was lounded and hus always done: its
work.

3. Generous contributions of money
to puy lor books, transportation, and
distribution, so that this home supply
may not in the least eripple the growing
toreign servioa of the society, which
now embraces seven agencies in tueotd
and uew worlds, aud is linked in with
many ol the largest missionary societies
and beards of the American evaugelical
churches.

4. The last aud greatest requirement
is the biessing of Him whose word is
vur tressure and our trust, and without
whom nothlng is good, notlung is
strong, and nothing can sucesed.

V. The motives to this work spring
out of its magnituds, neces-ily, methods,
and requirements, Patriotisn: demands
It lor the preservation of the iiberty,
union, und government of this republic,
which owes its existence and pro-perity
Lo Lthe open bible and Lolerant chilstian-
ity. Humanity requires it lest tho ig-
norant, negiected, ungodly, and degrad-
ed multitudes lupse into barbsricm and
fill the land with disorder, vice and
crime. Society needs it to purily its
lountnins nnd 1ts streams: to protect the
tamily and the commuuity; to keep the
pubtic morsls irom decay, and to pre-
vent the physical and spiritual deterior-
ation that istho certiin penaity of the
broken luws of natare aud ol Gad.

The time is propitions. ‘Che country
is at peace, united, aud prosperous. It
I8 a transition period, w juncture of
eras, in which providence swems to bhe
prepar.ngiour country snd the worhl
tor a luture whose prtends aliesdy
weigh opon our wisest and best men as
“the hurden of the Lurd" rested upon
the pruphets. The blessing that we
seek lor this great nation is the bible lor
every family and every porson who will
receive il; the open bible, **without note
or comment,” in the lunguages ol the
people, and accompanied by the prom-
ised power of the Holy Spirit ‘who has
revealed, inspired, and preserved it;
the bible iisell, in answer Lo the asssults
made upon it; the bible, as the divige
charter of our liberties. the auchor ol
our hope, and the testimony lor our
faith.

The
resulls are considered signilicant, as
in uea ly every case puity lincs were
tightly drawn and each parly  wus
fighting for poiuts that would be of
advautage in November. lu Michigan
City the dumocrsls maide a clean
nweep, electing every mewmber of the
conncil; in Poru there were two demn-
ocratic tickels in the field, but thé
regular ticket had one hundred ma-
j: rity over all; in Crawlordaville the
republicans burcly  escaped deleat,
electing their mayor by ouly thirtecn

TIME FOR A HALT.

[Fromw the Globr-Demoerat.]

The republican party came into con-
trol ot the house ol representatives last
December with the treasury tull to uver-
lowing. The revewues of the govern-
ment were suflicient to pay all its run-
ning expenses, on the scaie which then
existed, to reduce tho public debt by
$O0,000,000 » year, which iy ceriainly
fust enoogh, and 10 leave a sur plus ol
$50 000,000 to %90,000,000. This sur-
plus is taken trom the people by t.x:.
tivo—taxation which bears heavily on
many branches ot industry. There is
no pretense of necessity for continuing
the burden, but there is, and has boen
for a long time, a very intelligible de-
mand io many quarters lor relicf,

Not many persons, whether in eon-
gress or out, bulieve it advisuble to con-
tinve ths vedemplion of outstanding
bomls al the preseot rate, To de so will
compel, within four years, the payment
ol premiums on 4 to 4 1 £ per cents, and
thus conatervail the saving of interest.
It will be doing well enough to contine
the debt redemption annually to the
requiremonts ol the sinking tund. What
then is to be done with the extra surplus
which amounts this year to almost $100,-
000,000 ? -

This money evidentiy must be leit tu
idle in the tressury, which is not to
be thought ef, or it must be spent, or it
must be remitted Lo the people oMt ol
whose pockets it 18 drawn,by a reduction
oftaxes. Congress,with its new republi-
can n.ajorily, came Lo u tork n the road
in December. A sign board stood
there. In one direction the wiy was
poioted ount to economy, reduction ol
tixes, and political suleiy ;-in the other
to extravagance and political danger,
Uwnlortuuately, the Iatter road has been
traveled for almost six months, and it
now looks as though thera wers no ensy
short out over inte the right road.

Bills which have been introdueed in
one branch or the otlier include every
concelvable lorm of congressivnal ex-
truvagunce. There is the biggest steal
ol ull, the arresrs ol pension act, passed
at another sesslon bul formally indorsed
aud continued in operatiun by the seu-
ale o this. How muny millions it will
Lake oul of the Lressury in the course of
the next lew years nobody knows, save
that it will bo well along in the bhun.:
dreds. Oo top of this & pew pemsion
aot (or the bepelit of Mexicun veterans
is seriously L_;rupoled. It Is almost torty
years, by the way, since the Mexican
war was fought. There 18 the river and
barbor bill, lended down with steals tor
pelty brouks and harborlets, nnotil the
national sppropristions for the Missis-
sipp1 rivar and tue gréal harbors are
utterly swawped, A bill ‘has goou
through the ssnate alter a significaut
debate tu give to sundry states out of
the general treasury from $4,000,000 to
$10,000.000, to which thoy have only
the shodew ol u claim. A $10,000.000
education bill has maue progress. Pub-
lie buildings by the score have been du-
ianded nud voted for, to be buill in
places little better than cross-roads. The
notion of spending milllons upon mil-
lions lor the ecopsiruction of &  Davy
which, it experience 13 a guide, will be
composed of little better than paper
ships, hus found genersl lavor, sud hias
buen staved off only by the unpupulsri-
ty ol two men, and the wiuespread
public suspicion of them. Heavy stoum-
ship subsidy grants linve bi-en pestponed
chiefly by the sawme gud no other obsta-
sles. The two houses have vied with each
other in the development ot schemes to
draw money out ol the strong box, and
neither has shown any anxiety to bsve
it kept in the people’s pockets to begin
with, rather than taken out of them to
be poured into the publie cofters,

While this is tbe course ol events at
Washingion, a congressional eampaign
18 coming on. By the middle of No-
vember the bindsight of a gued mnny
representatives and senntors who wre
vating away money recklessly at Wash-
1ngtou is likely toappear a good deal
better than their foresight. - The demo-
crats ought to be well spited with their
expendliure boow; they are at all
events deing their best to help it oa,
the responsitility, in the inal annlysis,
resting with 1he republieans. Bat the
people at Large, dn both ,purties, lrown
on cougressional extravagance, and, in-
asmuch us the republicans i congress
have contrdl of the purse-strings, com:
mon political prudence ought to teach
thewm Lo call a hult on the designing per-
sons who occupy themselves wilh unty-
ing them.
