EpiToR INTELLIGENCER :-- You
should thank God duily for the privi-
lako of living iv old Lafayelle conn:
ty. A week since 1l left Lulayette
county and passed throngh Illinois,
Kentucky and Tennessec, and I think
that old Lafsyelte is Lhe finest look-
ing county; the finest farming conu-
1ry; the best improved couniry, and
the best looking people in the United
States. There is hardly any stock in
this couunty, a few poor horses, the
mules almost as lurge as s six-month
old eslf in Missouri, but they have
good cows; many Jerseys. This entire
county is mostly all woods; the fields
are full of stumps. It is 140 miler
from Paducah, Kentucky, to Coving-
ing, Tennessee, and I think L counted
mearly 200 saw mills the day I came
dowu the railrosd,graat piles of lum-
ber at every mill. The negroes sbout
coutrol this county; do mnearly all
the farming, alking, drinking snd
~stéaling ; they take posscesioun of Lhe
stores and sireets, snd act and do just
a8 they please ; do-not give, the side.

You would
think they owned the connty, aud the
white people belonged to them. But
the whites do not say auything. L
you are a merchaut your trade de-
pends upon them, as they buy the
