The truth Is tbat ibo protectionists
captured the management ef both
patties, played a bold and knovlab
game in tbo canvass' and are now in
confusion because their , tricks have
sprung baek upon them and they sre
caught by their own device. Let me
show yen a few of the faets, briefly;

sad to briag out the absurdity ol
tbe protectionist claim, let mo eall
the parties by the names which onv
protectionist frieads pretend bslong
te them; that is, for "republican,"
say "protectionist," and fur 'dmo
crai," say "free trader." Strange
history :

1. The 'protectionist" platform
was so framed as to read either pro
tection or tree iraao, as too views or
tbe reader might incline.

3. The lending "protection" organ,
the Ni-- York Timrs, was, and is, a
free trade paper. The "free trade"
organ, a soon as the tight opened,
pretested that a "taritl for rsvsuue
only" meant the existing tariff, or
one that would give mere protection

all the protection that anybody
wanted.

4. Many of the Wading "protection
ist" speakers, as Usury . Ward
Beectier, declared from tbe platform
that tbey were free-trader- s. Many of
tbe leading "free trade" speakers, as
tbe lion.

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Aud not only did it not succeed,
