HEWBPAPER WRITERS.

[From the Paper World. |

The complaint has gone forth that
theevery-day youug men of the press,
and some of the old ones are “coior-
biind.” They milss iu their nightly
toil the sabile favor, that graphic
(quality, shut aromas of description,
whieh ia best lsubeled **color.”

While ths justise of tuis complaint
in freely.admisted by the editorisl
profession, they olaim Lhat outsiders
swnnot possibly estimate the difficul-
tua which die in Lthe way of securing
news writivg of uuiform descriptive
excellence, The man who can wrile
correctly, eoneisely, rapldly and
graphicslly, does uot multiply him-
sell tu suy great extent. The first
turee of tisese qualities are indispen-
sablein daily, ‘snd indeed In period-
ical work ; the Iatter is certainly very
desirable, But when eue has to keep
time with his pen to the madulations
ol the prees in the bas-meut, while it
ruve off the first half of the paper, he
does not .pause. very often or loug in
the .bope of drawing *“the aroma of
description” from the bottom of his
inkstaud, as it were. There are many
men who, while Lhey even do excel-
lent werk if left to their own time and
way, notably fail wheu they attempt
to provide wusic for a press that ruus
seven nights iu the week. The best
newspaper style is not formed iu a
day or year. Supposing a young mau,
fresh from college, joins Lhe *‘presw
gang’’ of s first-class office. The words
of his commencement slage oratiou
are still riuging in his ears ari they
rapreseut his highest ieas of style.
He is eager to produoce thewm in nn ed-
itorinl; for hs levks down oun mere
news gathering us bencath the highest
estate of one g0 learved as himsrll,
auil does mot slways remember thit
tbere is uo present vacancy in Lhe
ebair of the mansging editor. lle
would not be huwan if he failed t
work cousldersble **high-falutin’ -
to the items which ke writes. The
inexorshble blue peucil cuts all of this
ont, and the youth soon seltles duown
to bard fucts aud Lhe business ol his
own departun nt. coming in time to
have = horror of flerud “‘newspaper
Epglish.” Then comes the danger that
be will go to the other extreme aud
his work brenme devoid of all coler,
ou the sama principle that the tradi-
tional Yaukee, ouce noted for asking
questions while abroad, vow Lravels
with his lips so olosely sealed that the
natives have hard work to find out
what he Is like. ButIf the beginuer
has aoything in him he will gradually
learn his forie aud come to weave 1o
to his work a color of his own that is
all the more acceptable fur its origi-
uality. ’

The man who sees a thiug well can
usually describe it well. Habilis of
close observation and a well-truined
wemory mdke up the foundations of
smceess of all brain workera. 4ud the
jouruslist who can store up am hit
ol color be may chance upou, fur in-
taul ase whea It I moet needud, ie

fortunate, Indeed. He ia like the law-
yer, who, when he was congratulated
on the exceeding appropristences of a
story he had fold a jury, replied.
“Oli, well, I have been wailing fifLeen
years tor a chauce 1o tell that story.”
And doubly foriunate is the news
chronicler who, seeing and remeinber-
ing events well, also seizes thelr cor-
rect relations to each other.

Tnat the tone ol our periodical
news-writing is lmproving no oune
will deny. The quality of the men
who devole themselves to it is con-
stautly rising, both as regards charac-
ter snd educstion. The reporter is a
growing power, and he will yet come
to staud on a par with the best of ed-
itors. Indeed he should be able to
play the editor at auy mement, and
uot ouly be ellowed bul expucted to
muke editorial commeunts ou the
events which are occurring in his
own field.

AN INOUBATER FOR INFANTS.

[!‘rqm the Lancet.]

M. Tarnier, the surgeou of the Ma-
ternity hospital in Paris, struck by
the! great mortality amoug infauts
premsaiurely born, and thosa whicl
are very siokly after bicth, has con-
ceived the ingeénious ides of coustruct-
ing' & box which is almoat exactly
similsr’ Yo the woubators used for
pouliry. The-box ia divided iuto two
compariments—Lihe lower. ous being
use
while' the infant is placédin the upper
one, which is well stuffed at Lhe sides,
augd fitted with a sliding glase cover.
The temperature is maintained at 86
degrees Fahreuheit, and M. Taruier
has found that by keeplng infants'in
the ivtubater ‘for & period varying
from two days Lo six weeks: their
vitality Isenormously improved. He
has made experiments upon five eix-
mouths children, six seveu-moulhs,
and thirtcen eight-monthes children,
und bhe has only lost two of them,
whereas, according to his slatement,
three-fourths of them would have
died but for the adventitivus aid to
vitality.

REMARKABLE 00LD WINTERS.

[From the Sclentiflc American.]

