in the fall of 1875, when the necessily
for its reformatory provisious were
keeuly felt, and which was ratifled
aud adopted by the people of the state
by the largest majorily of voles ever
given at any clection held Lhereiu for
any purpose.

This agitation, as if by concert,
Lwas started st Jeflerson City md
Kausas City. The former, which
owes allof its importance and growth
to the fact of its being the capital of
the state and the expeuditore of
public moneys thera in the past would,
doubtless, like to bave the coustitu-
tion. s0 smeuded or changed as to
allow the holding of aunual sessions
of the general mssembly, 1ustead of
“once ounly Iu every two years,” as is
now provided for thereiu; as well a»
to allow of a more lavish appropris-
tion of mouey out ol the public treas-
ury to ba expended thers. And in
the latter named city it was recently
claimed that there was a stroug ele-
meut who would like te have ihe
bouudaries of the state so changed as
to trausfer K1nsas CRy into Lhe state
of Kansas, thus depriving Missouri of
an immense asmount of taxable prop-
erty. ller people are sald also to de-
sire larger powers for taxing proger-
ty. And lobbyists sand job-men
throughout the state who, ‘prior to
the sdoption of the pressut coustitu-
tion, wiunter alter winter gathered
like vultures 1u the lobbies and com-
mities rooms of the legislature, seek-
iug to get through their pet schemes
by fair mesns or foul,” thersby
powoniug and corrupting the law-
making power of the state for their
personsl aggraudizement, would,
doubtleas alyo like to sse Lhe coustitu-
tion po altered and smended as to
omit aud leave out that psrt of the
oath required to be taken by senstors
and representatives, wherein they are
required to swear that they “will uot
knowingly recsive, direcily or in-
direclly,auy money or other valuable
thing for the perlormance or uon-
performauce of any act or duly per-
Lawwing to their office, other than the
compeunsation sllowed by law,’”’ which
has so effectunlly broken up the bale-
lul **lobby system' Lhat so disgraced
the halla of legislation prior to the
adoption of the New Constitution.
But none of these alteratious comld
be made as separate amendments on
their own merils under the mathod
for amsuding the ocoustllution vow
embraced therein by a vote of the
people on esch amendment proposed
by the legislature, and the only hope
of their advocates would be to get
them, if possible, inserted iu a gen-
eral revision ol the constitution, aud
have them dragged through ou the
merits of other provisions.

It is to be regretied that Governor
Crittenden has so lor heteusd to the
objectious of thess ‘“‘thoughtful and
Iutelligent citizens ;" yea,s0 *‘thought-
ful” ot thelr private and local inter-
esls, as to give importsuce to this un-
reasouing cilamor for the calling of s
convention “lo make & new counstitu-
tion,” as to give It & place in his au-
nual message to the general assembly,
just convened. Aud while he will not
veuture 1o recommend the eslling ot
such couvention he tukes ggenslon to
make a very disingenuous aud whole-
sale attack om the constitution by
saying, “‘that our present coustitutiou
pomesses many serious defeclta can-
not be questioned ;' without delguing
to specify or point outone single **de-
fect” fu the same. 'To lend theinflu.
euce of bls veme and positioun as
goveruor (o an assault on the orgaule
law of the state, which he is sworn to

any he has, is simply unworthy of his
position.

If he knows of any “defect’”® or in-
sufficiency in the coustitutior i the
opsration of the machinery of the state
governmeut, what more appropriate
time and piace to usme it thau when,
under the constitutionsl requirement,
he was uudertakiug to give Lhe gen-
eral assembly “inlormation, by mes-
sage, of the condition of the state 7"
And thus enable the geuneral assembly,
while iu sesslon, under the provisions
of the coustltution, to “proposs
amen lmeunts” thereto, to be voted on
by Lle people to remedy the defect,
Ifay. This wus clearly Lis duty, if
any such deteot  xists.

