The advaniages the southern manufactureis
hold over those of New England are many;
and any one of them used to the full ex-
tent, as all will be, will be sufficient to over-
come the northern industry.

wages in the souths Free white men could
not successfully compete in the labor market
with black slaves. In endeavoring to do so.
It was necessary for them to adopt the coarse,
cheap rood used dv tne negroes, ana to wear
cheap clothes; and it was imperatively neces-
sary for them to accent the rates of wages
that were customary in hiring slaves from
their owners. This condition of affairs pro
duced a race of poor whites in the southern
states. A ne oiu siaveuuiuers, uie arirtiucratic
thieves who meaulv lived oh the unpaid labor
of black men, speak scornfully of this race as
"crackers;" and they apparently ignore the
lact tnat on tneir muustry ine iuuire prosper-
ity of the south depends. In no cotton mill
dtd 1 see negroes at work. These poor
whites have been schooled by the deeradinx
competition with slaves,forcedon them by the
01a BtBYeowners. ana dv Dems uusaea on to
the poor, lean lands, to subsist on food that
northern mechanics cannot live on. ' The
close of the war found these people stripped
of all their possessions. Being poor aud de
spised, tney aau great trounie in getting a
start.'

ducts, ine soutnern runways were built ny
cheap labor. Before the war slaves, who
were cheaply hired, were largely employed
on works of internal improvement. Since
the war poorly paid free men and con-
victs, the state slaves, hae been largely em-
ployed. The roads were cheaply built and
cheaply equipped, . and they can be cheaply
operated. ' There, is no snow to obstruct
them in the winter. All men working ou
these lines are poorly paid. When the traffic
increases, these roads can carry freight for
less money than any northern road, where
the higher rate of speed hammers the rails
into splinters, and the comparatively higher
rate of wages exhausts the earnings and the
snows of winter eat up tlie surplus earned iu
busy times.

Already the New England manufacturers
of cotton are clamoring for a different classi-
fication of their products so as to obtaiu
cheaper rates of transportation from their
mills to Cincinnati. Louisville, St. Louis,
Chicago, and the southern trade. Without a
cheaiiening of freight rates on the northe: n
trunk lines they forsee that the southern man-
ufacturers will speedily drive them from tbe
western markets. The eastern manufactur-
ers acknowledge that ihey have on coarser
goods, lost control of the southern market,
and that they are threatened with the lot's of
the western market. There is another point
t iiat udly affects this threatened loss of
market that the northern manufacturers have
modestly omitted to state, and that is that the
southern product wbich is now being intro-
duced into the west is a better article than
any that comes from New England looms.
In all portions of tbe agricultural west where
the tillers of the soil bae used southern
ginghams, honestly made and unweighted
with the contents of paste pots, they demand
that the retail dealers keep the superior
southern goods for sale. These goods are
more durable and give far better satisfaction
than tlie products of New Englaud mills. It
is possible that the southern manufacturers
may in time lower the standard of their pro-
ducts; but, being men of intelligence, it is not
probable that they will commit that act of
folly now. when they are encroaching ou the
most desirable of all markets, and when their
mills are earning from teu to forty per cent,
per year.
. In the south the power used to drive ma-
chinery is generally water. . It is a good and
cheap power. There are no long continued
cold spells to thickly coat the streams wilh
ice and clog the runways and pipes aud
wheels.

-stricken and li t If civilized character of
the maiority-o- f the population. The debt
01 the German government is small because
of the adherence to a strict policy of taxation
whereby tbe current expenses are annually
met, but the national burdens are almost un-
bearably large notwithstanding, mainly be-

cause of tbe cost of the immense standing
army. Great Britain owes e3,14,500,000 or
$10 i 01 per capita, but she js rich enough to
stand it for the present at least if she Is 'not
wise enough to enter upon a system of reduc-
ing it. Tbe people of the United States rest
under the weight of a debt of about 81,700,-000,00- 0,

or 34 per capita, with a country pos-
sessing the richest certainties of development
of any in the world.
