I have devoted so much space to our good man
Friday that I will not beble-to-el-I you much
in this letter of what sport we have had up
to this time. One' or : might
prove of interest, but I wilf defer them 'until
my nest letter. In this I will content myself
with a description of our camp and its

To "loVeriof 'out-of-do- sports
even particular mention of the details of camp
impedimenta ;proves ' of interest, as I 'know
from my 0Wn experience when at the fire
side I read op ihe mcky fellows who are a'
field. LWe came to within 'a few miles of the
river by rail v oonveying thither,from the

eighteenfeet cruistag canoe, capable
ofj carrying all three "of hs "with our .laggage,
bfi means of' the' wagon of a native;
thence' to our camping place bcanoe. So we
have no annoyance ot horses whioh we in no
way "heed.' The woods are full of young
squirrela, and our friendl creek is a paradise
for antlers as T shall show you if I keep my
word about Writing-- , which, as vou knowDs
hatdam done by any one. Tom and I have
asfrong,' heavy .wedger tent. . So thick and
eloevisthe eanvas that a piece of it,, hollow
ed, will bold: water like a tin pau. over this
a large fly is stretched. On. one side of the tent,
under; tbf ffj, wr keep ouc: commissary -- de
partment; on the other side old Ben has his
pallet spread.' Inside of onr.tent wtShave
ach made a bed by taking two logs some eight

inches thick and fastening' them down with
pegs. The loga are two and-a-ha- lf feet apart.
On the ground there it a layer of fine brush,
well beaten down; over this Is spread some
hay obtained by Ben at a farm house fhree
miles down: therivCr.tm the opposite side,
where we lso get xuir supplies of cream,
butter anl eggs. O'ertbis comes our bed
eiothea, with a rubber blanket at the bottom,
aftd as our. tent is on a little knotT, tne ground
descending from It in every direction, and as
we have It well ditched 'around, our quarters
are perfectly dry and snug. Between the
beds, which are high enough to be used as
sofas, we have spread a double thieknes of
good, three-pl-y - carpet," On each side of the
front tent pale, there being kajspace' of some
two feet at the foot of our beds, are
some, light camp 1tools for rialtors, sfiould we
have any, or for use outside of a morning and
evening. At the rear tent pole are fastened
a numoer tan Farkar hr oh loadlas; ahosgwa
tay vWeapon, aTbm's' number twelve Baker,
and a repeatlngrlfle of light calibre, which
Tom borrowed from a friend with which to
shoot squirrel's heads oft. My faithful old
.Spot keepstwatch and ward when he Is not
permitted to follow us on our various Jaunts.
In front of the tent to ward off the chill damp.
ness of the morning and evening. air we have
a huge elm backlog, against which we make
np a fire which casta a cheerfulglow over the
scene, as well as drives away malaria. The
culinary fire is at a little distance. Fuel is no
object, as hundreds of eorda of wood He upon
the gronnd within a short distance of our tent.
And now a word as to our ' location. Every
summer we , see the papers filled with ac
counts of Missouri people going for recupera
tion, pleasure, pastime, to Lake Hinnetonka,
Spirit Lake, Oconomowoc, the St. Croix, the
upper Mississippi, etc.. when right here at
home wehave a river which for beauty and
variety of scenery cannot anywhere be sur-
passed. I do not know the river all of the
three hundred miles which it flows in Mis
souri, but if its entire length .everywhere
reveals sneb beauty as Is contained' In the few
miles which I have aeen then- do Missouri.
ans do themselves great injustice not to sing
praises of the Osage.Nothlng in nature could be
prettier than he place at which we arecamp--

ji nooie stream.witn well denned
heavily wooded banks, coming for some two
miles in almost a straight line from the west,
making a vista between the trees, resting, as
Jbo aun, goes down, upon a ribbon of molten
silver or gold, as the light affects it. Once
here, the river turns suddenly to the left so
that from this point, on the outside of the
bend, It affords ns another, and most pictur
esque view, with some lime stone bluffs lend
ing a mellow gray to the soft colors in the
distance. Our tent . Is pitched upon a little
cape of moderately high ground, now some
six feet above the water-leve- l, with a gravel
ly, clean beach. Near it, coining from the
south, is the pretty, clear creek to which
1 nave- - oeiore alluded, the valley of
which e (tends for some miles away among
the hills which are in their primeval condition
so far as we have, seen, there being no house
in tnat direction for some miles. To stand
upon the river bank, as I did this evening,
and watch the orb of day sink to rest in a
maze or glory, is to see a picture , worth a
journey to behold. I am past the year of
seunmeni, pernaps, and yet I am not so old
mat 1 can look upon such a scene unmoved
First, mj; attention was attracted by a heavy
uioua in uie west in shape like, a massive
mountain. The sun behind It gave the body
of the clou4 a deep, somore color. The edges
of the cloud to a certain depth, from near the
base to near the hpeat, were transformed into
a band of burnished gold, brighter and more
beautiful than anything in art could be. Near
the top or the cloud, it being thinner there no
doubt, the snn had turned a part of it into an
alabaster whiteness, so that the whole pre
sented a spectacle wonderful to see, a perfect
mountain in the distance .crowned with snow.
and illuminated on the edges with a band of
golden light. It was beautiful ; beautiful ; and
it neia me In rapt attention for the thirty
minutes or so that it lasted, meltinz. finallv.
into a thousand fantastic lights and shades
upon the water that made. of that sunset
hour one never to be forgotten.

Even now our camp Is very pretty as
writing Dy aid ot a tent lamp suspended
from the ridge pole. The fire light shines in,
making all bright around me een without
the aid of a lamp. Tom, getting sleepy, is
yawning and stretching himself as he finishes
his tenth or twelfth pipe, and wants to know
if I intend to write all night Spot lies curled
up on his rug, and old Ben has stepped ont
in the starlight, no doubt to reflect upon the
mysteries of the universe. Glancing by the
fire to the water's edge I see swinging, at her
moorings, our graceful little craft, the Cora.
Over ail there hovers a mellow.
light, that makes queer shapes dance and flit
