ns provisions. Aue saloon men anomu anow
ihe results of a continued disregard of the law.
1'o-d- there is a strong and growing sentiment
in Missouri against the violators ol all laws.
t hose ena-aee- in the llauor traffio should wil
lingly suuiuit to the conservative restraints of the
law placed around that acknowledged evil. It is
wisdom, it is policy to do so.- The courts bave
long since determined that its regulation is
within the police nowersol n le state. Reasoning
and citizens will not submit quietly
to tne aistinction ot any eiass ot men wno open
ly ignore tue ihw or me siaie, ana tne religious
customs ot Ihe fathers. That we may fully un
derstand the main questiou at issue between tbe
two classes in tnis state, t present wis section,
known as n.e Sunday section:

Sec. 5,450. Any person having a licens as a
dram-sho-p keeper, who shall keep open such
dram-sho- p, or who shall sell, give away or
otherwise dispose of or suffer tbe same to be
done upon or about his premtaes.any intoxicat
ing liquors. in any quantity. on tnenrst aay of tne
week, commonlv called Sunday, or unon the
day of any general election in tins state, shall.
upon couvictton mereor, De puntmea oy nne
not less man nity nor more man two nunurea
dollars, shall lorfeit such lloense, and shall not
again be allowed to obtain a license to keep a
dram-sho- p lor me term of two years next tbeie-
alter."

For wise purposes tbe legislature placed the
above restrictions around tbe dram-shop- s. They
are plain, simple, and prohibitive. It is me
duty of saloon-keepe- rs to obey tbe law; first.
uecause it is me law; seoonu, because it is rignt
hat it should be done. It is not for mem to say

they wil 1 oby this law if others will obey some
other law. In being licensed they have solemn
ly contracted to observe tbe law. In definite
words the law save what tbey shall not do on
that day. Il uses no such specific words iu re
gard to any other calling or profession, nor does
it subject mem to tne same ones or lorleltures,
If tbey disobey Ihe law. Tbe saloon-keepe- rs

should recognize the fact that in the public esti-
mation tbey are not engaged In as honorable
and elevating a trade as those In the commercial,
mechanical, ministerial or professional business
and it Is a mutter ol presumption tor tliem to as-
sert it. In doing so tbey work an injury to tbeir
own business. Their threats to rigidly enforce
the Sunday law agiinst all other classes,' all the
trades. Is foolish, and is warming Into life a
feehug of disgust at tbeir selfishness. If Ibey
will attend to tneir own shortcomings the o (tiers
of the law will attend to those ot outers They
can accomplish nothing by threats, only their
own complete overthrow. They must take the
beams lrom their own eyes witb oleau hands
before tbey undertake to remove the motes from
tue eyes of their neighbors. A word to me wise
should be sufficient. Whenever tbe geheral
Sunday law can be enforced witbout detriiueot
to society it ebould be done. The law to the
gentile sbould be law to me Jew, the law to the
Chustian.

A lew days ugo a leading St. Louis paper said :
"The experiment of closing tbe saloons snd
gardens may be entered upon, but It will soon
lie abandoned snd the Sunday law will become
a dead letter.." That may be tbe esse under
such teacnings. mat snouia not be the casein
tbe leading Christian city ia the state
and in Ihe Mississippi Valley. More
could not be said to please a pagan
city if one were within our land. Muuy
of us remember with pleasure tbe bold and able
stand that same paper took in lavor of the bill
when it was beiore the legislature. It is the
ssme bill now that It was then. It presented uo
objection to the Sunday clause Uieu. It is in-
consistent to do il now. Hud not that clause
been inserted 1 much doubt il the bill had b
come the law. It is a current fact, undisputed
and undtsputable that more crimes are commit-
ted in St. Louis and other cuius in drinking
saloons on Sunday thttn on any other day ul tbe
week. It is the holiday of ail species of crime
engendered into life and buried into execution
by tbe maddening stun obtained lrom snch
"harmless" open places on that day. A cessa-
tion ol such places under the law on that day
will result in a dimunition of criminal costs,
which the quiet and orderly tax-pay- must
pay 1 think the omission of beer and
wine lrom the bigh license privilege was an
error, and will result in injury to tne law and
manliest injustice to those operating under high
license. The reputable saloons will observe the
law; only the lower order will abuse it. In

the square men should assist the officers
in the detection and prosecution ot those who
sell liquor uuder beer and wine license. Every
legal protection should be thrown around those
who comply with the law,and swift punishment
meted out to those wbo violate it. Tbe slate
assumes that responsibility, and must, in tbe
words of Burk', "act with the cold neutrality
of an impartial If the leading papers
ol the stale deolare tbe law "a dead letter" be-
fore the courts and officers have attempted Its
execution, then we should not be surprised at
Us failure. It is an encouragement to an already
large class of disobsdisnl spirits throughout the

state, wbo are always swift at following a bad
precedent or observing " custom more honored
in its breach than observance." Tbe tendeuov
pi such teachings is to weaken in the minds of
all classes respect lor law. There Is no influence
stronger and more potential toward Hie eaforoe- -
ment or defeat of a law tbaa the public press,
as it is presumed to dally voice the public and
private sentiment oi wooie. commuBitie.. as
should, therefore, always be found upon tbe
side of law and in support of those virtues which
make permanent the foundations ana bulwarks
of society.
