Judge Jno. E. Byland concluded the recent

term of the criminal court at Sedalia last Fri
day. No capital cases were tried. Five men
were sent to the penitentiary, the usual pre-
ponderance of color being reversed,
four of them being white and only
one colored. As this is more in
conformity to the proportional numbers of
the race than the usual results of criminal
courts, it presents itself as one of the means
of elevating it that its preachers and teachers
endeavor to keep down its undue representa
tion in the penitentiary. Judge Byland speaks
quite feelingly of two young men
that were convicted, both of whom attribut-
ed their downfall to whisky.

As some of the physicians of the county do
not seem to understand the law re
quiring the registration of births and
deaths adopted by the last legislature we print
it here: "Sec 8. It shall be the duty of all
physicians, surgeons and accouchers in this
state to register their names, as provided by
law, with the county clerk of the county
wherein they reside, and said physicians, sur
geons and aoceuchers shall be required, under
penalty of a fine of ten dollars, to be recover-
ed before any court of competent jurisdic-
tion in this state, by indictment or informa-
tion in the name of the state, to report to the
county clerk within thirty days from date of
their occurrence, all births or deaths which
may come under their supervision, with a
certificate of the cause of death and such cor-

relative facts as the state board of health may
require, in blank form as hereinafter provid-
ed. Sec 9. Where any birth or death shall
take place, no physician, surgeon or accouch-e- r

being In attendance, the same shall be re
ported to the county clerk within thirty days
from the date of the occurrence thereof, with
supposed cause of death, by the parent, or if
there be no parent, by the nearest of kin, not
a minor, or if there be no kin, by the resident
householder where the death shall occur, un-

der penalty as provided in the preceding sec-

tion of this act, and the county clerk shall re-

cord the said report in proper form. Sec 10.
The coroners of the several counties in this
state shall be required to report to the county
clerk of the county wherein said coroners re-

side, all cases of death which may come un-

der their supervision, with the cause and
mode of death, as per form furnished, and
under penalty as provided in section eight of
this act, Sec. 11. It shall be the duty of the
state board of health to prepare such printed
forms of certificates of births and deaths as
they deem proper; said printed forms to be
furnished by the board to the county clerks
of the several counties in this state; and it
shall be the duty of the said county clerks, as
aforesaid, to furnish said printed forms, as
aforesaid, to such persons as are herein re-

quired to make reports."
In order to make connections going either

east or west, in the evening, the Wabash
road has at last put on a train the omnibus
for which leaves here at 5:50 p. m. This en
ables people to get away at night over that
route, but does not give them a connection
coming tbis way. It is a shame and an out
rage upon the traveling public that no better
arrangements are made by the Wabash to
corns to and leave this place. Because the
roads on both sides of the river are under
one management is no reason why people
should be compelled to travel ever the Mis-

souri Pacific if they do not desire to do so.
Indeed much of the travel Is local and not
through travel. It must go by the Wabash.
What are the accommodations for so doing?
Abs lutelythey are shamefully inadequate.
The road-be- d to the Junction is almost gone;
the iron is utterly worn out; the track rough
and unsafe. No effort seems to be made to
remedy this. Whereas connections should
be afforded to and from every passenger train
over the main line, they have for a long time
only been provided for in the' morning. In
the evening passengers must remain at the
Junction in sight of Lsxington, or being here
must wait until morning, unless those who
are here and wish to leave are willing to ride
four miles through a Bay county bottom road
in an omnibus or carriage.The depot at North
Lexington, too, is a disgrace to the company,
It is filthy beyond description in these col
umns, and no fire is provided. The telephone
line to the Junction, which could be repaired'
for a few dollars, has been permitted to fall
into disuse. If kept in order it would be of
great value to passengers at North Lexing
ton, often saving them time and expense in
vainly attempting to make connections on the
main line. The company ought to by all
means, for its own ct if for no other
rea-o- have this depot properly cared for.
If there was but little travel here there might
be some excuse for the neglect and careless
ness of the Wabash road as to its connections,
but that is not true. There is no place in
Missouri of its population which has more
travel. Strangers from everywhere remark
upon the perfect equipment of our transfer
company and upon the number of people who
come and go, the numerous omnibuses being
loaded with passengers, yet the Wabash road
has never given us frequent or prompt con
nections. The way it is now managed it is
absolutely a nuisance rather than a benefit.
This ought not to be, and there is no good
reason why it should be. Since writing the
above Messrs. K. H. Wade, superintendent
of transportation, and B. S. Minor, division
superintendent, have been here and examin
ed into the matters complained of. They ac
knowledge the evils and promise that they
shall be remedied. They propose to repair
the depot and have it decently kept; to run a
wire over the river giving ns telegraph con
nection north; to run trains to the river to
and from all their trains on the main line.
The ferry company also promises, we are
told, to cross for all connections. Tf il
things are done, and the track to the Junction
meauea, we sa&u su oe nappy.
