they have the frauchise, and are better
able to use it intelligently than they
were when they received it, democrats
would not deprive them of it, but by
continuing to educate them, as they
have done ever since they came into
power in Missouri, they seek to make
them better aud more intelligent

Now is it possible to do any of these
detrimental things to the negro ? No.
Let us examine why.

The constitution of the United States,
Article XIII, Section 1, says.
"Neither slavery nor involuntary
servitude, except as a punishment for
crime, whereof the party shall have
been duly convicted, shall exist m
the United Slates. "

Th.s law cannot be set aside by a
state, aud can only be amended by a
concurrence of three-fourt- of all the
states. So the negro is safe there.

. But this same provision is also to be
found iu the constitution of the state
of Missouri, placed there upon motion
of Hon. Henry C. Wallace, of this city,
who was a member of the last const!
tutional convention, which was a
Uimaorati! body overwhelmingly.
The laucuao-- of ti. Missouri
constitution. Article II, Section
31, of the Bill of Rights, is in these
words: "That there cannot be iu this
State either slavery or involuntary
servitude, except as a punishment

whereof the party shall have
been duly convicted." Thus jt will be
seen that the fundamental Missouri
law, adopted by democrats, protects
the negro, as well as does the funda-
mental federal law adopted by all the
states. And this same provision, or
its equivalent, can be found iu t he con
stitution of every southern state. Gen.
Hampton said the other day that "he
would leave the democratic party if it
should attempt to take from the colored
people one political right." So say all
democrats whose voice is at all poten-
tial in the councils of the party. .

Now as to citizenship. Artical XV,
Section 1, of the constitution ot the
United States, says, "The rights of
citizens of the United States to vote
shall not be denied or abridged
by the United States, or auy state,
on account of raoe or color, or
previous condition of servitude." That
is definite, positive, and only to be
altered by cousent of three-fourt- of
all the states. So the negro has nothing
to fear upon that score.

As to education all that the negro
gets iu this way he gets from the state,
not from the general government.
Missouii has been under democratic
rule since 1S72, and yet the negro
has been granted the very same educa
tional privileges accorded to whites,
and this in spite of the fact that he
always votes against the democratic
party, lie has received the name
apportionment of f tate.i-oiint- and
township funds, and of local taxes.
He has his normal school and college
in the Lincoln Institute, and his
local schools are as good as circum-
stances will admit. In Lexington
there can be nothing to com
plain of. These privileges he enjoys
now under democratic rule, and
they will be continued to him in the
future.

4, Article XIV, says, "Neither the
United States nor any state shall
assume or pay any debt or obligation
incurred in an insurrection or rebellion
against the United States, or any claim
for the loss or emancipation of any
slave; but all such debts, obligations,
and claims, shall he held illegal and
void." Now this is in the constitution
of the United States, placed there by the
aid of the southern states. No state
can make a law that will stand in the
courts in violation of these provisions.
To amend or alter them congress must
agree to and submit the intended
proposition to the states, and three-fourt- hs

of the states must assent thereto.
Not one state in the Union would so
assent, and all men know that if such
propositions were submitted it would
be absolutely impossible to secure the
assent of three fourths of the states,
lint there is no danger ot an attempt to
change this part of the fundamental
law of the land even if every democrat
in and out of congress desired to do
so, as the republican senate stands in
the way. Without its consent an
amendment could not even be submit-
ted, as no one supposes lor a moment
that the other mode of amendment, by
convention, called by two-thir- rif the
stales, will ever upon these ijuestions
be adopted. More than that, to submit
an amendment at al! by congress
would require a vote ol' two thirds
of both houses, an 1 the democrats have
not two-third- s eveu in one hoti-;e- . So
it is easy to see that it is impossible
for the democrats, either to pay the
rebel debt, or any obligation what
ever growing' out ol it; or to pay
any claim for the loss or emancipation
of any slave. All persons may rest as-

sured that the democratic party does
not desire to do any such thing, and
the assertions to the contrary are false,
malicious and mischievous.

OUR OTTY AFFAIRS.

Editor Intklliokncer: Would it not
be well for the citizens of this place to drop
national politics for the time beinir, and look
after the interests of our beautiful cit y , so an
to place its affairs in good order which is
not the case at present, as I will show.

Last June our city warrants weru selling at
ninety cents on tbe dollar, and at more ready
sale than now at seventy-fiv- e cents on tine
dollar.

The big culvert of Jtuin street, that,
ost the city nearly five thousand dollar, is
washing away and falling down, and in at

short time there will be nothing to show that
such a culvert ever existed.

But a great deal worse than all of this in
the report of our Hon. Finance Committee at
the last meeting of the city council. In at
tempting to make an estimate of the revenue
of the city for the fiscal year, they report the
special water tax, the special gas tax and the-

ru indamus or judgment tax. which is uot it
part of the city revenue proper, aud although
the levy on these funds may. be a thousand
dollars more than is needed, they have no
right, under the law, to u-- e one dollar for
revenue purposes. It is a s pec i lie. fund for a
specific purpose.

They also claim a dog tax of $130, and in
come from scales, tl.02'3 77. which funds
are set aside by ordinance from the revenue
fund, but that mar he changed bv a re
peal of the ordinance, and we will give them
the benefit of those funds. Tnen they have
an item of $7f0 01) delinquent lax, which is
not a part of the revenue of litis year, and

should know il, because iuey claim the
full amount of the revenue on tlie tax hooks
of this year without allowing anything tor
tbe delinquent. Stripped of these the
following, according to their own figures, is
the revenue fund for this fiscal vear:
