FORWARDING GARDEN VEGETABLES

From the American Agriculturist forApril.l
When the gardener gives a plant a

special advantage the result of which is
to cause it to produce or mature earlier
than it otherwise would, he is said to
'forward" it. Tomatoes will bear
long before frost, if the seed are sown
in the open ground. By sowing seeds
iu a hot-be- d and raising the plants, the
tomato is forwarded. It the seed were
sown last fall, and plants kept in a
hot-hou- to produce fruit in the early

that would be "forcing."
Cucumbers are forced uuder glass, but
they may also be forwarded. f or
illustration: to forward the cucumber.
fill some four inch pots with fine, rich
soil, sow half a dozen cucumber socds
in each, and set the pots in a hot-be- d,

eland them iu a box which cau be set
ou the sill of the kitchen window.
Another method of starting the seeds,
if a good piece of turf can be had, is
this: Take up a thick, strong sod, and
lit it in a shallow box with the grassy
side down. The sides ot the box need
not be over three inches high. With a
strong knife, cut the sod into squares,
which should be accordiug to tue size
of box, three or four inches square.
Cut quite down through the grass-
roots and tops, to the bottom of the
box, to make sure that tho pieces can
bo separated readiiy. bovv several
seeds iu the earth ot each piece of sod,
which is ot course bottom or carth-siu- e

up. Set this box ot sods in the win-
dow or iu a hot-be- d, as directed for the
poti. Either pots or sods must bo
watered as needed. When the seed9
arc up and the plauts begin to show
their rough leaves, remove all but two
or three in each pot, or piece of sod.
