THE REVENUES FOR MAROH.

The government revennes in March
were vearly equal to those of March

13584, though since the beginning of the
fiscal year the deficieney had been im-
portant. In March the cnstoms made
u decrease of $608,218 and the internal
revenues $352,803. From July 1 to
April 1 the customs receipts amounted
10 $137.109.010, showing a decresss
of ¥13,321,383, and the internal reve-
nues amounting to $31,032,935, show-
ing a decrease of $5,868,247. The in-
creasing volume in custom collections
is simuitaneous with a continuous
shrinkage in the walue of foreign
goods, which implies that lurge gquanti-
ties are being imported. The total
revenues in the expired portion ol the
fiscal vear amounted to $237,405,826
agninst $259,009,904 in 1888-84, and the
expenditures amounted to $210,441,339 |
against 104,255,835, The increase
in expenditures was in the ordinary
charges of conducting the government,
pensious being abont stationary, while
interest pavinents were reduced.

BETTER LATE THAN NEVER.

Wasuinagron, D. C., April 9—In
1745 cengress passed an uct allewin
all officers who had served in the Mexi-
can war three monthe’ extra pay. This
was then decided by the accounting
officers of the treasury to apply only to
efficers of the voluunteer service. Im
1879 congress passed an act defining
the act of 1843 to iuclude beth regular
and volunteer officers,which was again
disputed by the treasury officiale.
The partiea iuterested have since
through a le%\el decision established
their claim. fore commencing pay-
ment the treasury department has
furnished the secretary of war with a
list of the claimants to ascertain if they
are in any way indebted to the gov-
ernment. This list comprises many
names prominent in military history,
Generals Winfield Scott, Hobert
Lee, Persifer F. Smith, David E.
Twiggs, Albert Siduey Johusen, Gul-
Pillow, and James Longstreet. Pay-
meut is to be made to the survivors or
their established heirs.
