THE TOWNSHIP BONDS- -

In the discussion of the proposition
to compromise the bonds of Lexington,
Washington and Sni-a-B- townships,
as submitted by Mr. Skiuker, signed
by the various parties iu interest, the
Intelligencer has up to this tirao care-ful- lv

abstained from making any argu
ment in favor of the proposition, and
has vigorously defended what had al-

ready been done by the townships as
all that was just and generous.

Until it became certain that the very
lowest possible flguro was obtained
from tho bondholders we did not deem
it incumbent upon us to make their

Without having in the least changed
our views as to the justice and equity
involved iu the question we believe
that the best thing all threeof the town-
ships can do, under the circumstances,
is to accept the terms that are offered.
They may be bard, indeed they are
hard (we were not in the least misled
by Mr. Skinker's comparisons as to
taxation), but hard as they are, they
are better than the uncertainty which
now surrounds us.

Mr. Blackwell iu his speech of April
6, said that all legal defenses were ex
hausted; that all defenses, either iu law
or equity, uaa oeon Dy me uuueu
States court formally decided against.
He then remarked, carefully weighing
bis words, "I feel it to be my duty to
state this fact frankly to this meeting
even though it may be' a disagreeable
one." Mr. Blackwell firmly believes
the terms now offered by Mr. Skinker
are the very best terms that can be ob
tained from the bondholders. He be-

lieves Mr. Skinker to be sincere iu say-

ing that some of the bondholders were
brought into these terms reluctantly,
and that they would be glad to have
them rejected in order to press their
demands for the full amount. We

quote him now because he is and has
for a long time been our attorney, aud
has had the best chance to judge the
facts mentioned. So one doubts his
ability and zeal in representing the
countv and the townships. .No one
doubts, either, his integrity aud good
faith.

The United States courts are all
against us; the state supreme court has
upon this question taken the pains to
declare that it will not interpose itself
between the U. S. courts and the peo
Die. and. as Mr. Blackwell says, "All
legal defenses are exhausted."

Hence, we believe, that the town
ships should do just as an individual
debtor wonld do uuder like circum
stances having reduced his unjust debt
to the lowest possible figure settle it
at once.

The few persons whose
motives might be suspected, either as
bondholders themselves or as their at
torueys, will not be prominent iu its
discussion, aud it should be very can
didly, freely and fully talked over,
Especially should everyone express his
honest sentiments upon it, and not
wait to be led by others, except as
they may convince by calm and dis
passionate reasoning.

Col. Wm. F. Switzler has beeu ap
pointed to the very important position
of chief of the United States bureau of
statistics, vico Nimmo, removed, at
salary of $3,000 per annum. There has
beeu iio appointment made by Presi
dent Cleveland which gratifies the In
telligeucer more than this one. Col
Switzler is a veteran journalist, whose
penchant has always been for exact
statistical information, very much as
was that of Horace Groelev. He will
come to his duties, therefore, especial
ly well equipped to perform them in
telligent, y aud satisfactorily. His ap
pointment will be a gratifying compli
ment to Missouri journalism, and a
very reasonable reward to a man who
has devoted much of his life to the sue
cess of democratic principles aud the
democratic party. Beside all this, Mr.
Cleveland could not have done a more
righteous act than to depose Mr. Nine,
mo, who has been an offensive partisan
if there ever was one in the public ser-

vice. Instead of fairly and impartially
collating statistics for eeneral informa
tion Mr. Nimuio's bureau has been a
manufactory of republican campaign
thunder, iu a degree that has caused
figures to tell the very reverse ot facts,
in every instance that it was thought
necessary to do so. Especially has this
beeu the case in partisan service to the
national banks aud to protected mon
opolies. As we view it, the United
States bureau of statistics belongs to
the whole people; its work should,
therefore, be reduced to an exact science
in the reproduction of information that
informs, r.ulicr than of information that
misleads; and it is entirely beside its
duties to manufacture arguments for or
against political theories or policies.
We believe these views prevail in
Washington City now for the fii-b- t time
in many years, and we are satisfied
that they will be carried out by Col.
Switzler.

