THE NEED FOR BETTER PLATS. |

Epitor INTELLIGENECER :—It is a
surprising, meantime very humihating,
fact that no illustrating records in our
county correctly or definitely show
small tracts or parcels of land, mainly,
when the same differs with the regulsr
survey—sectionsl or sabdivisional sec-
tion lines. . In other counties where
such happemings stil more frequently
appesr, it has become & custom, neces-
sitated by bitter experiences, to attach
plats to deeds for such small parcels of
land, which, ofcourse,are to be recorded
with the deeds, said plats showing to
some extent of such land and in what
part of asection to be found. The next
neighborhood of pretty nearly all our
towns in Lafayette county is abounding
with such small fractious of land, oune,
two, three and fraction acre pleces, and
in most all such cases it is almost Impos-
sible te give the proper and correct
description of such lands without
going into more trouble or heavy ex-
pense. This atate of things is very
troubling and burdensome to the assess-
or and collector of the county, but atill
more 80 to (he owner of such land
when he comes to pay his taxes ; he
very ‘seldom, in such cases, takes the
conviction home whether he has paid
for his individual part of land or not,
and .if they might not call on him a
'second time for back tax considerations.
There' 18 no insinuation in this. A
sensible collector knows that, and he
.is not under obligations, and bas too
many more important things to do in
virtue of his office to examine titles.
Thare is another very urgent necessity,
as important as the other before men-
tioned. Our county assessors should
be ‘held to furnish plat-books of all our
town blocks of Lexington and sll the
other places in the county. The first
start for such work may create s little,
may be considerable expense, but it
wilfamply repay by better accommo-
daiing every single taxpayer. We
have 50 many blocks in Lexington out
in so msny. emall fractions of & lot or
lIots thit a plal only shows the correct
shape of such block directly and not to
go to the trouble of hunting for every-
thing in the records. But the assess-
ors office of the cenuty to-day is not m
the fix to afford such accomplishments,
since the neceasary funds for such work
are not existing. Several years ago
more than Paritan retrenchment and
reform cut the salaries for this and
other county offices down so low that
even with the best will and intentions
of such an official it is impossible to do
his duty and render satisfactory work.
in our humble idea we might say
the county administration could do
a great deal here to give the necessary
support and remedy without to look
for other legislative steps, but, if the
latter are needed, we have to take them
to complete and illustrate our records
as much 88 we need it to do so. When
new comers call here with the intention
to settle here, we have nothing to show
from our county but the now-existing
county maps, with a great deal unuec-
essary stuff on and in it. Since that
map was made & great mauny tracts of
land have changed hands, many public
roads have been changed and new ones
established, new towns have come to
life with denselv populated surround-
ingu, and the old ones greatly changed
and extended. Ten dollars each was
‘then spent for such a map, that can not
How much
more good could we have gained if all
that money had been spent more rea-
sonably and more to the point ¢ K.

THE NORMAL INSTITUTE
Was held at Odessa, beginning Tues-
day, Aug. 4, and closing Friday, Aug.
14. There were enrolled altogether
about eighty teachers. This was a fair
attendance: about one half of the teach-
ers of the county. The veterans in the
service were, Messra Cunningham and
Lee, of Odessa; Swearingen, of Aull-
ville, and Catron and Quarles, of Lex-
ington. Capt. Wm. F. Bahlmaun, of
the Warrensburg Normal, was preseut
two days, as the substitute of President
Osborne and did very acceptable work.
The younger teachers were enthusiasti-
cally in earnest. They seemed not only

willing but anxious to learn. Many of
them were quite intelligent. The wo-
men eéxceeded the mon in namber about
two fo one; and, what may have sur-
prised some, surpassed them in the
uickness and accurscy of their work.
his was noticeably so in the arithme-
tical examples. This is no small com-
pliment when it is known that such in-
t scholars and such excellent
rs a8 Messrs, Ragland, Ham-
mond, Cook, Ferrell and Chinn were
present.

