TELL THE TKUTH- -

Wc arc not among those who think
that the Post-Dispat- in printing the

truth about the freight discriminations
against St. Louis will do that city harm.
There is much virtue in the simple
truth. "Truth is tough. It will not
break, like a bubble, at a touch; it will
be round and full at evening." It is

ouly pretense and falsehood that are to
be feared in life. If there is disease the
honest physician makes a true diagnosis
of the case in order to apply the proper
remedy.

The Intelligencer is very friendly lo
St. Louis. It is the metropolis, not
only of Missouri but of the Mississippi
valley. It is a solid, substantial, fair-deali-

city. The representations of
its merchants may be relied upon. Its
manufactures are honest and are sold
by honest weights. It is a Missouri
city, interested in Missouri's growth,
concerned with Missouri's interests,and
paying a very large part of Missouri's
taxes. We desire, therefore, to see it
prosper, and so far as in us lies we do
all that we can toward that end, and
have always done so. But it is a fact,
that for many years St. Louis has been
slow to see her own interests, lax in
commercial vigilance, and conserva
tive to a dangerous degree. These are
busy limes. They are times when giant
instruments are used to accomplish re-

sults, and men and places who, like
Micawber, wait for things to turn up
of themselves arc almost certain to be
distanced in the race.

We cannot pause here to nieutipu the
various systems of railway with which
Chicago has cut off St. Louis trade
even here in Missouri.- The maps show
them all loo plainly, and yet what does
St. Louis do to defend herself or lo at
tack her wide-awa- ke contemporaries?
The Post-Dispatc- h revelations are at
least something. Let St. Louis awake
to a full realization of their meaning,
and then let her make her alliances of
fensive and defensive. If Mr. Gould
is cutting her throat, make arrange-
ments to cut his. He is not the sort of
person that one can light with fine
phrases. He is simply a mathematical
machine. There is only oue way to got
concessions out of him. and that is to
compel his figures to show that it will
pay him boat to treat St. Louis fairly,
and it can be done 'just as easy as rol
ling of! a log.'

There are railroad interests, y,

approaching St. Louis from the east,
that could be utilized for breaking up
all present combinations, if they could
only find a road across Missouri. At
Kansas City there are similar interests
aw aid nsr the same connection. When
the Iutellisrencer suggested to the Post- -

Dispatch the building of the Short Line
across Missouri it had iu contemplation
much more than the local business
through Missnuri, though that would
be considerable as the proposed road
would traverse a section whose pro
ductiveness is immense. Our idea was
the organization of a grand, trans-co- u-

tiucntal, anti-Goul- anti-Chica- com
bination, which would redound to the
interest of the entire state of Missouri.
St. Louis business men and capitalists
are the men to organize this combina-
tion. They are the only ones that can
do it. Kansas City is interested iu
keeping Chicago ahead of St, Louis.
St. Louis has the capital, commands the
freights, both ways, necessary to bring
about such au arrangement one free
from all entangling alliances of pools,
and owned by honest men, simply
striving to earn dividends for bona file
stockholders of nou-water- stock.

The whole railroad system ot the
country to-d- ay is rotten, and is taxing
the people three and four times more
than it should, to pay interest on mock
properly. Let St. Louis organize one
honest railroad management across the
continent aud she will reap a benefit
far beyond her most sanguine expecta
tions. "But," her inerchautS'will say,
"we cannot build such a railroad; we
are not Vanderbilts or Rothschilds."
It is not necessary. Except the link
across Missouri, that can easily be built
with a little encouragement, the neces
sary roads are already iu existence. It
only requires some finesse and finan-

ciering to make them available. It is
well that the truth is being made known
lo St. Louis of how she is being in
jured by discriminations against her,
but the pooled roads have her in their
clutches. They are like the turtle that
is said never to let go till it thunders,
aud the only thunder they cau hear is
the thunder of trains running over a
road that they cannot control by a pool.
Any arrangement short of the one here
suggested seems lo us temporary and
transient; this one is capable of being
made radical and effective.

