PROSPECTS FOB THE PEH.

The Higginsville Advance publishes
the following. Oar coal operators and
others interested iu the prosperity of
tbe county and city will please read the
interview carefully.

Governor Marmaduke changed cara
here Monday night from the Alton to
the Missouri Pacific road, en route to
Jefierson City. During his stay of
about one hour, we obtained an inter-
view with him, particularly on tbe sub-je- ct

of the branch penitentiary. The
governor expressed his opinion very
freely in regard to the branch peniten-
tiary matter. In reply to a question as
to whether or not it was probable the
penitentiary would be located at Lex-
ington, he said it was not, but stated
tbat it was possible the commissioners,
who were that day (Monday,) iu se9
sion, would decide on some point from
five to twenty miles west of Lexing-
ton. The governor's statements in re-

gard to the location" were very unre-
served, well defined and reasonable,
tie said : The question is, do the peo-
ple of Missouri want the convicts to
work and pay for their keeping, or do
they want the expenses of the prison
and prisoners kept np by taxation?
Evidently any reasonable persou would
say, let the convicts work. This point
settled, then what can they do that
they may pay for their keeping and bo
the least antagonistic lo the laboring
olaases. They can manufacture boots,
shoes, etc., but in this they are coming
directly in competition with skilled
labor, aud as there are three laborers
in the manufacture of such articles as
are used by the people to a great ex-
tent, to one com iiion laborer, the com-
petition will be less, and honest skilled
workmen will be protected in a greater
measure by placing the convicts in tne
mines, in the quarries, and at such
rough hard work as requires brawn
and muscle instead of braius aud skill.
By working tbe convicts in tbe mines
they are under the ground, out of the
way, ana easily ((uat'ded.

Iu speaking of tbe action taken by
our citizeus recently to secure the loca
tion at Higginsville, we explained tbat
it was the idea of our meeting that the
convicts would only mine coal enough
to run the factories operated by the
penitentiary, and the governor said
that the proposition might as well be
put plainly and truthfully: that it was
proposed to mine coal to place on the
markets, the same as other operators,
but while this was the desire and in
tention, the competition would be
honest, and no reduction would be of
fered as an inducement to purchasers.
as a result ot much study, tne srover
nor gave the above as his opinions, and
stated that as he favored the protection
of outside labor as much as possible,
oy this method he believed it could be
best protected.

It is evident tbat the governor s ob
jection to the selections of former sites
nave been based upon the fact that coal,
stone, wood, etc. , were lacking, and a
selection at or near Lexington, or of
any site along the river to Weston,
would be satisfactory, and the views of
the governor appear feasible.

TILDES' TO CARLISLE.

An Argument in Favor of Sea Coast
Defenses.

Application of (he Surpla, Revenue
to Work, of Fortification

Suggested.

New York, Dec. 4. Mr. Samuel J.
Tildun has sent the following letter to
rion. j on n u. uaritsie:

Greystone. Yonkers. N. Y.. Dec. 1.
Dear Mr. Carlisle: As public
opiuion points to you as the speaker oi
me next house ot representatives, 1
desire to submit a suggestion as to one
ot the public objects for which an ap
propriation ought to be prompt and
liberal. In considering the state and
management of the public revenues,
the subject involves tbe questions
whether we shall extinguish the surplus
by reducing the revenue, or whether
we shall applv the surplus to payments
on the public debt ; or whether we sbali
seize the occasion to provide for our
sea-coa- st defenses, which have been
long neglected. I am of the opinion
that the latter is a paramount necessity
wnicn ought to precede the reduction
of the revenue, and ought also to pre-
cede an excessive rapidity in the pay-
ment of the public debt. The property
exposed to destruction in tbe twelve
seaports Portland, Portsmouth, Bos-
ton, Newport.New York, Philadelphia,
Baltimore, Savannah. JNew
Orleans, Galveston and San Francisco,
cannot be less iu value than $5,000,-000,00- 0.

To this must be added a vast
amount of property dependent for its
use on tnese seaports. JNor does this
statement afford a true measure of the
damage which might be caused to the
property and business of the country
by a failure to protect these seaports
from hostile naval attacks. They are
the centers, not only of foreign com-
merce, but of most of the internal trade
and exchanges of domestic productions.
To this state of things the machinery
of transportation of the whole country
nas oecome adapted. The interruption
of the currents of traffic by the occu-
pation of one or more of our principal
seaports by .

