St. Joseph is looming up as & wani-
jucturing and comwercial.center. Her
inerease in clearings last week showed
a gain of 75 per cent. over the corres-
ponding week of last year—the largest
gain of any aity in the country.

Atter the board of trade meeting was
over, last Tuesday, several promineut
men of the place remurked, “You gen-
tleisen have come to 3t Joseph upon a
matter of business which is really more
ours than it is yours. We ure heartily
with yon, and you may depend -upon
it that we will do all in our power to
aid you."

Where the geography, names of
railroads, &c., were all unfamiliar to
the reporters of St. Joseph it was per-
fectly natural, even unavoidable, that
they should full into some errors in
writing up the proceedings there, last
Tnesday. These were of minor impor-
tance, except in one instance, where
it wus sinted that the C. & A. railroad
was veady to bnild the bridge at Lex-
ington. No such statement us this wus
made by the representatives of Lexing-
ton,and ic was simply a mistake. From
a letter we have received from Mr,
Blackstone, president of theC. & A
l.‘ailwn_\', we feel convinced that the St
Joseph movemcnt is being carefully
watched by the management ot his
road, but it is not in a position to take
part m the matter as long as the St.
Jo. road is under the coutrol ofthe
Waubash, and we do not desire to be
placed in the position of inmimating
that it has been duving =o. When the
St. Jo. vvad gets out of the control of
the Wabash the C & A. will be free
to seck trufilc arrangements with it,bus
until then it will hardly do so. Any-
one who will glance at 8 map can see,
however, how valuable that connec-
tion would prove to the C. & A.

In going to St. Joseph, last Monday,
we found the 8t. Jo. & St. L. railroad
train crowded The local business was
large,ien orfitteenpersonsgetting offand
on at each station. The next day,when
the remainder of the delegation went
up, they also fonnd a crowded train,one
the gentlemen lesving his seat having
to sit for the rest of the trip on the
newsboy schest.  We were told by the
loeal passengers that the train is uni-
formly well patronized. We saw five or
gix heavy freight trains moving on the
road. St. Joseph shippers united iu
saying that more freights come to them
over that line than any other. A very
prominent railroad official of another
road laughed at the idea that the St.
Joseph road did not pay, as did every
shipper to whomn wetalked. The only
couclusion to be arrived at from all thi-
ig, that the St. Jo. road does busiuess
enough now to pay, aud pay well, and
that under a friendly mauagement it
can be made one of the very best
paying railroad properties in Missounri
or the west. This is the universal
opinion of all those persons who know
of its business and are in a position to
pass opinions of it which are at all of
vaiue, Extend this road to Lexington
and operats it honestly and ils stock
will stand second to mnone in this
paurt of the country.

If any one thing could convince the
owners of the above company, that it
would pay them to extend their road
to the Chicago & Alton reilway, evel
at the entire cost to them of a bridge
over the Missonri river at Lexington,
the meeting of the board of trade of

pressions there made by it¥ prominent
members, the Leaviest shippers ot the
northwest, must have done so.

They were expressions of interest
and friendship trom the men who have
itin their own power to make of the
road a euccess. Weneed not represent
how strong these expressions were, a8
theyv are embodied and condensed in
the resolutions which they unsnimous-
ly adopted. Practically they prowmise
to give to the voad that patronage
which it is necessary for it to secure in
order to sncceed; and this promise
cowes from men who are able to per-
form what they pledge, and who know
the solemnity of the obligation which
they assume.

The arithmetic which figures out that
the road does not pay now is, to say
the least of it, peculiar. The necessary
business for a profit is most certainly.
done over the road; it carries enough
people and freight.. Sufficient was said
at the board of trade meeting to show
this to be true. It it is true, then how
much more certainly would the road
become remunerative if it ran into
Lexiugton instead of stopping at the
Junetion? if it were continued to the
Chicago & Alton, and thereby secured
an additiona! conuection for St. Joseph
to St. Louis without passing through
and paying tribute to Kansas City?
But the 3t. Joseph road should not
have to build the bridge alone. [t can
scarcely be doubted, after all that has
passed, that the C., B. & Q. railway
people really desire to extend their
road southwest to Fort Scott. Asin
the case of the St. Joseph road they do
not wish to shoulder the entire cost of
a bridge acrosa the Missouri river.
Oue half of the amount, however,
would be a very different thing. Both
ot the roads want to cross the river.
Lexington desires them to cross. St,
Joseph joins Lexington in this desire,
and through her business men prom-
ises the ronte its support, Either of the
companies is financially able to do
its part,.- or even to constract the
bridge slone. Assurances that the bridge
stock will pay come from every reliable
source’ consulted. Then why, as a
business proposition, is it not feasible,
and even wisé, for these two railway
companies lo come (o an amicable
understanding, whereby they can bulld
the bridge together, and then afterward
8o work as to be of common benefit,
the one to the other? It seems lo us
that it is & golden opportuuity for both
corporations, which if not seized and
utilized will be regretted in the fatare.
Lexingtou is certain at no distaut day
to have a railroad bridge. Sooner or
liter the owners ot the St. Joseph road
must find their way across the Mis-
souri river. Soonper or later, too, the
Chicago, Burlington & Quiney railway
is certain to penetrate to the south-
west, What time could be so oppor-
tane as this # And why should not the
latter company make a favorable ar-
rangment with the 8t. Joseph people?
They cannot keep them out of the ter-
ritory if they would, and there is no
ood resson why they should. The
true policy for both roads, is to make a
friendly alliance, share the expense of
the bridge, and then for each 1o help
the other to make money, in & country

