Again, central schools would level
up education, liy tins 1 mean mat
people would be educated more nearly
on au equality. Instead of those who
are not able to educate at college tiav
ng to go through life with the meager

education obtained at the common
school, all who would avail themselves
of tht ci'iilral schools would be very
fairly educated.

And the cost would not be great.
Almost enough money to support a
central school goes to the colleges year
ly from the territory comprised iu tour

s. It would really he a
saving to the man who otherwise would
send his sons and daughters off to
school, und would be a great help to
the man who is not. able to send his
children awav. Let those go to college
who can. but let us have the central
schools lor those who cannot. Yours.
