Horticultural Society.

The meeting of April 10th was held at the
ollice of Dr. Uorilon, who occupied tlie
chair.

Mr. Maitlanil reported rapberrles as being
injured more than he at first supposed, nota-
bly old plants; young plants were all right.
Blackberries were sound. Strawberries from
fall plantings were injured. Spring plantings
look well. He thought the dry spring and not
the cold winter the cause of iuiuriug straw-
berries planted in the fall. The injury lo
raspberries was probably due to the warm
fall, causing a late growth of wood and con-

sequent winter killing.
James Aull reported many old peach trees

killed entirely; young trees were sound; fruit
buds, of course, killed ; cherry and plum fruit
buds safe.

Messrs. Maitland and Aull reported app!e
trees as being full of fruit buds and promising
a very large crop.

Dr. Gordon exhibited twigs of flic Gregg
raspberry; gome of them being dead oa
one side, while others were slightly scabbed.

Mr. Maitland thought immature growth
was the cause of tbe partial killing. He gave
as bis selection for varieties: Doolittle, for
early; Mammoth Cluster, medium; Gregg.
late. Of the red varieties. Turner, for early,
and Cuthbert for late. lie would plant both
black and red, because if tbe one failed, the
other might make a crop. He did not like the
Ganorgua; Its color was against it.

Mr. Catron prelerretl the peculiar, pleasant
flavor of the Ganorgua to that of other varie-
ties, but the plants did not stand up well.

Mr. Aull said tbe Kentucky was the hardi
est variety he had.

Dr. Gordon thought well of the Tyler, it
was a good bearer and earlier than the Doo-

little.
Mr. Catron had seen Davidson's Thorn less

on tbe market about as early as any. The
quality was very good..

Mr. Maitland said that Mr. Fred Young
thought well of the Crimson Beauty, though
the quality was no better than the Turner.
The Tbroack, Mr. Maitland thought poor in
quality, but good for shipping and preserving.
The Cuthbert wag also a good shipper, and
fine in quality; it ripens utter tbe Turner,
does not grow as rampant, nor spread as
much,

Mr. Teubner said tbat the Tyler ripened
the first single berries, but the Soubegan
ripened tbe bulk of Its crop earlier. The
Superb was a very large berry, but made a
weak, spindling growth. The Schaffer's
Colossal was a colossus in growth anil berry,
but of poor and acid quality, and dull, purp-
lish color; it grew from tips.

Mr. AulPs opinion concurred with Mr.
Teubner's in regard to tbe Superb. He con-

sidered it of no value here.
Dr. Gordon's Superb bad the largest ber-

ries he ever saw. The growth was medium.
His crimson Beauty and Hansel I looked well.

Mr. Maitland said the Turner must be pick-

ed every day or they would gel too soft. Tin;
Cuthbert could stand several days. He
thought tbe flavor of the latter equal if not
superior to the Turner. He said that black
raspberries could be planted very late in tbe
spring, if some soil is taken up with tlie
plants. He had planted some with two feet
of new growth and they had done well. Dr.
Gordon's experience was siciilar.

Mr. Aull had planted some in July, but a
favorable season bad much to do witli it.

It was decided to hold a strawberry fruit
show in Juuc, the time to be fixed at tlie next
meeting.

By a unanimous vote the date of holding
the monthly meetings was prolonged from
the second Tuesday of each month to the
second Saturday of each mouth.

Tbe subject selected for the next meeting
was, "The Vegetable Garden."

Tbe society adjourned to meet at the same
time and place ou the second Saturday in
May.

MONTANA LETTER NO- - 1.

Eniron Intkllioenckr: Leaving
Kansas City via Union Pacilic at 10 a.
m., 1.5th iust., wo were soon passing
through the heart of the "Jayhawker
state."

Mitch ot Kansas, until after we pass
Lawrence, is not equal to Missouri iu
soil and productions. The agronomy
being about the same.

