ABBITBETIOU.

Washington. D. C, April 23.

President Cleveland sent the following
message to congress yesterday on the
subject oi labor difficulties and arbitra-
tion:
To the Senate and Souse of Represent-

atives:
The constitution imposes on the pres-

ident the duty of recommending to the
congress from time to time such meas-

ures as he shall judge necessary and ex-

pedient.
I am so deeplv impressed with the

importance of immediately aud thought-

fully meeting the problem which recent
events aud a present . condition have
thrust upon us, involving the settle-
ment of disputes arising between our
laboring men and their employers, that
I am coustrained to recommend to
congress legislation upon this serious
anifpreasing subject. Uuder our loriu
of government, the value ot labor as
an element of national prosperity
should be distinctly recognized, and the
welfare of the laboriug uieu should be
regarded as especially eutitled lo leg-

islative care. In a country which offers
to all its highest atuiuiueut of social
and political distinction, its working-ma- n

cannot justly or sately be consid-
ered as irrevocably consigned to the
limits of a class aud eutitled to no at
teutiou and allowed no protest agaiust
neglect. The laboring .man, bearing
iu his baud an indispensable contribu-
tion to our growth and progress, may
well iusist, with manly courage aud as
a right, upon the same recognition from
those who make our laws, as is accord-
ed to any other citizens having a valu-

able interest iu charge ; and nis reas-

onable demaud should be met in such
a spirit of appreciation aud fairness as
to induce a contented and patriotic co-

operation iu the achievement ot a grand
national destiny. The

SEAL INTERESTS OP LABOR

are not promoted by a resort to threats
and violent manifestations, and while
those who, under the pretext of an ad-

vocacy of the claims of labor, wantonly
attack the rights of capital, and for sel
fish purposes or the love of disorder,
sow seeds oi violence anu uiscouunu,
should neither be encouraged nor con
ciliated. All legislation on the subject
should be calmly and deliberately un-

dertaken, with no purpose of satisfying
unreasonable demands or gaming par-
tisan advantage.

The present condition of the rela-
tions between labor aud capital are far
from satisfactory. The discontent of
the employed is due iu a large degree
to the grasping and heedless exactions
of employers, aud the alleged discrim
inations in favor of capital is au object
of Governmental attention. It must
also be conceded that the laboring men
are not always careful to avoid cause-
less and unjustifiable , disturbances
Though the importance of a better
cord between these interests is appar
ent, it must be borne in mind that any
effort in that direction bv tbe federal
government, must be greatly limited
bv constitutional restrictions. There
are many grievances which legislation

cannot redress, aim many
conditions which cannot by such means
be reformed. I am satisfied, however,
that something may be done, nader
federal authority, to prevent the distur
bances which so often arise from dis
putes between employers and the em
ployed, and which at times seriously
threaten the business interests of the
country; and in my opinion, the prop
er theory upon which to proceed is
that ot

VOLUNTARY ARBITRATION

as the means of settling these difficul
ties. But, I suggest that instead of
arbitrators chosen in the heat of con
Hiding claims, and after each dispute
shall arise, there be created a commis
sion of labor, consisting of three mem
bers, who shall be regular officers of
the government, charged anions' other
duties with the. consideration and set-
tlement, wheu possible, of all contro
versies between labor and capital.

A commission thus organized would
have the advantage of being a stable
body, aud its members as they gained
experience would constantly improve
in their ability to deal intelligently and
usefully with the questions which
might be submitted to them. If arbi-
trators are chosen for temporary ser j

vice as eacu case or dispute arises, ex- - j

with foreign nations and among (lie
several states. And, in the frequent
disputes beti-ee- tie laboring men and
their employers, of less extent anil ilie
consequences of n hieli are confined
withiu state limits, and threaten do- -

mestic violence, the interposition of
such a commission inigbt be tendered
upon the application of the legislature
or executive of a state, under the con-- !
stitutional provsision which requires
the general government to "protect"
each state "against domestic violence."
If such a commission were fairly or- -'

ganized.the risk of a loss of popular sup
port and sympathy resulting troin a
refusal to submit to so peaceful an in- -
atriimpntnlili' wnnld rtllllfltl'ain both"- -r "
parties to such disputes,j:Z to invoke its
interference and abide by its decisions.
There would also be good reason to
hope that the vlry existence, of such an
agency would invite application to it
for advice and counsel, frequently re-

sulting in the avoidance of contention
and misunderstanding.

