It is well known to Ihe slmlent of
history llial the seventeenth century is
lilstckcitt'il with many daring deeds that
hail no higher incentives thau greed and

li.r motives. Times have changed
and lite people of this age are many
steps in advance of their ancestors.

The many si niggles of the good mis
sionaries who left all that was near and
dear lo litem can never be fully told by
any historian. In this land of tower- -

ng mountains with stately lit and pine
sot over their brows, ami where there
arc beautiful valleys of nutritious
grasses the year round, through which
run hundreds of sparkling streams ol
water abounding with tlsh, lived for
ages the wild red men of the west.
Here they feasted for centuries past on
venison from nature's own luxuriant
pastures

As early as 1743, when Lafayette
county Missouri was yet a howling wil
dcruess, Verendcye, the governor ot
Quebec, explored these mountains aud
valleys, and on the banks of the Yel
lowstone he erected a pileot stones ou a
butte beneath which he planted
a leaden plate emblazoned with
the French coat of arms. Ililh
er came the good missionaries
in willing steps and by love and de
votion loi Christianity the work of mak
in uf a better people r.ommcuccd. Here
is seen lullv "what one sows another
reaps." From the good words spoke
here a century ago is being reaped
better class ot people. "All the good
we do shall not be iu vain," lelt the
pious pioneer priests.

Thh region was subsequently explor
ed and mapped by Lewis and Clark in
their famous expedition to the Yacihe
in 1403-5- , during Jefferson s adininis
traiiou.

For more than fifty years after that
journey ot Lewis aud Clark the only
visitors to these mountains were trap
pers and Indian traders and Catholic
missionaries, the big rush lor gold
was made at the beginning ot the iu
terneciue strife between the states, aud
was a good excuse for cowards aud
men of no fixed political principles to
come west. Hence we nave two causes
why immigration flowed here so freely
from 18bl-- o

Lewis and Clark county is named
for the noted explorers of this region
Helena, the county seat, is now the
capital ol the territory.

In lsii'.l, Lisa, a Frenchman, built
trading post on the Yellowstone. The
French did not want to give up this
lovely country, and this is why the
Indians and half breeds have so often
been very troublesome to the white
sel tiers.

Fort Union was built iu 1832, on the
Misso.iri, three miles above the mouth
of the Yellowstone, aud close to Ihe
line of Dakota. Several years of
pioneer hardships were recorded by
liy the French missionaries. Iu l!SiO,
Fort IScntoii, close to IJeiilon City, was
erected and christened in honor of "Old
Bullion,'' (Thos. II. Benton) who was
thirty years in the United Stales senate
from Missouri. Six years prior to this
Father DeSinet left all his kindred ties
and settled among the Flatheads. Here
in lS4i he established St. Mary's Mis-
sion and the river (St. Marys) for the
mother ot Jesus.

In a similar way the president im.
ported broad tailed from the
Barbary states, animals noted for their
mutton. On another occasion. Presi-
dent Jefferson, Mr. Madison, secretary
of state, and General Dearborn, secre-
tary ot war, joined in importing six
hogs from Cnlcutta, black and white,
short-legge- d, long-bodie- d, easily fat-
tened, and especially not given to root-
ing. This importation was very suc-
cessful also, aud very beneficial.

' Mr Jefferson," as bis manager once
said, care about making money
from his imported stock. His great
object was to get widely scattered over
the country, aud he left all these

For the amusement of the children,

of whom there was always a great
crowd on the Little Mount (his daugh-
ter, Martha, being herself the mother of
eleven), he even took the pains, while
president, to improve bis breeds of
(iuinea-pig- s, and sent a pair from
Washington for this purpose in 1807.

Space fails to give an account of all
ol his endeavors ot this kind.

aud spent the remainder of his
life a Virginia' farmer. Being the mas-
ter of nearly a hundred slaves, and cul
tivating chiefly crops of grain, liv
ing also two days' ride from Richmond,

to carry on a great variety of industries.
I have already alluded to his nail fac-
tory, in after his retirement, he
sometimes employed as many as teu
hands, each of whom cleared two dol-
lars a day. His own Embargo off
his supply ot nail rods and closed bia
little factory for some years. Ue also
bad a considerable factory for making
cotton cloth, bringing his cattou
from Richmond up the James in barges.
He made all the cotton cloth for bia
household of a huudred aud twenty
people, beside selling a large quantity
to the country stores. He also had a
good blacksmith's shop, aud oue of his
slaves enjoyed the reputation of being

best workman iu wood iu that part
of Virginia. This man made a good
deal of the mahogany furniture for
Monticelio, did much ol the fine work
on the family coach, and when Mr.
Jefferson was building the University
of Virginia, he was greatly aided by
tliatantn and incennifv of (hi slave.

painter and glazier. He had at one
lime a small whisky distillery, and he
probably made as' good cider as was
ever produced from apples. He used
to say that, tw o defective apples in ten
bushels would noticeably affect the
flavor of the cider.

Perhaps the most important service
he rendered his own neighborhood was
iu building aud maintaining a flour mill
on the Uivana near his house. Dnriug
his presidency he rebuilt the mill aud
made a new dam. In connection with
this important structure,Captain Bacon
related a curious anecdote, showing
the calm temper of Mr. Jefferson. The
mill had cost a great deal of money, as
well as a great deal of time.coutrivance
aud anxiety. Soon after its completion
a wolnl catastrophe occurred.

"We had," said Captain Bacon,
"about eleveu thousand bushels of
wheat in the mill, aud coopers and
everything else employed. There was
a big freshet the first after the dam
was finished. It was raining power-
fully. I got up early in the morning-- ,

and went up to the dam. While I
stood there, it began to break, and I
stood aud saw the freshet sweep it all
away. I never felt worse. I did not
know what we should so. I went up
lo see Mr. JeUerson He had just come
from breakfast. 'Well, sir,' said he,
'have you heard from the river?' I said,
'Yes, sir: I have just come from there
with very bad news. The mill-da- is
all swept away.' 'Well, sir,' said be,
just as calm and quiet as though noth-
ing had happened, 'we can't make a
new dam this summer, but we will get
Lewis' ferry-boa- t, with our own, aud
get the bands from all the quarters,aud
boat in rock enough iu place ol the
dam, lo answer for the present, and I
will send to Baltimore and get ship-boll- s,

and we will make a dam that the
freshet can't wash away.' He then
went on and explained to roe iu detail
just how he would have the dam built.
We repaired the dam as he suggested,
and the next summer we made a uew
dam that I reckon must be there yet."

Such was the rural life of Thomas
JeUerson, a man who added a dignity
ami charm to au occupation which I
believe to be the most dignified aud
the most interesting of all tlie employ-
ments of man, the cultivation of the
soil. He was fortunate in having the
assistance of intelligent and aUectionate
laborers, who held him iu reverence,
and to whom he was more like a father
than master. Slavery as it existed at
Monticelio presented to Ihe casual visi
tor ils most pleasing aspect ; but being
a thing essentially and incurably evil,
it had even there its ugly features and
its dire effects. He extracted from it
all the good it was capable ot yielding,
and happily passed awav from this
sublunary scene before it ended iu the
wide-sprea- d disaster which he had
foretold forty years before, and of
which he warned his countrymen iu
language so impressive that it remains
part of the history of the institution
one long to be remembered.
