Tbe form of this in
dosement is so instructive and valuable, that
having bad occasion to read one a few days
ago we thought it should be printed for gen
eral information. The 1 inguage is as fol
lows: "In consideration of extra prem
ium permission is hereby given for the using
of a gasoline stove; the reservoir to be filled
by daylight only, and when the ttovt it not in

Warranted by tbe assured that no ar- -

ificial light be permitted in the room when
tbe reservoir is being filled, and no gasoline,
except that contained in said reservoir shall
be kept witbin the building, and not more
than five gallons in a tight and entirely closed
metalic can, free from leak, on tbe premises
adjacent thereto." . Here lol lows the signa-
ture of the agent, and then is appended this

caution": "'The danger from gosoline
stoves is not so much in themselves as in hav
ing the gasoline about. At ordinary tem-

perature gasoline ; gives off inflammable
vapor, and a light some distance from it will
ignite it tbrougb the medium of this vapor.
It is said that one pint of gasoline will im
pregnate 200 cubic feet of air and mahe it
explosive; and it depends.upon the propor
tions of air aud vapor whether it become a
burning gas or a destructive explosive. Be-

ware of any leaks in cans, and never forget
how dangerous a material you are handling.
Never attempt to fill the stove reservoir
while the stove is burning, or if any other
light is in the room. A little carelessness
may hazard your life as well as property."
The above facts and warnings deserve the
careful consideration of all persons who use
gasoline stoves.
