The
true policy for home rulers is to advo-
cate the reforms required by the work
ers of Great Britain while advocating
justice to Ireland.

The struggle tor the highest torm ot
lri?h liberty can and ought to run par-
allel to the aspirations of tbe British
democracy for a reform of their social
condition, for economical liberty,
labor pn the tieid and the workshop.

LIABILITIES OF DOG OWNERS--

From the American Agriculturist.
A savage dog is a possession which

demands Irom its owner extraordinary
care. Knowing, or being iu law pre
sumed to know, the dangerous nature
ot the property he has in charge, the
owner will be held liable for all dam
age, direct or indirect, which may be
caused by such property. It has how
ever, beeu held that the fact that a dog
is kuown to be savage, and that it has
attacked animals, is not enough to make
its owner liable to a man who is bitten
by it, unless he can show lhat such
owner bad knowledge ot the dog's
propensity to bite men. A ferocious
dog, accustomed to bite mankind, is
nuisance; and, it touud at large, may
be killed by any one. But he must not
be killed on his owner's premises, mi
less about to attack some oue. A dog
not naturally savage wi'l some) tines
bite, aud in such cases his owner's
liability will depend on the facts of the
case. If the dog, ''to gain some private
ends, ' has choseti to bite au unotfeiid
iug man or beast, his owner must pay
for it; but if a person will not "let a
sleeping dog lie,1' or otherwise teases
or provokes the animal and is bitten
therefor, the dog's owner may invoke
the doctrine of contributory negligence
A well-traine- d and good-nature- d dog
may cause injury to persons or proper
ty ; should he do so under direction o
his master, the latter will of course be
responsible.

t'nder Prohibition tawi.

Wichita, Kan., July 13. Kansas is
great state. It is noted for many

things its soil, its climate, its agricul
tural and horticultural possibilities, St.
John aud the drug store. There ate
other states whose soil compares tavoi- -
ahly; the climate may be matched, but
there is only one St. John, and Kansss
has developed him and the drug stoie
simultaneously. For when the tem-
perance people, under the lead ol St.
John, grafted the prohibition
law upon the tree of slate the drug
store was used as a scion. The law
prohibits tbe use of liquor as a bever-
age, but provides that the probate judge
may issue permits to the druggists to
sell it for medicine!

Now, the people of Kansas, being
deprived of their beverages, were
illlicted with more plagues than were
scut upon tbe Egyptians of ye olden
time. Strange diseases came npou them
und reptiles before unknown appeared
in great numbers. Murrain set iu
among tho cattle. "Footrot" came

among the sheep. Horses bad pink-
eye. Droughty Kansas became a plague
spot. Fortunately at the same time it
was also discovered that whisky, was a
cure for all these things. Whether it
was the bite of a "rattler" or liver
complaint; whether it was footrot in
sheep or fever iu a human, the poisou
of a tarautula, or tubercles in the lungs,
palsy ot tho brain or a stoncbruise on
the heel, wbisky cured them all. A
great demand arose lor whisky as a
medicine. Drug stores began to mul-
tiply. Probate judges were busy issu
ing permits. Every town, every posi- - ,

olliue, bad a drug store. It is said there
s a drug store to every one hundred

inhabitants of the slate of Kansas.
There are many villages in the .
like the village of Corwiu, Harper
county, which 1 visited A real cstato
man drove me out there to see the
place. After an hour's drive across tho
prairie ho pointed to a house and said:
"Thafs Corwin." It was a two story
frame building, standing alone upon
the prairie, but it contained all there
was of the city of Corwiu. Il was the
postolfice, a grocery, a hotel and a drug
storel The posttuasier keeps the hotel,
sells groceries aud manipulates the
drugs, which consist of a bottle ot
quinine and a barrel of whisky. I took
the lines aud held tbe mustangs while
my friend proceeded to "work the drug
store." He told the druggist that l
was suffering from sunstroke, and that,
worthy man put up a half-pi- of the
vilest whisky it was ever my lot to
sample. 1 am generally a temperance
man, but iu the interest ot truth and
science I was compelled to taste the
stuff. Unquestionably it was whisky,
though somewhat adulterated and vile
to the taste. One never could take it
except as a medicine.

Many people in the east suppose there
are no liquor saloons in Kansas. St.
Johu, in bis pilgrimages, loves to dwell
npou the success of tho temperance
cause in Kansas. - Perhaps St. John
really believe all he says; but it is a
fact that liquor is sold in many ot the
cities of this state openly iu saloons.
In tho little city of New Kiowa there
are ten saloons, beside a beer-bottli-

establishment, which daily ships beer
by the case lo all parts ot Kansas. One
sees drunken meu everywhere, and
there is not a police court or county
court in tbe state which has not some
liquor cases on its docket. Here In
Wichita there are uoopeu saloons, out
drug stores are legion, and there are
plenty ot cuiD-roo- wno re tue thirsty
soul may find comfort.

In oue respect, however, the prohibi-
tion law is a success. It prevents the
manufacture ol liquor within the stale.
There are no breweries or distilleries
in Kansas, and the restriction npon the
sale of it makes the.busiuess very profit-
able. Although beer may be purchas-
ed by the case for $3. yet the drug
stores retail il at 40 cents' a bottle. It
takes asilver dollar to buy a halt pint
of ordinary whisky, which in Kansas
is called ty tne eupuonious name oi
"tarantula juice." Everybody in Kan
sas seems to have anoi ror ot tarantulas,
but it is a singular fact that one never
bears ot any deaths from the bite of
one, and a stranger uever sees one of
them. Oue hears of people who have
been bitten by the tarantula, but it is
always iu the next town. Tbe conclu-sio- n

becomes irresistible that whisky is
au absolute specific for the poison, and
the spider never attacks a man who
has not a bottle of whisky by him, or
is at least in sight of a drug store. - ,
