The east-bou- passenger train on the Mis
souri Pacific railway, last Friday night, ran
over a mule, about three miles west of Napo-
leon, and flew the track, running some two
hundred and fifty teet on tbe cross ties, tb
cars keellng.jver and tbe engine being
ditched. Tbe engineer. Batrick O'Connell
was badly hurt about the bead, bis upper lip
receiving a cut about inches
long. His injuries were caused by being
thrown against a barbed wire fence. Tbe fire'
man, Geo. Yopst. a married man, living at
Sedalia, was instantly killed, bis head being
split open and bis body badly crushed. He
was found under tbe engine. No passengers
or others than the above were injured. Drs,
Chambers and Bane reached the scene as
quickly as it was possible to get there and
ministered to tbe wounded man.

Tbe N. Y. Sun prints in its Sunbeams the
following receipt, which we give to our
readers for what it is worth. If it accom
plishes what is claimed for it, it is quite val-
uable: "Tbe restoration of color to fabrics
which from one cause or another have de-
teriorated in this respect has suggested
various chemical applications and proeesses.
It has been customary to employ ammonia
for the purpose of neutralizing acids th.t
have accidently or otherwise destroyed the
color of the stuffs, this being neccessarily ap-
plied immediately, or tbe color is usually
imperfectly restored. An application of
chloroform has the effect of bringing out the
colors as bright as ever. Plush goods, and
all articles dyed with aniline, colors, faded
from exposure to light, resume their original
brightness of appearance after being sponged
with chloroform ; the commercial chloroform,
which is less costly than the purified,
answers well for this purpose."