The following ststistica of the good
nld winters are eurious : Iu 408 the
Biack Sea waa eutirely Irezen over.
Lu 761 uot puly the Biack Ses, bot the
straits of the Dardauelles were fro
zen over; the snow in some places
rose fifty fest hilgn. In 822 the grest
rivers fu Europs—the Dunuble and
Eibe, elc.—wers se hard fcozen as to
bear heavy wagoos for a mouth. [u 860
the Adriatic was frozev; the crops te-
tally failed and famine and pestilence
closed the year. In 1067 most of the
travelers were frozeu to death ou the
roads. Iu 1133 the Po was frozen
from Cremons to the sva; the wine
carks were burst, and eveu the Lrees
spiit by the action of (he frost, with
immenee nolae.

lu 1236 the Dsuube was frozeam to
the bottom, sud remaiued loug
that” condition. In 1315 the erops
wholly falled in Germauy; wheat
which Some years before suld In Eng-
land st 6¢ the quarter, rose to £2.
lu 1839 the crops failed iu Scoiland,
and such s lamine ensued thit the
poor were reduced to feed om grauss,
and muny perished miserably in the
field. The successive wiuters of
1482-'83-84 were very uucommaonly
severe, It once suowed forty days
without interruption. Iu 1468 the
wine distiibuted to the soldicrs In
Flanders was cut with hatehets,

Iu 1684 1the winter was excessively
erld. Most of the holiies were killed.
Cosaches drove along the ‘Chnimnes, the
ire of which was 11 inches thick. In
1709 occurred the cold winter. The
frosts peuetrated three yards into the
ground. In 1715 booths were crecte:d
and fuirs beld ou the Thames. In 1744
and 1745 1he siroogest ale in England,
exposed to the wmir, was covered io
less thun fifteen minutes with ice an
vighth of an iuch thick. In 1809 and
again in 1812 tlie winters were remark-
ably co'd. Iu 1814 (hire was a luir on
the fruzen Thames.

ORSERVATION OF BSOUND.

The following curious observations
of sound have been carefully verified
by an extended serles of experiments:
The whistle of a locowotive is heard
8.800 yards; the noise of a railroad
train, 2,800, the report of a musket and
the burk of a dog, 1.800; aud orchestra
or the roll ol a drum, 1,600; the human
voice reaches to u distance of 1,000; the
croaking of frogs, 900; the chirping of
chickens, 800. Distinot speakiog is
heard in the air (row below up to a dis-
tance ol 600 yards; [rom above it ia only
understood to a range of 100 yarda
downward. It his becn ascertained
that an echo is well reflected Irom the
surface of smooth water only when the
voice comes lrom an elevation, Other
similar phenomena connected with the
transmission uf sound have been ob-
served, but 1he results digsgree, either
from inaecuraoy In the obgervations or
from the varying nature of the clroom-
stances affecting the number obtalned.
Such variations oocur to an extent ol
10 to 20 per ceut., and eyen more. The
weather being oold and dry or warm
snd wet are the chief influencing caus-
es. In the first case the sound goes to
 greater and in the secoud to a lesser
distance.

HE WAS BRAVE, BUT OAUTIOUS.

A funny story Ia told by & newspa-
per correspondent in St. Petersburg
touching the fear of the czar Lo show
himaelf in public. It appeared that
ho had been sesn with ouly a smaslil
eacort in au opeu caleche ou the
Newski Perapective. The next day
the promenade was repeated, and
even increduloun people were convine-
ed. His majesty’s partisans went
into ecstacies aud exclmimed, “Yon
see that Alexander LIL ls no coward,
an  hisn.enemies pretond.” [t soon
tranapired, however, thit it was not
the emperor who waas seated ou the
cushious ol the oalecbe, hut s -wax
figure clad in the imperisl uniform,
1ts fuce bearing a wonderful resem-
hlauce to the leatures of the sovereign.
The czar’s consent to the mockery
had besu obtuined by ingenious offi-
cluly, who poiuted out thut his cow-
ardice was daily becoming more evi-
dent to the people, and rthat it was
swbsolutely necessary for him to re-
deem his fallen prestige.

THE DIFFERENOE BETWEEN JER-
SEYS AND ALDERNEYS.

Jerseys andAlderneys are ouly differ-
ant names lor the same breed. In the
English Channel, uear the coust of
Frauce,is agroup of islands known as
the Ctinnnel Islands, the priucipal of
which are named Jersey,Alderueyand
Guernsey. luto Alderuey and Jersey
were early taken probably from the
continent, cattle that have beeu wall
bred and cared for. The Jurray man's
cow is treasure and pet. His horsa
e may treat uwkindly, and his sneep
be neglected, but for his cow nothing
of caro or attention will be wantiug.
To preserve the purity of the breed a
law was passed in 1789, prohibiting
under a heavy penaity and forfeiture
of boat aud tackle, the importation of
any cow heifer, bull or calf. From
such care in treatment and preven-
tion of all crosses, has come the breed
known alike as Jerseys and Alderneys.
The Guerueeys, altbough Lred onan
adjacent island, have not been kept