Aud il the ivdefivite indictment of

the governor i1s irue, that our present
constitution has “mauny serious de-
fecls,” then both he and his prede-
cessors,Governors Hardin and Phelps,
have been very derelict in failing to
point out these mauny *defects’” in
their messages Lo the legislature, and
recommending their correction by
proposed amendment. The very object
of the X V. article of the constitution,
in regard to the “mode ol amending
the couatitution,” by amendwents
submitted by the legislature to be
voted on by the people, “‘at the next
geueral eleotiou thereafter,” waa to
afiord a speedy and cheap method of
remedyviug any defects therein, which
experience might develop in Lhe prac-
lical working of the goverument
thersunder, thus avoiding the expenee
of holding = conatitutionul conveuntion,
aud also by requirivng *‘each amend-
meunt separstely” to be voled on,
more effectually to secure ite adoption,
if at all, ou its own inirinsic merils.
For it is well knowu that lu sdopling
a pew or revised constitution ms a
whole, both the couvention aud the
people at the polls are apt to adopt it
for the sake of its good provisious,
taking along with them some obj-c-
tiouabis {eatures, which wonld be re.
ject:d if voted on alone. So that the
moust effectual way to secure a perfect
comititation after adopting oune, good
in the maiu, is to amend ite defects by
& direct vole of the people on ‘‘each
amendmeut separately,” as provided
for in our cownelitution. Beside, this
melhod is more expeditious, as under
the provisions ol the eonstitutioun,
belore a sounyention for revising and
smending the constitution could be
held the general assembly wonld
have, by Iaw, to submit the question
of boldiug such convention to a vote
of the people; and iv case the people
should vote for the holding of the
couveulion, theu an electien would
have to be held throughont the siate
for the election of delegates by scua-
torial districts to the conveution;
aud then after the expeunditure of Lhe
time aud money necessary, aud after
the counvention should revise and
amend the coustitution, the same
would have to be submitted lo a vote
of the people of the state at another
electien for ratification or rejection,
and then would follow the proclama-
tion of the governor. 8o thal every
cousideration of economy, expedition,
directness aund mcouracy are in favor
of amendmaents of the constitution by
smendments proposed to the people
by the legisiature, rather thun by
means of a couveution for that
p!lrpola.

The coustitutioual convention of
1875 was only justifiable because the
gcoustitution of 1865, framed by & coh-
vention iu the midst of the throes ol
civil war, coutrolled and diotated by
the passions and animosities of that
unfortunste coutlict, had eungrafted
iuto it a nmumber of auli-republican
and proscriptive provisions totally at
war with the spirit efour free institu-
tions; and because the results ol that
war had materially clianged the social
structure .of our state governmoaut.
and bad fastened ou our people many
aud oppressive abures of official
powers sud duties,so Lhal il was more
like putting a new government in
operatiou than Lhe ordinary ocase of
ameuding the orgauic law of the state.

Bat Geverunor Crittenden, after the
suggestlon ot *‘thoughitful aud iutel-
ligeut citizens,’” tells the general as-
sembly, **it is uot my province to ad-
vise you in Lhis matter.” If uot, why
does be allude,to it 7 Yet not coutent
to let the matter rest here he gives
another parting slam at the constitu-
tion by urgiug Lhe geueral assembly
to take such action “‘best ealculated to
insure to the people of the stute of
Mlilssourt s constitution worthy of
the dignity and commercial impor-
taunce of such a state, aund will more
surely guarantee to her citizens all
the rights which free people should
possess.” Does Goveruor Crittenden
mean (o say that our coustitution
adopted by a msjority of someseventy
thousand of our peopls, is not
““worthy of the dignity and commer-
cial importauce of wsuch a stateP”
Wienee has the “‘dignity and com-
muicial importauce” of the state and
the prosperity of ihe bosiness lutereats
of the statesud its people so boasting-
ly enunciated ‘in other parts of bhis
messnge by Goveruvor Crittenden
coms, if uot under the operation and
workiug of Lhis constitution? And
what **rights which free people should
possens,’”’ are denied in the present
coustitution? Nouwe. Uunless it be?
the *‘right’” of running the state,
counties, clties, towus snd school
districts overwhelmingly iu debt, and
imposing bigher taxation on private
property to the great oppression of
the tax-payers and toillug millicns,
as was done under the old coustitu-
tion; or the *‘right” to open the flood
gates of wild and visionsry schemes
for building railroads by lending the
sid of the stule, counties, cilies and
Llowns, aod even townships to lheir
schemoa for private aggrandizement
tobe paid for by direct taxatiou on
the people.