The following announcement appear-

ed iu the Official Messenger of St.
Petersburg Thursday -"In conse-

quence of a divergence of views be-

tween the cabinets of Russia and Eng-

land on the interpretation of tho March
agreement, it has been decided to sub-

mit the question to the decision ot an

arbitration. Meanwhile both nations
have agreed to resume the frontier

egotiatiou, but on different bases,
namely, that the principal points on
the frontier be fixed by a previous un-

derstanding between the two cabiuets,
the delimitation of tho frontier ou the
spot aud the placing of indicating posts
being reserved for the commission
which both powers will send, iu order
to facilitate the work of delimitation.
The outposts of both sides will not bo

withdrawn from their present positions
until after the arrival ot the joint com
mission, when, as fast as the direction
ot the frontier line is fixed, the frontier
points will be occupied by the troops
of both parlies concerned. It will then
be the duty ot each to maintain order
and security in its respective territory."
So it seems that there is a prospect for
peace.

A special dispatch from Tucson tells
this heartrending story: "The ac-

count of a terrible tragedy has just
been received from Taraton, Mexico .

The seven-year-o- ld son of a wealthy
resident named Lopez was kiduapped
and the father was notified that the
child would bo killed if a ransom of
$75,000 was not deposited in a certain
place within two days. By accident
the note to the father was not delivered
nntil too late to negotiate with the
criminals. At the expiration of the
second day the father found the horri-
bly mutilated body of the child in his
courtyard. The boy's sister, aged 12

years, ou seeing her brother's corpse,
fell dead. The father became a raving
maniac. Search is being made for the
perpetrators of the crime, who, if
caught, will be lynched."

A number of people iu Valencia,
Spaiu, aro beiug inoculated with chol-

era virus to prevent inoculation with the
scourge in its normal form. The re
suits of these operations are being
closely watched by doctors and scien-

tists. The virus inoculation produces
a tumor on the patient, who becomes
severely prostrated from the effects in
about twenty-fou- r hours, but generally
recovers entirely within forty-eig- ht

hours of the operation. All the prov
inces of bpain have sent doctors to
Valencia to study this system . It is
generally believed that the experiments
already made have established the suc
cess of the system of cholera inocula
tion. Still, it is too early to jump to
conclusions regarding it.

The Chicago Farmers' Review, in
commenting upon the numerous crop
reports received np to May, says:
'May has been ushered in with a snow

storm in Wisconsin aud with rains in
other portions of the northwest.
While it is purely idle guess work to
prognosticate a growing season, there
is nothing very encouraging to the
general crop outlook. Winter wheat
is bad, and promises to grow worse
rather than improve. Spring wheat
has not all beeu seeded, and oats are
not all sown yet."

The president has appointed Judge
Win. M. Merrick, of Maryland, asso-
ciate Justice of the supreme court of
the District of Columbia, vice Judge
Wyhe retired. Judge Merrick's ap
polntmeiit is a good one. He has beeu
member of congress and judge of the
circuit court of the district. He is a
brother of Richard I. Merrick, who
gained the distinction of being the only
lawyer iu the prosecution of the star
routers who really desired to convict
them.

Tho intelligence reached here Thurs
day, that Dr. P. S. Fulkerson had re
ceived the appointment as postmaster
for the city of Lexington. The news
was at first received with incredulity,
as but lew persons knew that the doc
tor was an applicant for the place, but
it was subsequently confirmed. The
doctor is a clever and polite gentleman,
but those who were openly seeking the
place and their friends are, of course
disappointed.

There are
reasons which appeal to those who
have hitherto been fighting against the
bondholders the strongest, why the
time has come to closo the matter up
and stop the expense and trouble of
litigation.

In a 2 i- - hour roller skating raco at
Quincy, Mass., on April 28, I. W.
Suowden scored 268 miles, 2 laps; F.