The work was under the superinten-
dence of Prof. W, M. Beach, A. M.,
the new 1princ.ipul of the Odessa In-
stitute, This gentleman is a recent ad-
dition to our teaching force. It may
be safely said that every one who at-
tended the Normal, went away with a
favorable impression of Mr. Beach as a
scholar and & wide-awake teacher.

Prof. Catron, our excellent and pop-
ular commissloner, gave an examina-
tion Thursday, Aung. 13. Some six or
eight uvailed themselves of this oppor-
tanity.

The meeting was as profitable as,
under the circumstauces, counld have
been expected, We were all too inex-
perienced in the work, and the time
was too short to accomplish much.
Next year we must give at least four
weeks to the Institate ; experienced and
successtul vormal workers must be se-
cured; the teachers mnst be regularly
arran into classes, a programme fol-
lowed, regulnr racitations conducted,
and strict discipline enforced; and fin-
ally, the talkers, like myself, must be
carbed, and if need be, muzzled and
silenced. The aim must be two-fold:
To review the primnary or district
school studies, and 1o set forth the best
methods of instroction and discipline.

The people of Odessa were gener-
ously hospitable and appreciative. The
chapel of the Odessa Iustitute, where
we met, is an elegant room, well light-
ed and airy.

We missed such velerans as Sandusky
and C. O. Smith, and Profs Launnean,
Kerdolff and Sellers. They ought to
have been there. We needed them.

Eprror INTELLigENcER:—Iu March
Messrs. Kensler & Whitworth purchas-
ed of Martin, Grosshart & Co. the
Odesss mills; they promised oar citi-
zens and public generally to remodel
the mill and convert it into a roller
mill, it being a burr, and they have
kept their word. They have adopted
the Hungarian system, which is as fol-
lows: After undergoing several scour-
ing and separating operations it passes
between = series of five pair of corru-
gated chilled iron rollers, twenty ele-
vators to move grain and mill stuff
from bottom to top,one i1n boiler roow,
a new boiler, latest improvement for
sleam; basement main shaft which
drives all the machinery; 1st floor 11
sets rolls, two burrs and floor scalping
bolting bran duster; one puorifier and
stock hopper; 8d floor coutains two
ceutrifugal flour dressing machines;
two purifiers, one bolting chest and
wheat scouring machine; 4th floor, two
large wheat separaters, one purifier
and tops of elevators, which extend
from basement to top line shafl; also
two Keizer autowmnatic, these latter are
a novel device of circular forin six feet
diameter by 14 feet high, built of wood-
en frames covered with muslin forming
sarface corruﬁal.ion one half fool deep;
there is msed in the construction of
these 8300 yards muslin, one yard wide.
Patent flour will be Lafayette Patent;
uext, Odessa Rose; family flour Light
Rays. Capacity, 80 to 100 barrels per
day ; elevating 10,000 bashels.

Epitor INTELLIGENCER:—I returned
from Caldwell, Kansas, a few days
ago. [ visited the colony, as I prom-
ised. Captain Couch was in good
spirits, thongh the news from Washing-
ton was aunything but encouraging.
The attorney employed by Lhe colony
returned Aungust 4th, he having several
interviews with the officials in behalf
of the uppointment of an Oklahomsa
comuinission. He, J. Wade McDonsld,
thought two things intervened to pre-
vent (he appointment. First—The
cattle would have to be removed from
the late proclamed Indian reservations.
Second—The colony might interfere, as
some persons thought there was & grest
many in camp, and if said land were
opened they would rash in and take all
of the choice land. This, however,
waa of course a misconstruction placed
on the present Uouch colony. Captain
Couch will not disband the colony. lle
will fill his promise that he made Mr.
Lamar last spring when at Washing-
ton. To prove this the offer made by
cattlemen since the order to remove
and his non-acceptance would certainly
give credit and strength to any man
not prejudiced. I am of the opinion
that the commission will not be appoint-
ed until after September 2. Since the
cattlemen of Oklahoma received their
moving uvrders, May 20, there has not
been any obstructions placed in fromt
of emigrants going to and from Okla-
homa. As for the soldiers they have
not been used for any obstruction. Now
that the cattle syndicate is burst there
is no one to report. McCoole’s letter
from Colorado unlocked said country.
Mr. Dawes’ letter, August 6, said the
late secretary of the interior, Mr. Tell-
er, did it all.