Shelby and His Brigade

St. Louis Iiepublit-.au- , editorial.
The Shelby brigade reunion at Hig

ginsville yesterday ought to be the
starting point ot a movement for gath
eriug and preserving, not only all the
records and letters and bits ol paper,
but all the traditions and personal
recollections should be carelully gath
ered compared and preserved for future
use.

The Shelby brigade euacted its full
share ot history in the struggle. It
fought itself to tatters, and there are
lew members of it surviving now,
twenty years alter it broke ranks for
ever. Tho tew have the thrilling satis-
faction of knowing that their brigade
was never surpassed iu marching and
fighting by any other body of troops
on either side lrom me I) 'iiiiiinf lo
the ending of the struggle.

Ihe brigade derived its character
from its commander. He imparted
his personality to it, even more sharp
ly and positively than Jackson impart
ed his personality to the Stonewall
brigade, and quite as stronglv as For
rest imparted bis to his wondertul
army ; and right here is as good a place
to say it as anywheie that when Ihe
time comes lor a fair and thorough ex-
amination of the work of the trans- -
Mississippi commanders in the war
Shelby will have to be placed next to
rorresl, who stands next to Stonewall
Jackson as an executive officer.

Tho Shelby Reunion

At Higa'nsviile. Tue.-da- was an almost
unprecedented success. The number of peo-

ple prcoeiu mi the fair grounds was variously
estimated at, lrom 7,000 to 20,000. Wu took
pains to tind out how many were actually
present and put the ipiesliou lo dozeus of
persons competent to Judge of such matters,
and we believe there were about 12,000 there
among whom about 1400 or 1,000 were old
soldiers of the Federal or Confederate armies;
perhaps there were 1,200 Confederates, aud'
2C0 Federals. The crowd was oiderlyaud

in every respect as any crowd
of its size that ever assembled in the state.
While there was no'lack of IntoxiujnU, there
were every few. who showed any signs of
drunkenness.

Those that left Lexington on the special
train, filled six coaches till there was only
standing room, aud the regular morning train
was also crowded. Small delegations came
over from the north side of the river, when
large ones were expected, but Lexington
turned out iu such numbers as to make up
for thai deficiency. Ei erylhing in connection
with the special train was d, the
baskets all being checked at the depot,
and there was somebody on hand to look after
everything. The G, A. R. aud a few of our
citizens marched to the depot, with tiles
drums and flags, but the larger number went
as they pleased, and did not wait for the pro-

cession.
The town of Higginsville was overflowing

with people early in the morning, and it was
difficult to get about on the streets. Many ol
the stores and residences were beautifully
and tastily decorated, and the day will long
be remembered by the citizens of that place
as a red-lett- er day in their calendar. The
procession began moving about 10 o'clock,
and when it reached the fair ground that
place was already more crowded than it had
ever been in its history. After formiug the
soldiers into various commands, and trans
acting some tew military duties, they broke
ranks and sought the speakers' stand. The
Sixth Missouri lufantry,C. S. A., was march
ed to the front of ths stand, where the survi-
vors of that regiment were presented with
their war-wo- rn battle-fla- g, oue which the
had followej through almost the whole war.
Maj. K. A. Hickman, of Independence, made
the presentation speech, which was received
with demonstrations of delight by the union
as well as confederate soldiers.

The major concluded by reading the fol-

lowing letter:
Ashland, Kv August 12, 1SS5.

Major E. A. Hickman, Independence,
Mo., Dear Sir. "Yours of the 10th, inst.,
just received, asking for the battle flag of the
.Sixth Missouri regiment C. 8. A., to be used
at the reunion in Lafayette county on tiie 2uth
of the present month. It gives me pleasure
to comply with your request. I can well im-
agine the great desire the survivors feel to see
again the flag they fouzbl so eallantlv under
and their natural pride in showing to their
children a relic made sacred by its baptism
in the fire and smoke of battle. I feel happy
in being instrumental in its preservation.
tiding requested by Col. Lrwm to embroider
the name of Wu. Huff, cusign.upon it, I ob-
tained it for that purpose from Adjutant Uar--
woou, and it was with me Uurine the
siege of Vickaburg. at which time 1 was fa-
vored with a guard furnished Ihioueh the do- -
llteness of Gau. Kartell, of Burnside's corps.