A FOREIGN ENEMY,
or the destruction ot them by bombard
ment, r tne hoif ing over them the
menace of destruction for the Durnose
ot exacting contribution or ransom.
would inflict upon the property aud
business of the country an injury which
cannot here be foreseen or measured.
The elaborate and costly fortifications
which were constructed with the great
est engineering skill are now practically
useless. They are not capable of re-
sisting the attacks of modern artillery.

A still greater defect exists in our
coast defenses. The range of the best
modern artillery has become so ex
tended that our present fortifications
designed to protect the harbor of New
xork, where two thirds ot the import
trade aud more than one-ha- lf of the
export trade of the whole United States
is carried on, are too near to the great
populations of New York City, Jersey
City and Brooklyn to be of anv value
as a protection.

To provide effectual defenses would
be the work of vears. It would take
much time to construct permanent for-
tifications. A small provision of the
best modern guns wou'd take several
years. Neither of these works can be
extemporized in presence of emergent
danger. A million ot soldiers, with
the best equipments, on the heights
surrounding the harbor of New York,
in our present state of preparation, or
rather, iu our total want of prepara-
tion, would be powerless to resist a
small squardrou of war vessels.

This state of things is discreditable
to our foresight and to our prudence.
The best guarantee against aggression,
the best assurance that our diplomacy
will be successful and pacific and thatour rights and honor will be respected
by otber nations is in their knowledge
that we are iu a situation.

TO VINDICATE OUR REPUTATION
and interests. While we may afford to
oe uencient in the means of onensc,we
cannot aftord to be delenseless. The
notoriety of the fact that we have
neglected the ordinary precautions of
ueiense invites want ot consideration
in ur uipiomacy, injustice and arro-
gance and insult at the bauds ot foreign
nations. it is now more thau ixty

years since we announced to the world
that we bhould resist any attempts from
whatever quarters they might come to
mate any new colonizations on auy
part of the American continent; that
while we should respect the status quo,
we should protect the people of the
different nations iuhabitiug this conti
nent from every attempt to subject
them to the dominion of any European
power, or interfere with their undis-
turbed exercise of the rights of self--
governmeut. This announcement was
formally made by President Monroe,
alter consultation with Mr. Madison
and Mr. Jefierson. It was formulated
by John Quincy Adams. Our govern-
ment ha9 firmly adhered to the Mon-
roe doctrine: and even so late as 1865,
it warned Napoleon III out of Mexico.

It is impossible to foresee in the re
cent scramble of the European powers
for tbe acquisition of colonies bow
soon

AN OCCASION MAY ARISE

for our putting in practice the Monroe
doctrine. It is clear that there ought
to be some relation between our asser
tion of that doctrine and our prepar-
ation to maintain it.

It is not intended to recommend any
attempt to rival the great European
powers in the creation ot a powerful
navy. The changes w Inch have rapid-
ly occurred by tbe diminution of the
relative resisting power of the defen-
sive armor ot iron-cla- ds and by the
increased efficiency of modern artillery,
which on the whole has gained iu the
competition, suggest that we should
not at present enter largely iuto the
creation of armored vessel''. In the
questions that beset this subject until
they shall reach a solution, we can
content ourselves with adding but
sparingly to our navy. But what we
do add should be the very best that
science and experience can indicate.
This prudential view is by
the consideration that the annual
charge of maintaining a war vessel
bears an important proportion to the
original cost of construction.

In constructing permanent lortihca- -
tious aud iu providing for an ample
supply of tbe best modern artillery, the
annual cost of maintenance is incon
siderable, nearly the whole expendi-
ture is in the original outlay for con-
struction.

If we do not make the expenditure
necessary to provide for our sea coast
defenses when we have a surplus and
have

NO NEED TO LEVY NEW TAXES,
we certainly will not make these ex-
penditures when we have no longer a
Burplus in the treasury.

To leave our vast iuterests defense
less in order to reduce the cost ot
whisky to its consumers would be a
solecism. The present time is pecu-
liarly favorable for providing for the
great national necessity too long neg
lected. Not only does the surplus in
the treasury supply ample means to
meet this great public want without
laying new burdens upon the people.
but the work can now be done at a
much lower cost than has ever before
been possible. The defensive works
would consist almost entirely of steel
and iron. These materials can now be
had at unprecedentedly low prices. A
vast supply of machinery and of labor
called into existence by a great vicissi
tude in the steel and iron industries
offers itself to our service. We should
have the satisfaction of knowing tbat
while we are availing ourselves of the
supplies wbich would ordinarily be
unattainable we are setting in motion
important industries and giving em-
ployment to labor in a period ot de-
pression. With encouragement by the
guarantee of work, or perhaps by the
government itself furnishing the plant,
the inventive genius of the people
would be applied to the creation of new
means and improved machinery, and
establishments would spring into ex-
istence capable of supplying all of tbe
national wants and rendering us com-
pletely independent of all other coun-
tries iu respect to the means of national
defence. I endeavored to impress
these ideas upon Mr. ltaudall the last
time I had the pleasure of seeing him.