We don’t come here to ask any
money. Give us Yonr moral aid and
support. It doesn’t lie with ns to say
that the road shall not ba 1aken out of
the hands of the Wabash, for that is al-
most an accomplished fact. We have
an opportunity of getting benefit out
of the sitnation. The officers of the
C.,B. & Q. and the St. L. & St. J.
will meet us some time next month,
when we want to see your people rep-
resented and express yourselves as to
the chance of making it a paying road.
There are none more competent to tell
those gentlemen what the chauces on
that point are than the people of St.
Joseph. It will be of great benefit to
your city, and yeu are in a position to
know what vou can contribute ju the
wayv of making the line a paying one ”
Capt. Lesueur spoke at sowe length on
the benefits to St. Juseph in the way of
connections. He said that alter cross-
ing at Lexington but ten miles of road
would have to be built to give direct
connection with the C. & A. for
St. Lonis and Chicago. The line
would give the same old counection,
bat in better shape, with the Wabash,
and give us closer connection with the
Missonri Pacific. ‘By these connec-
tions,” said Capt. Lesueur, ‘“you will
readily see that it is a very profitable
and advantageous road to coms to you,
and most of these advantages come on-
Iy by building the bridge. You have
many business relations that ought to
extend to Lexington and beyond, but
at present the obstructions are too
great. We would like to be in close
business connection with you, and we
would be only too happy to aid in
giving vou counnections farther on.
‘T'his project will give you direct com-
munication with Southwest Missouri,
Southeast Kansas and the entire Texas
system, business from which sections
voun now get only by going through
Kansss City.

He thought they
would be prepared to report pexi Mouday
night. Mr. Blackwell hud reud the report of
the lust meeting of the council where there
was objectlion made to sceepung gratulious
legal adyice, ind he declined to give any ad-
viee, gratuitous or otherwi=e.

Mr. Hussell moved that the committee be
autborized o secure some other jawyer iu
the place of Mr. Blackwell, and thut the com-
mittee be grauted till Monday mght 1o muke
report

Mr. Hicklin said he thought Mr. Bisckwell
would udvise with the committee us soun #s
his duties in the eiremit court would ndmit of
his doing so.

Mr. Shewalter was ullowed to sddress the
council, and stuted that the water cuvmpany
had oftered to muke the test, and is now
ready to muke the test required by the ordi-
nance.

Mr. Russell's motion was carried.

Mr. Winsor ssid there wss no question
about receiving the wuterworks, Let the
compuny muke the test, and then furnizh the
city with water for three moaths, thus dem-
onstrating its ability to furnish water, and
then, when they a~k for the first 1,000 iz the
time for us to gay whether or not we will re-
celve the works.

Mr. Hicklin was called on to make a report
on the suit of W, & J. Taubwan ugainst the
city, (Mr. Taubmay, being an interested
purty, asked 1o be excused from sltting as a
councilman. He was excused.) Mr. Hick-
lin suid the suit bad gone ngainst the city,but
that Messrs, Walluce & Chiles, who bud as-
sisted bun in defending the suit, thought the
cily ought to tuke an uppesl, forihe resson
that there 18 8 guod prospect for bealing the
suit, and fur the lurther resson that il the
sppeal goes against the city, it will leave the
city in u good position to recover irown the
#reet railway company.

Mr. Russell did not like to have the city
made lisble to further costs, but if an appeal
were necessury to protect the rights of the
city, sod put it where it could recover, he
thought the appeal busd better be tuken. He
moved that the attorney take the necessary
steps and the mayor give the necessary bond
to perfect the nppesl. The motion was car-
ried. Mr. Hymer voting no.

Council adiourned till Monday night.