Tne western towns of Kansas are
alive iu improvement. No doubt many
Mtssonrians who should have spent
their money improving their old places
have gone to Kansas to help build up
the villages. In many places we saw
black and white children together

from school.
The wheat fields do not appear so

flattering in pastern Kansas, neverthe-
less I believe that the section will have
a good yield. In the western part of
the state the wheat crop looks well.
On all sides the wheat is waving as a
green limitless 6ea. Thousands of
bushels of wheat will, no doubt, be
harvested here this year. Calves and
sheep graze ou the wheat fields. On
the road side we viewed many large
piles of husked corn, monuments of
last year's com crop. Corn ground 'is
ready lor another crop. A few years
ago this laud was declared unfit for
tillage, and now i. is touiid to be good
arable land.

Wallace is the last town of note in
Kansas. One little station beyond,
then we cross the Colorado line. At
Wallace I found my watch one hour
too fast. It was amusing to see all the
passengers Retting their watches. This
is called "Mountain time.7' Here we
arc iu the midst of the great plains,
which continue up the valley ot the
Platte to the suburbs of Denver. We
arrived in Denver in the morning of
the following day, and had about three
hours to spend taking pleasant drives
over the city. My wile was delighted
with the city and wanted to remain
longer. Denver is a flourishing city of
4fJ00, wilh an elevation of 5203 feet
above the sea level. Here are many
handsome dwellings and pretty gar-
dens. The city is iu better spirits than
last year at this time. Mining camps
will open up much earlier. There has
been scarcely any winter iu tbe moan-tai- ns

(bis year. Colorado has good
schools. Blacks and whites attend the
same Bchools. I learn that intelligent
negroes of both Kansas and Colorado
are growing iu favor ot separate
schools for the races. The expense-wil- l

be greater, bat they hold tbe
theory that the colored pupils do not
make the rapid advancement in mixed
schools that they do in separate schools.

Leaving Denver at one o'clock we
arrived in Cheyenne early in the even-
ing and had half an hour to view
the "Magic City of tho Rockies." This
is the capital ot Wyoming. It is not
iu the center of the territory, but in
the southeast corner as any one will see
by looking at his map of Wyoming.
The city has a population of about
8,0iK, mostly wealthy stockmen and
cowboys it lias an elevation of 6,038 .

feet, and is sii n tted ou a grassy plain,
around which graze thousands of cat-
tle. The past winter has been fine on
the stock here. It is said that Cheyenne
has more w ealth for its size than any
other city in the union. Leaving here
iu the dawn we were soon climbing
the rookies. Pike's Peak and Long's
Peak having been in sight all day,
standing out as great ghosts enshroud-
ed iii heavy mantles of everlasting
suow. As we approached Sherman
the snow plow was just put iu use.
Engines are kept here at work aud our
train was not delayed on acconnl of tho
suow. It was in the soft mellow
mooulisrht when we arrived at Sher-
man. Only about fifty people live here.
This is the greatest altitudo on tbe
road, being 8,235 teet above the sea
level. Of course there is plenty of snow
here. In ls7b a tine granite monu-
ment, 150 teet high, was erected here--to

the memory of O. K. Ames, of
"Credit Mobiler" fame. Several Yan-
kee ladies on the train wished for a
piece of the granite. 1 was soon weary
of bearing "Oka Ames." It is said
that this monument cost about $80,000.
I will not venture to tell who paid tor
it, but it will stand for ages to mark
the interest the man took in progress
ami not his "Credit Mobilier'' scheme.

Wyoming has many acres of good
grazing land, and is rich in minerals.
Coal deposits have been found in many
places. In the past vear the territorial
geologist has found splendid springs of
good lubricating oil.

Woman suffrage is still in force here,
and the people like it. "When womeu
vote, crime is ou the decrease," is what
a leading citizen told me.

Wyoming has a good school system.
County superintendents supervise the
district schools. The attendance is com-
pulsory between the ages of eight and
fourteen. This territory is not anx-
ious to become a stale.

In my next letter I will continue the
narrative of the route over which we
came.

a. in., 18th inst. My wife is well'

pleased with our new home. We have
a fine location overlooking the "Silver
City."