If the usefulness of "such a commis-
sion is doubtful because it might lack
power to enforce its decisions,

MUCH ENCOURAGEMENT

is derived from the conceded good that
has been accomplished by the railroad
commissions which have been organiz
ed iu many ot the states, which having
little more than advisory power, have
exerted a most salutary influence in the
settlement of disputes between con-
flicting interests. In July, 1884, by
a law of congress, a bureau of labor
was established and placed in charge of
a commissioner ot labor, who is requir-
ed to collect information upon the sub
ject of labor, its relations with capital,
the hours of labor ana tne earnings oi
laboring men and women, and the
means of promoting their material,
social, intellectual aud moral prospe-
rity''

The commission wnicn i suggest
could easily be engrafted upon the
bureau thus already organized by the
addition of two more commissioners
and by supplementing the duties now
imposed upon it by such other powers

j r--.- u :. tk.anu iuucuous as wuuiu jjeiuui, wc
commissioners to act as arbitrators
when .necessary between labor aud
capital, uuder such limitations and
upon such occasions as should be adeem
ed proper and useful.

Power should also be distinctly con
ferred upon this bureau to investigate
the causes of all disputes as they
occur, whether submitted for arbitra-
tion or not, so that iuformation may
always be on hand to aid legislation
when necessary and desirable,

The senatorial term of Mr. Cockrell
is about to expire. He has served 12
years in that august body, and we ven-
ture to say that no one of his fellow
members has ever shown a more untir-
ing devotion to the interests of bis state-Durin-

these twelve years he has
brought to tbe discharge of his dispas-
sionate brain, an unusual industry aud
a thorough knowledge of the affairs of
the nation. He is not a frequent speak
er, but when he rises in bis seat be al
ways commands the attention of tbe
senate. He is plain of speech, indul
ges iu but little rhetoric, but gives to
his sentences a logical emphasis that
induces thought iu his listeners. There
are very tew republican senators who
do not feel uueasy wheu Mr. Cockrell
commences to quote statistics. In this
he is an encyclopedia. The minutest
details iu the management of the vari-
ous departments are as familiar to him
as household words , and iu response to
my question regarding them, he is as
competent to answer, and frequently
more so, tban would be tne bead ot tbat
office.

Even a republican senate felt it
necessary to place him ou tour of the
most importaut committees, on apro-priatio-

committee on military affairs,
committee on the improvement of the
Mississippi and its tributaries and com
mittee ou public lands, lie is also
chairman ot the committee on woman's
suffrage. We have not been able to
ascertain, even among the objectors to
senator Cockrell s any
cause of disBatislaction, except that he
has held the position twice, and ought
to give some other democrat a show.
The Critic believes in rotation in office,
especially wheu the enforcement ot the
doctrine rotates republicans out and
democrats in ; but when an able, a con-
scientious and a stalwart democrat is
given the authority to represent a great
state in the halls of the national coun
sels, he should stay there as long as he
fills its duties satisfactorily. Such a
man is Senator Cockrell. A very
puerile argument agaiust him is that
Missouri ought not to vest the dignity
of its great positions, entirely in the
persons of noted rebels. This scarcely
deserves au answer. 'The rebels of the
civil war are to-da- the most devoted
adherents of the union; and it a foreign
war were declared South
Carolina would muster more troops for
the defense of the stars and stripes than
Massachusetts. Beside, np to this date
we have heard no name mentioned
which possesses the strength and car
ries the synonym for usefulness to
Missouri as does that of Cockrell.