Dues uot our bill of rights secure
all the rights of a free people? After
reading the sophomoric-vxpressions
of Govwernor Crittenden in conneetion
with the constitution astranger might
coucluode that the people of Missouri
were still living under the **Draconian-
Code,” sbolished in 1875. But how
sadly msre thess expressions coutra-
dicted by other parts of Goveruor
Crittenden’s message? In the fore-
part thereof, aud before he had re-
ceived suggestious from *“thoughtful
and intelligent citizens,” he says: <1
cougratulate you upon your asszmbly
a8 the chosen represeutatives ol the
people, uuder such suspicious sur-
roundings and, favorable oircumsian-
ces. Order prevails in every part of
the state; local aflairs are man:ged
with wisdom aud econowmy; the labors
ol the husbsudmaun have beeu repaid
with moat sbundant harvests; the
people are blessed with good hialih,

of individual and general prosperily
greet the eye upon every hand.”

In another place hLe says, *‘At no
previous pertod Las the state’s in-
debteducss beeu so rapidly dimiuish-
ed, or Lthe siate grown 80 rapldly in
those elements which give a statlea
characier at home and abroad as
within the last two yeara.” And as
if with the view of emphasizing these
sentiments the goverunor guotes from
“a letter from a reputable banking
firm of New York City,” which saye,
“By referring to the guotations you
will perceive that the bouds of the
state of Mirsouri not only compare
favornbly with all other slate bouds,
bul in point of fact will bring more
than any stste bonds dealt in upon
our Stock Exchange, eveu more than
those of Connecticnt, Michigan, New
York, Ohio, Rhode Island, or even
than RMussachusetts, which at one
lime rauked much hgher than the
United States.” And in aunother
place. speaking of the difficulty and
coutroveray betwecn the state and the
Haunibal and St, Joe R. R. Co,, grow-
ing out of the state’s isening boudsin
aid of esuid railroad company under
the old cowunstitaticn, the governor
says: *‘This coniroversy shows the
wisdom of that eonstitutionsl provis-
ion inhibiting the atate from contract-
ing any debt or liability on behalf of
the stale, or to issue bouds or other
evidences of the indebteduers thereof,
except in renewal of existing bouds,
and to create a debl unt exceeding
$250,000 to meet an unforseen contin-
gency or casual deficievey, as the
liberality of the state has bean so often
abused by the recipients ofiis grace.”

So the governer specially poluta out
sud compliments cerisiu provisions
of the constitution, and nowhelr®
points out or specifies any defect in
the same. Then wheuce Lhe necessily
for a couvention? Itis a great pity
thess **thoughtful and iutelligent cin-
zend” had not been sufficiently
“thoughtful’”’ Lo save Lhe governor
from the incousisteucies and coutrs=-
dictions of his message in this regard.

No coustitution, framed by finite
beings, we suppose, was ever perfecl.
Aud while perfection is not claimed
for our present coustilution, we do
claim that it 18 as near perfection as
any constitution ol any state of this
great sisterhood of states, styled the
American Union; aud that no consti-
tution which could be agreed on by a
convention, and adopted by the peo-
ple of the bundred aud fifteen coun-
ties of the state, with their varied and
diversihed interests, would likely be
freer from imperfections thau the
preseul. Its defecls, if any. are minor
and inconsiderable, as compared with
the whole, and can be readily and eas-
ily amended in the mode prescribed
thereln, without a convention. It is
best to let well enough aloue, nd not
hazard experiments in doctoring the
body politic, which may impair sud
devilitate the system. Frequeunt chan-
ges, even instatute laws, are injuri-
ous; much morea peruicious are fre-
quent chaoges iu Lhe orgauic law of
the state, after its provisions become
familiar to the people, and have been
construed aud explained by the courts,
O!d Lafayette is well aatistied with 1he
constitation asit is, and will, I pre-
dict, oppose the calling of n new cou=
slitutional convention. CITiaEN.