The present camp consists of not
more than thirty five tents. Sixty-
eight votes, 1 think, is their voting
strength. It is not the camp that is
most dreaded. If you could see the
letters from all parts of the country
asking how long and why the commis-
sion is delayed, you would think the
presenl sdministration would immor-
talize itself by appointing the commis-
sion. | don’t think there is a man less
than twenty thonsand, that wonld in
twelve months be in Oklahoma.

The South Cauvadian being the south
border, is well timbered. 1 hope some-
thing will develop to eucnrlme
administration to act. As Mr. L r
promised to act promptly, the colony
had the greateal confidence in him,
and if they had the appointment of one
of the commission would appoint him.
You may say Oklahomsa is played out
at present, except such men as are
frontier adventurers; that is, men and
families living in tents and wagons,
Suach are the occupants of the promised
land to-day, while you and I with a
little means are excluded.

BEPAIRING TIN ROOES.

A correspondent  communicates  to
the American Artisan his wmethod of
finding andd wending the leaky plicss
in painted tin roors, which scems very
practical, <My wav 18 1o start at the
bottom ot the root, with = pece of
chalk in one hnnd and 2 thin Loife in
the other. 1 exmmine the seams in one
tier of sheets, and i [rind a place that
looky as if it might leak,l try it with
the knife, aud if it requires soldering, 1
mark the place with chalk. In this way
I go over ench tier of sheets, and look
at every inch of the seams.

Of course, itis no little labor to go
over a roof in thi= way. [t often takes
considerable tronble to get on to a rout ;
but the workman who hesitates abont
doing this work thoronghly belongs 1o
the same cluss as the ‘other fellow” who
wus on the roof befure aud did not stop
the leaks.

The wols to be uzed other than the
vegular soldering tools are a hoeshaped
=craper, which can be made out ol an
old gile, and a piece of grindstone to
=harpen the seraper with, so as always
to iave a sharp cutting edge. Ailter
having scraped clean 2 number of
feaks, tin the places by using ordionry
soldering acid, =o that every scraich
made in the tin will be well tinned, and
not left to rust throngh. Then wipe oif
the acid with a wet cloth. The leaky
seam is now as bright and cledn to
solder with the nse of rosin as when
the rooi was new.

The reason for nsing rosin instead of
acid to solder with, ison acconnt of the
carions way solder has ol acting when
acid is nsed. With rosin ke svider can
he piled on very evenly, Vi the
soeaper s only as wide as the space on
which solder i3 reguived on each side
of the crack in the =oum, then sl the
soldered places will present an even
and orderly appenrance.

The objection to this way of repair-
ing a roof is that the anegual expunsion
and contraction is apt to break open
the solder. 1 have noticed on old roofs
where the solder has been piled over a
nail head, that the nail had worked up
through the solder so it could be pulled
vut with the lingers. T'o overcome this
difficuliy, et some picces of tin, say
three-quarters of an Inch wide, and
give them a shight bend in the locker,
so the edges will not be apt to spring
in soldering. These pieces are to be
cat to proper lengths and soldered over
the cracks, and as very little solder is
required they expand and comiract the
same as the roof, and consequently will
nol erack ofl.

Aunother way to repair a roof, is to
cit some pieces of cloth, three-quarters
of an inch wide, and run them throngh
thick paint, which can be done by
soldering & wire on the bottom of the
paint dish before the paint is put in;
putting the strip of cloth through the
wire loop and pulling it through the
paint, cutting off the desired lengths
with a pair ot shears. The seam in the
root should first be painted, then the
strip of cloth can be made to lie down
nicely biy the use of a small flat paint
brush. I have made at the rate of three
dollars per hundred patches repairing
roofs in this way.”