JOSKPllINK CLAY.
Jas. E. Payne, Esq., ed.tor of the Indepen

dence Sentinel, received the flag, and made a
short speech, which wa cheered to the echo.
The flag was then turned over to Mr. Ben. Huff
a farmer of Cass county, who had previously
carried it through six successive battles. It was
impossible lo gel a s nopsis of either of these
speeches. The association had erected a re-

porter's stand near that for the speakers, but
there was neither chair nor table upon it, and
when the speaking began a crowd of people
got upon the stand and crushed it to the
ground. A dozen persous went down, among
whom was one reporter. The others had
foreseen the calamity, and retired to safer quar
ters. Nobody was hurt, which was remarka-
ble. After the presentation. Capt. J. D. Con-
nor dismissed the crowd for diuuer.

Among the newspapers represented were
the St. Louis Republican, aud
Globe-Democr- Col. J. 1'.

John X. Edwards
of the St. Jo. Gazette, and Mr. Williams, of
tho Slater Rustler were present, and we have
no doubt others whom we did not know.
The Globe-Democr- at reporter took down iu
short hand all he could sen or bear.

There were several bands on the ground.
and the air was full of music. Everybody
was in the best of humor, and hand-shaki-

was so common that people frequently shook
bauds with persons they had never seen be
fore. Dinner was pleutiful, and invitations
to uine were extended to every body. It was
a Lafayette county dinner that was eaten
which is equivalent to saying that it was a
good one.

About 1:30 o'clock the crowd again assem
bled around the stand of the speakers, and
Capt Connor introduced Mr. A. J. Hall, "one
of Morgan's men,' who spoke for about half
an hour. Mr. Hall always makes thrillin
speeches on such occasions, but this effort
was the best he ever made in his life. It was
extemporaneous, and poured forth from an
overflowing heart. His speech closed with
three cheers for the old flag, which were given
with a will.

Capt. Conner next presented Col. J. T
Child as the "Poet editor of Missouri," Col
Child said be had a poem to read, which had
been written by a gallant confederate soldier,
while he himself bad fought upon the other
side. It was as follows:

Judge Xeuophou Ryland was then introdu-

ced, and made one of those beautiful and ap-

propriate speeches for which he is noted.
We print the speech iu another column, ami
commend it to the careful attention of our
readers.

Capt. Conner next presented Senator K. M.
Cockrell, saying that he needed no introduc-
tion to our people. The seuator spoke forty
minutes, aud made many strong points and
uttered some pretty aenteuees. He said that
twenty years have come aud gone, and twen

ty times the grass and vines have covered the
tombs of those we love sinvc the last gun was
tired in the war, and now the soldiers of each
side sit down Bide by side and calmly dieuss
the matter. On the side of the south it was a
war for separation, with a constitution almost
identical with that of the present government.
On the side of the north it was awar to pre-

serve the national unity. It was 7100,000 whiii;
people arrayed against 20,000,Oin1. It was a
war of citizen soldiery, and when they met,
then come the tug of war which caused the
nation- - of the world to stand iu wonder. To
day no rational man, uort h or south, will say
that the men ofthe north who endured the pri
vations and suffering of fonr long years, were
not conscientious. No man will say that they
were not conscentious who for years followed
the confederate flag through sufferings and pri-

vations and dangers which no tongue cau por-
tray. It seemed that no adjustment of differen-
ces could then be made aud an appeal was
made to the word. That settled the matter
and from the union there eau be no secession- -