THE CONGO LANGUAGE.

A Boston man, who has spent about
fourteen years on the east and west
coast ot Africa, says that the language
of the natives of the Congo country is
dilhcult to acquire, aud that he knows
ot only one European who has mis
tered it suthoiently to mulct-stan- it,
though he cau speak very little. It
appears to be composed of short words,
which, in the rapid manner of speak-
ing, seem to be run together, and each
se ntence to consist of a longer or short
er compound word. It is capable ot
strong emphasis, and is quite expres
sive, but the natives are not given to
gesticulation evenwhen talking excited-
ly, excepting always the feticharo or
fetich man when dealing out damna
tion to transgressors. The trouble iu
acquiring the languago seems to be the
general unwillingness ot the natives to
teach it to white men. It is said, how-
ever, that some of the Portuguese who
are born and raised there have acquir-
ed the language, and speak it as fluent-
ly as natives.

THE SENATE AND HOUSE MEET.

SENATE.

Washington, Dec. 7 The senate
was called to order at noon.

Edmunds nominated Sherman presi-
dent pro tern.

Voorhecs moved to substitute the
name of Harris.

Voorhees' nomination was lost by a
strict party vote. 29 to 31, whereupon
Sherman was elected without further
division, and took his seat. A notifi-
cation committee was appointed, lie-ce- ss

at 12:25.
In the evening, after securing a re-

port from the house, the senate
adopted resolutions on the death of
Vice President Hendricks and ad
journed

HOUSE.

The house was called to order at
noon, with 320 members present.

Tucker nominated Carlisle speaker.
Cannon nominated Reed, of Maine.
Vote, Carlisle 177; Reed 138. Carlisle
was declared elected and was sworn.
The nominees of the democratic caucus
for officers of the house were then
elected and sworn.

On taking the chair, Mr. Carlisle re-

turner thauks for the honor conferred,
and promised the house that to the ful-

lest extent of his ability the law govern-
ing the proceedings of the house shall
be evenly administered, with a view to
the preservation ot order and decorum,
the protection ot the personal aud rep-
resentative rights of members and tbe
prompt transaction of public business.
None of these results, however, can be
obtained without your active co-

operation and support. In a body
so large as this, representing
such vast and sometimes conflicting in-

terests, a constant observance of estab-
lished rules and precedents is impera-
tively required, not only by the consid-
erations vitally affecting the public
welfare, but in order to maintain the
honor and dignity of the house itself.
In the sharp contests for priority
which nnavoidablv occur in such a body
the restraint imposed by fixed
rules are sometimes severely tested,
especially if there has been a large ac-

cumulation of business, but experience
has shown that the necessity for order
and regularity in tbe consideration of
legislative measures is so fully appreci-
ated by gentlemen on the floor that tbey
cau always be relied upon to sustain the
presiding officer in auy proper effort he
may make to obtain that result. In
view of this fact I feel much more con-

fident of a reasonable degree of success
in this trying position than would other-
wise be justifiable. Questions of order
must be decided promptly as they are
raised, generally without much oppor-
tunity for deliberation,aud consequent
ly whoever may occupy the chair and
however caretui ne may be, mistases
must frequently be committed, but for
tunately this house has at all times in
its own hands the power to correct
them aud preserve the integrity aud
consistency of its practice, and I am
sure gentlemen, you will not hesitate
to exercise that power whenever tbe oc
casion shall demand. Gentlemen, we
are about to enter upon the work of an
important session; more important
than that has preceded it for many
vears. The political relations hereto
fore existing between tbe sides of the
house aud the executive department of
the government, have been reversed,
and this of itself imposes new duties
and obligations on both. Under a popu
lar form of government like ours, a
political change in the executive branch
necessarily to a greater or less
extent involves altered methods
of administration, inaugurates a new
legislative policy and consequently
presents new questions tor the consia
eration of the people and their repre
sentatives. It is propable, therefore,
that many subjects not heretofore prom
liient in our deliberations will engage
a large share of your attention during
the present congress. It may roasona
bly be anticipated also that wide dif-