A VISIT TO MEXICO-
[Letter to the Warrensburg Journal-Democrat. ]
MoNTEREY, MEX., Dec. 14, 1882,

“Larcdo on the linelll™ shonts a
man who rattles his baggage chicks
and shuls the car door with a bung
which makes the sleeping pnssengers
spring erect in their seats, yawn and
rub their eyes. We are but a few
miles from the Rio Grande;itis in
the early dawn and we sre muking at
the rate of twenly-live miles %u bour.
Directly the whistle sounds and we
are nolificd there is time for biesk-
fast befure the train ieaves for Mux-
ico. The passengers march through
tbe dusty sireets with miserable
adobe Muxioau huts on cither sile to
the hotel and buve a breakfast well
suited to prepare them for what Lhey
may expecl on the other side of the
river.

Laredo, Texas, is a very old Mexi-
cau towu, bul amouuted to nothing
auntil the railroad was built, since
which time 1t has grown rapialy, and
uow has some 6,000 innnbitsnts, three
fourths of whom are Mexicans. 1t is
surrounded by sn alinost desert coun-
try and is “a bard place” in every
respect,

At eight o'clock we are ready (o be
off to Mouterey. 'I'he ageut tells us
the fare in Americsn wmoney or whel
it will be in Mexican wmouney. Hall n
mile trom the depol we reach the
bridge over the Rio Grande, which
here appears ss a tourth clussg, insig-
uilicant stream, a huundred yurds
wide filled with suud bars and 8 sac-
cesslon ol desvlare, barren hillocks
upon either side. In a few minutes
thergafter we are ou the southern
shore, and under a toreign flag, The
train slows up and we are st Now
Larcdo, a Mexicun city huilt up en-
trely since the completion of the
rai;road. It has s population of about
6,000, -aud 18 even & less inviling
8pOL tiran its sister on 1he other shore.

As the traiu checks up, the conduc-
tor tells all the pussengers who have
baggage to proceed tu the baggig:e
car sud open up their trunks for the
custom house vuilicers. ‘I'be oflicer
said be was busy and the prssengers
got offl wath simply rhowiug their
keys. Tuls is nul siways so, sume-
times everythlng, lucluding the per-
sons of the pussengers are carefully
searched, snd the finding of any
coutraband article ina truuk or box,
contiscates the whole.

We now realize we ure beyoud the
iand of the stars and stripes. Sirange
sights already begin 1o aliract our
attention. Qul yonder » drove ol
little darkles sre picking at the stuut
el vegetation, the crowd ol luces are
all ot a colur, the men with cigars in
their mouths made of tobacce wrajp-
ped in corn shucks, snil  Wearing
bright, red saslhies arsund their waists
ana with great brosd-bLrimmed bats
on their heads.

For the first hundred miles afler
lesving the river the route is over
the most desnlate region imaginable,
in tact 8 desert. The couutry is per-
fectly level with running water cross-
ed only owce 1 that distance. XNot a
tree is to be seen save the stuuted
Meequite, which grows scatteringly
over the gound, about ten or twelve
feet bigh and a8 Inrge as your leg, a
the ground. Between these trees
the poor, poverty strickeu earth is
covered wilh cactus, which gradually
grows (tsller and taller us we go
south, Scattered atintervals of 30 to

peacy, liberty aud couteutment ; sigus

80 feel grows the Spavish dagger, It

has a body like s 1iree, is without
limbs,awith & rough bark snd on top
is & bunch of greca leaves very much
like but very much thicker aud broad.
er than the common flag which grows
inour Missouri yards. At the river
this plant grows four feet high but by
the time you get as far south as Mou-
terey it has reached a height
of twenty feet and is ten inches in
diameter. The body is tull of pith
which is eaid to make a splendid
article of paper and the leaves are ex-
tensively used by the natives to cov-
er their huts. ‘I'hese things standing
up solitary and separately as they do
give the wholo fuce of the country a
wouderful grave yard sort of look and
yolu get melaucholy in spite of your-
selt.