The slaves are now free, aud there is uo man
prcseut who wou'd shed one drop of blood or
spend one nickle of money to have them back
in slavery. Thank God we have lived to see
Shelby's men in and to see thai they
have invited those whom they fought to be
here with them, and that the invitation has
been so freely accepted. Did any one iu his
wildest fancy, dream in 1805, that in the year
1S& we would witness what we see here to
day? There are thousau.ls of reasons why
these should be continued. But
occasionally we bear a man in the south abuse
everything iu the north, and then we hear
some northern man abuse everything in the
south. There are some men who thirst for
human gore, who refused to drink when the
chance was offered them. They are invinci
ble in peace and invisible in war. When the
faithful old watchdog hears the wolf in the
fold, he goes forth and does "battle lor his
master's flock, and when the enemy is routed
he retires to lick his wounds and heal his
sores, and wheu the danger is all over, then
the cowardly curs come forth and alarm the
neighbors with their yelping. So it is wilh
these men. Since the war there has sprung
up a stronger brotherhood aud a more intel
ligent love of country than ever had existed
in this country ' We are proud to see the old
Hag wave over all of this broad laud, having
inscribed ou its folds the words of Lincoln
"Charity for all, malice for uoue."

Capt. Conner uext introduced Ex-Go- v.

Crittenden, who spoke about half an hour.
He said he was not oue of those who believed
that the war was an unmitigated evil, or that
it could have been prevented, nor did he be
lieve that the country was less great than it
would have been if the war had not occurred.
The debate between Mr.Hayue and Mr. Web
ster might have gone on from day today and
from week to week, but it would have settled
nothing. Our troubles could ouly be perma
nently settled by the arbitrament of the sword.
War came, and it came in the best possible
time for us. If it had not come, it wonld have
been impending for years. - Now we are uni
ted in heart and in sentemeut from Maine to
California, and are not afraid ofthe allied
powers of ihe earth. The evil which once
disturbed the body politic has been remo
ved, and we have no local disease. We stand
together, white and black, as American cit-

izens, owing no allegiance except to God and
to country.

The speech was well received by Ihose who
heard it, but a stiff breeze was blow-
ing directly in the face of the speaker,
aud it was difficult to hear at even a short
distance.

Capt. Conner said that Hon. Jere Craven
would make a speech in regard to the Spring
Held Confederate cemetery, if he could be
found, but Col.Craven did uoteomu forward.

The peaking being over, the soldiers went
off into groups to talk over olden times. The
Sixth Missouri rallied under the flag in the
middle of the field, while Shelby's brigade
held a business meeting at a stand near the
music stand. At this meeting the following
proceedings were had:

The meeting was called to order by CapL
C. C Catron, who was, on motiuu, elected
chairman, and Mr. Louis Neale was choseu
as secretary.

The chairman reported that the committee
on permanent organization, which was also
to prepare a constitution and s, was
not yet ready to report. On motion the coin
mittee was given further time. L

It was moved and carried that the chair ap
point a committee of seven members of the
brigade to select a place to hold the next an-
nual meeting. The chair appointed Dr. J. B,

Wood, of Marshall, G. W. Lankford, of saline
couuty, Capt. Chrismau, of Ray county, Dr.
Robt. Carter, of Lafayette county, Capt. B. .1

Franklin, of Johnson county, W. T. Hickman
of Jackson county, aud W. T. Wilson, of
Henry county, as such committee. The com
mute retired for about twenty minutes, aud
returned with a report in favor of holding the
next meeting at Marshall and the time to be
on the first day of the Marshall fair. The re
port was adopted and the committee dischar
ged.

The chair said that at the uext meeting
they must appoint officers to carry out the
programme.

It was moved aud carried that the chair ap-
point a committee ot rive on arrangements
for the next meeting. The chair appointed
Geo. W. Lnnkford, Jas. A. Gordon, Capt.
Jos. Elliott, Dr. J. B. Wood and lioht. Wil-
lis, all of Saline couuty. as such couinnttce.

No other s coming before the meet
ing it adjourned.