ference ot opinion will exist on mauy
of these questions resulting in long,
earnest and perhaps exciting contests
on the floor, aud it may be that these
differences will not always be defined
by recognized party lines. Under these
circumstances a proper appreciation of
tbe integrity and patriotism ot eacn
otber, a siucere respect for the honest
opinions ot opponents in debate aud
the cultivation of a spirit of mutual
forbearance will be necessary to enable
the house to conduct its proceedings
with order and deliberation, and avoid
unpleasant incidents which are, always
iu my experience at least, most serious-
ly regretted by those who participate in
them. The bouse is tbe custodian of
its own peace and dignity, aud with-
out its cordial support no presiding of-

ficer can preserve cither. And now,
gentlemen, before taking the oath ot
office allow me to renew the expres-
sions of my sincere acknowledgement
of the great honor you have conferred
and the great trust 'you have confided
to my hands. I accept both with a
proper sense of the obligations they
impose, aud certainly with the earnest
desire to discharge these obligations
without prejudice to auy public inter
est, l.ouu and long continued ap
plause.

AN IMPORTANT DECISION- -

From the Kansas City Times, Dec. 0th.
We publish elsewhere in this issue

the full text of the opiuion recently de-
livered by Mr. Justice Field iu the
supreme court of the United States in
the cases of the Missouri Pacific rail-
way company against Peter Humes
and Vincent ferry, in error, to the
supreme court of the state of Missouri,
in which the validity of the Missouri
statute is sustained wbich allows the
recovery of double damages, or twice
the value of the property, where
horses, inules or other cattle are
destroyed or injured through failure of
the railroad company to provide and
maintain along its line proper fences or
attle guards.
The Missouri Pacific railway compa-

ny contested the constitutionality of
this law awarding double damages,
not only respecting the constitution of
the state of Missouri, but the constitu-
tion of the United States as provided
by the fourteenth amendment, gener-
ally known as the ''equality" clause.
The supreme court ot the state of
Missouri had fuilv sustained the validi
ty ot the Missouri statute, and the cases
went to the supreme court of the
United States to review this determi
nation.

For several years past it has pleased
the enemies and traducers of Mr. Jus
tice Field, as well in other sections of
the country as iu the state of Califor
nia, todenouuee him as the creature of
corporate power, whoso high po.-itio-n

as a member of the supreme court of
the United States was commonly util
ized for the sole benefit, behoof anil
aggrandizement of railroad and other
corporations, and that he found but
Utile difficulty in interpreting the law
against the rights of the citizen when
such rights came into conflict with the
interest of such corporations. It has
likewise been mischievously suggested
that Justice Field was not in thorough
accord with the recent amendments to
the constitution and, in view of his dis
senting opinion in the legal tender
cases, entertained small respect for
what has been denominated "war leg
islation."

The opinion delivered by that emi
neiit jurist in the Missouri Pacific rail
road cases should set at rest, forever
all such slanderous charges and stand

an eternal barrier against the calumny
and vituppration lo which he has been
hiterlo uncoraplaingingly borne. The
legislature of I tie state of MlssonrS.'in
no fear of the wrath of railroad corpo-
rations, wisely provided a law to pro-
tect the property of its citizens against
the carelessness and criminality ot tin
railroads, mulcting the trespasser in
double damages whenever proper
fences and guards were not erected
along the lines ot road. A very large
proportion of the injuries commonly
sustained by the killing of cattle fell
upon poor men unable to bear the loss
or maintain a suit at law against tbe
railroad company.

The railroad corporations, with
millions at their back, and employing
an array of well paid counsel, prefer-
red to litigate all such suits rather thau
pay just damages, and the two case
were practically tests of the question
whether the citizens had any rights
wbich the railroads were bound to re-

spect. As usual, tbe grave inhibitions
of constitutional law were cited to
demonstrate that the railroads, by their
contributory negligence, could disre-
gard statute aud kill as many cattle as
they pleased without paying damages.
Mr. Justice Field sets the matter at rest
by determining, with the approval of
his associates, that the railroad compa-
nies cannot override tbe law of the
state of Missouri through any such
constitutional interpretation, aud that
the recovery ot double damages iu no-

wise conflicts with the fourteenth
amendment. If this opiuion be in the
interest of corporations as against the
rights of the citizen, then a few more
kiudred decisions would suffice to
wind up tbe . operations of the
'brigand" railroads.

A WONDERFUL CLOCK.