No habitation or sign of life is seen
in the first 100 miles from the river
aave a few Mexican huts, built of mud
or canvas, iu which the hands em-
ployed Ly the raiiroad (ompany live
or which are occupied by the misera-
ble greasers who are eugaged in cut-
ting the Merquite trees tor wood lor
the railromd. Ilow these fellows,
dressed in cottou clothes, with a sole
cut out of a raw hide for a shoe can
make tbheir way through thia bound-
less sea of caclns, in places as high as
your head, eul out these little trees,
load the wood on tleir two-wheeled
carts and get ontto the railroad with
it, 18 & marvel which ouly a Mexicun
can solve.

At the end of the first ons huadred
miles we have reached n few isolaled
hute, with now and then a little mud
village, the abodes of aguallor, mise-
ry and lith. Now avd then a little
stream is crossed where a few acres ol
corn and beans are cultivated and in
the distance little clumps of fruoit
trees mark the wheresbouls of a
hucienda or farm bhounse. These
things can ouly be seen where a little
water can be had to moisten the
thirsty earth. Looking from ths ear
window we now see at a distauce of
ten or twelve miles the mountains
rising on each sfde of us. Droves of
horses cun be seen scampering off
through the thorny vegetatlon ns the
traiu rashes past; then a Mexicau
boy waves his hat by the side of the
track, while a hundred yards away are
more goats or sheep than ever our
eyes bebeld before in a single drove.
Now and then a few Mexican cattle,
with big horns and small carcasses
are seen. They are very thin in flesh,
& fact which arises from the barren
ground on which they can scarce find
s sufficiency ot foou 10 live. The
sheep, horses and goats do better on
thorns than cattle,

Tue train halts for dmner at a sta-
Lion where there 18 a Meuxican village
hid among the truit trees several biun-
dred yards away. At the station a
solitary room built of wuundressed
boarde met on end is the esting house.
A crowd stands oun the plattorm; not
u white face 18 Lo be scen. Wending
our way among them a eprightly
looking young Mexican addresses us
in pretty fair Knglish “*Good moruiug,
sir.”” lu a couversation with him we
learned that he had been a year at
school in Alabama aud bhad womn
the prize in Mobile at the public
school. He said his father lived in
the country, and was the owner of
15,000 sheep sud 10,000 goats. ‘That
he (the young man) was very auxious
to learun English, and was now seek-
ing cmployment from the railroad
compiny; that he loved Americaus
dearly, und would leave his own
country uuless it awoke Irom ita
*death sleep,” a8 he called it. lie
gave me a description of the celebra-
tedd Milms rauch, which was about
a8 follows: “You see,” eald he; *that
flat topped mouutain younder. It s
twelve miles Irom here to the buse.
Yoa see there lovks to be a cliff of
rock extending entirely arvund it,
that iscorrect. The mouutain is 80U
teet high with a perpeadicular wali
of stone aronna it varying lu height
from 30 to 800 leet, The 1op of Lnis
mountaln is perlectly level and cover-
ed with fine gruss, some timber and
fine running water. Up lo within a
few years buck no human fout had
ever 8tood upon it, but st that time
some one discoversd a zig Zng way up
& steep gorge by which the 1o0p could
be reaclied. With considerable lubor
this way was 80 improved thal a psck
mule could, with difficulty reach the
aummit. There lived ju Mouterey an
Irishman named Milws, who came to
Mexico innuy years before a penniless
boy but had grown rich as a merchaul,
Heuring that the summit ol this mioan-
tain hud beeu reached and that it was
twenty-five miies across it in any
direction, thut there was but oue way
by which it could be reuched und
that a8 u ranch for breeding stock it
hiad uo equal in the world, be procur-
ed a graut to it from the goverument
and now it swarms with caltle and
horses. Heo bhas built himn a palace ou
the sumnmit whero he retires, wheun s
cevolution breuks out, with bis valu-
ables. He hns a8 number or people
cmployed 1o look altar his vast herds,
that is to guthor them up when sold,
fur as escaps is impossible and steal-
iug them 1s out of the question,that is
all they have to de. A dozen mnen
armed with stoues as large as 1 man’s
head can sweep the gorge for a quur-
ter of a mile and sweep the pathwny
clear of every living thing. O.ily an
army provided with ballovns ecun
reéach him or his cattle. The uwner
uow has a large bank in Monterey.
stores in all the privcipal citics ot this
part of Mexico and counts his money
by millious.”