America comes forward with a clock
more wonderful than the Strasburg.
At Newcastle, Penn., was a watch-
maker some years ago who made a
clock so small that be wore it as a
shirt-stu- d, and it is a good time-keepe- r,

too. Some time after this achieve-
ment Mr. Theodore Rohrer made a
clook eleven feet in height and five feet
wide, which is more intricate than the
Cathedral clock at Strasburg. Ou the
top is pearched an eagle, holding iults
beak a pendulum. Beneath the bird is
a globe encircled by a dial -- plate of
twenty-fou- r hours, which, iu its revo-
lution of once a day, gives the time at
anv meridan. At four o'clock dials
on which the National bird rests reg
ister the time at Washington, ban
Francisco, Loudon and St. Petersburg.
At one o'clock two Roman soldiers
with shield and sword announce tbe
dawn ol time and man's entrance upon
the stage ot life Five minutes later a
small door at the top flies open and au
almost lite-lik- e bird appears and shouts,
"Flight of Time." in doleful notes.
Five minutes more, auother door
opens and reveals a little babe which
remains five minutes. Duritig inter-
vals until two o'clock appear figures
representing the child, youth, man
hood, man in his decline, helpless age
and in bis last sleep. Day and night a
sentinel walks to and fro along a galle
ry prepared for him, aud halts aud
turns as natural as life.

At each hour there appears a figure
representing the different nations of
the earth at one o'clock the Russian,
two o'clock the Prussian ; at three an
invisible orchestra mystifies the hear
ers with most excellent renditions of
choicest selections; four o'clock tbe
Austrian appears, five o'clock the
Italian; six o clock two doors in the
chapel open and a sexton sounds the
chimes, set to play perfect harmony,
and several beautiful selections are
rendered; at seven a representative of
France appears, at eight the Spaniard
appears; at nine o'clock the orchestra
again plays, at ten John Bull steps
forth, at eleven lirother Jonathan ap
pears from the rear of the clock, flag
in baud, aud perforins the remarkable
feat of climbing a pole on the top of
the clock. lie fastens the stars and
stripes there, then descends aud disap-
pears. During this scene drums with
in are beating merrily.

At twelve o'clock the large folding- -

doors are opened, and a sacred scene is
presented which is far more wonderful
than those mentioned above. It shows
the Savior iu the presence of the apos
tles, evidently giving them their in
structions as iu His last night on earth.
He moves about aud addresses each one
of the faithful in turn, making life-lik- e

gestures; after thus having delivered
himself he lies down, surrendering him-
self to his enemies. The apostles then
retire from the scene, followed by the
traitor, Judas, carrying the bag con
taining the thirty pieces of silver, with
which he strikes five bells ere he leaves
the scene. The cock on top ot the
clock flaps bis wings and crows three
times. During the time Christ is in-

structing bis apostles Satau appears ou
the scene twice, as if in doubt as to his
actions. This scene closes, when two
trumpeters appear, aud, raising their
bugles to their lips, proclaim the close
of night. During the twelve hours
the cljck plays three musical selections
and two tuousand and twenty-tw- o

automatic movements are made. The
automatons go through their move-
ments every twenty minutes. This
mechanical wonder occupied seven
years in making, its inventor devoting
mornings and evenings only to work
upon it.

From the close and
careful study he has made of hydropho-
bia, M. Pasteur was led to a belief in
the power of inoculation, aud bis re-

sults prove that not only is his method

remedial agent.

A CHANGE OF OPINION.

Carthage Banner: Judge Krekel is
reported to have said, recently, on the
bench at Jefferson City, in tbe U. s.
circuit court, that the exercise by a
federal judge of the power ot imprison-
ing county officers for failure to comply
with and obey the mandates of the
federal courts is opposed to the prin
ciples and policy of our institutions;
that it vitiated the right ofceuuties and
states. A judge could, he said, iu the
assumption ot such power, imprison
one or all of the officers of each and
every county in the state, aud from the
mandate there would be no appeal, uor
could the writ of habeas corpus be in-

voked. The judge stated that bis mind
has undergone a great change with re-

gard to the exercise of that power,
and that he is ready to take a decided
stand against it."

THE MEGAPHONE.

The introduction of the megaphone
on shipboard a sort of telescope for
the ear, or a machine for magnifying
sound is said to be a boon iu pros-
pect for mariners. Its design is to enable
a persou to hear or carry on a conver-
sation with people at a distance, and it is
constructed of two huge cone-shape- d

tubes, eight feet long aud three in '

diainctar at the laige cud, which
diminish to au apex in the form of
rubber tubes small euough to place in
the ear. Between these tubes are two
smaller ones, constructed in the same
manner, but not more than half tho
diameter. By placing the rubber tubes
in the ear and speaking through the
smaller cones the persou can hear and
be heard at a long distance, and it thus
aids mariners in listening for the sound
of breakers, or carrying on conversa-
tions with persons ou 6liore or on other
vessels at a distance.