The railroad dinner was a real
Mexican oune. DBrown earthen bowls
were placed on boards in the middle
of the room. At this table benches
were drawn up. The first dish coun-
sisted of stawed goat, red pepper and
gurlic.  Then came stewed goat sud
fried goatl, beune, red pepper. coffee
#ud gost milk. The waiter served out
the dinner from the pans and pots in
which it was cooked, beinyg herself o
Seuiora of exceedingly bad festures,
with a complexion like 8 well-worn,
fair leather saddle, and cosal black
uukept hair whics bung down to her
apron lll’ll‘l‘s.

There are fifteen oreighteen passen-
gers on the train, halt a duzen of
whom sare lidies, few of whom had
the slightest idea of the land to which
they were coming, and this dinner
has given them uo bright bopes for
the future.

The distance from the Rio Grande
to Mouterey is 168 miles aud us we get
nearer and uearer the city, the valley
in which it 1s situated growe nurrow-
er and varrower until the mountalng
appear only a lew wmiles distunt, The
vulley oun either eude of the rail-
road is now all in cultivation, within
balf a mile of the track. ‘There is
water here. The coru is cut in some
tieids sud the shocks are lsrge and
fine, while the tull sugar cane is only
uhout hull cut down. 'The (rees
about the mud dwellings of the peo-
ple ure now Lo us, couspicious wimony
Lhem are the banana and the orange
trees; some of the latter hangiug with
their golden fruit look beautiful in
the rich eveniug sunlight,

We stop at the next station to Mon-
trrey and u crowd of men, women and
children pile In the cars and fi1l every
seat. Thiis has been a feast day or s
suint's day aod all these people have
been to thig village atteuding the fes-
livilies. Imthe crowd which came on I
noticed a complete ubseuce of young
lemales, but the cause of this I will re-
fer to in another letter. Among the
persons who eutered my car was a

round faced, jolly looking man about
forty years old. If I had secn him at
home 1 should have said he was u veu-
der of plaster images or perhaps an or-
gau grinder. lle wore ordinary sheep
skin clothes and a skull cap, around
which was a row ol beads, sud his
beard was of a week’s growih. Ashe
passed down the center of the car, Lwo
or three lellows urose and embraced
him, by which weconcluded lie was the
village Padre. le gol u sest next lo
one ol our Americaus, a Texas doclor,
who immediately bounced him for a
couversation, but soen found that hix
new fricud knew not a single word of
English, but the doctor then struck bl
ou Latin and the two carried on an nni-
mated cooversation vnlil we reuched
the city, when we learncd that vur
iriend of the skull cap was none other
thun the Archbishop of Monterey, onco
an jwportaut e&late [unctionary, now,
thanks to a wiser policy, only u privale
citizen with po more rights than the
poorest Indian. ]
I'he pre-ent Archbishop was Lhe pri-
vate secrelary to the pope, and when
the pope came to the papil throoe, he
appoiuted him to fill the vacaucy here,
cerlaisly at that time a pluce of mug-
nificent bumshment. ]

‘I'o. be dumped out of a traiu in a lor-
eizn country, among a people whose
color, dress, language und cveryibing
about you s new und airange produces
n strange teeling I assure you, Dozens of
Mexican hackmen bawled al the lop ot
their voices in a wonderful jargon
whioh uone ot us undersiood. No
white man was te be seen, i. e, 00 Amer,
ican and the newly arrived gringoes
(greenhorns, as the Mexicans call 1)
stood in utter bewilderment. I we
:poke Enghish Lo auyuue they laughed
and shook their hend. The wowen asd
children drew back from us ms il we
were beasts- of prey, while they starcd
us out of countennoce. We flonlly held
a councll of war on the piatform aud de-
cided to try Hotel de lwrbide; going -
wore on the name of the greal man
alter whom it was named thau any othey
thing. We drove a bargain, lor here
you have lo make a bargsiu lor all you
have doné, with a cochiero to tuke us
to the botel at dos reules, or two bits u
head,

The Mexiean Lhacks are marvels ol big
wheels,cracked lenther,rawhide strings
and general nastiness. The tenm s
either a pair of swall ponies or emaller
mules, skinned, scared and driven 1o
death. To pass the army ol public |
backs before the eyes of a Missouri liv-
ery man, would make him smile il he
were having his legs anmputnted.

Ae the siranger drives alung the

strests in an old Mexican city tur the
firat lime he tancies he is in & dream.
‘I'hat he has been reading some book
ol by gone days and thinke the sceuus
over in hia sleep. You enter the nar-
row streets which look dreary and lone-
some; here you mect n woman with a
shawl over her head, carrying n jar
of water, and then comes a dozen
doukeys loaded with wood, hay, fodder,
dry hides, fresb meat and lazy meu.
Eyerything is now straoge, old,and you
think the world has revolved backward
1o bible days by some mysterious agen-
cy and earried you with it.
It was dusk when we reached the ho-
tel. " Likeall other houses here it Is built
around & hollow square, with tue rooms
opeuiug upon the cunrt yard. Around
the yard runs a corridor supported upon
huge stone pillars on great arches ot the
same. They look as if they were erected
with some eyeto use onthedayof judg-
ment. In the ceuter of the court yard
grow beautilul vines, flowersand trop-
ical fruits, such as the orange, baoans,
planisin, eto., ete.

We register our namoes and gointo
supper. ‘Tho goatdinner at the station
hus gjven us a keen relish for sopper.
The Iadies had been fasting since thoy
orossed the Rio Grande, aud huilt high
hopes on what they were Lo enjoy at a
“*first clasa botel,” but on going to the
table two very dark Mexican waiters
who could not spesk a siagle word of
Eoglish, made their appearance. Then
the lun began. They poioted and gab-
bled, and 1he Americans did the same,
Spunish had bren *‘a dead language” to
us since school days,but an empty stom-
ach had a wondertul tendency to revive
it, and after making the greasers smilo
at our lingo, a few times, supper came
on and to vur herror it was gout—noth-
ing but goatin all varieties—strong.
musky goats. The vacant placea were
filled up with garlle, beaus, black
bread, und goat mitk. This is a first
class hotel, and we shall have to pay
$z G0 per day.

I am wonderfully disgasted, and have
halt & mind to start forthe Rio Grande
in the morning. My sleeping room is
30 fect long, 20 feet wine, with two
winduows apd a door. The windows
have no glass in them, but cloge shullera
on the inside, ke mill doors, and each
has 22 iren bars an iuch thick. The
ceiling 18 22 teet high, and the fooris
made of cement, as hard as lime stone.
The walls are three leet thick, aud 1he
door s three inches thiek. One thing
is oertain, | am prool agaiost burglara
and revelulions, and shall sleep soundly
if I can keep down the ghosis of mur-
dered Billy goats,

There are two bridal parties with us,
from Chicago, out sight seeing, and [
really hope ull this goat business may
not haveits inflaence upon ‘“‘generations
yet unborn.’? J

PROHIBITION AMENDMERT.

The following jolut anud concurrent
resolution was introduced in the
hous? of represeniatives at Jufferson
City, Thursday:—

tution of the state, prohibiling the
manufacture for sale, selling or giv-
ing' away, any intoxicating liguors
whutever, except for certain =peci-
fied purpores,
Be it resolved by the ITouse of Repre-
senlatives, the Senale concurring
therewn:
No person sball manufacture for
sale, sell or give away any intoxica-
ting liguors whatlever, mcluding ale,
wiue and beer, except for medicinnl,
sacramental, mechanical and acientitie
purposes.
Tne General Assembly shall, by
proper legislation, and with eutlicieut
peunalties, provide for the eulorce-
ment of this amendment.
