A MISSOURIAN'S VIEW OF THE “GOL-
DEN WEST” AND THE ROUTE HE
TOOK TO REACH IT, WITH A
FEW SKETOHES OF WHAT BE
SAW AND FELT WHILE EN-
JOYING A TWO MONTHS'
SIAY WITH ERIENDS
ON THE SHORES OF
THE PAOIFIC.

Evtror INTELLIGENCER :(—We ceased
our talk abont our journey (o the “Pa-
citie,” lust week at HReno, on the Truck-
ee river, amd at the foot ot the eastern
slope of the Sierra Nevada mountains,
244 miles east of San Francisco. Trock-
ee viver rizes in these mouniains and
flows in an easterly direciin, and is
lost in the Huomboldt valley. It is a
beautiful mountain stream ot clear,
culd water, and at some seasons of the
yveur it is a flowing torrent along
which the railvoad rans in  as-
cending the mountams trom the
east, On our way out we saw this
stream at night, but we counld hear its
water fulis above the din of the ruon-
ning train, It was up the valley of this
river that many of the gold hunters of
40-50, wended their way over these
mountains to the valleys und plains be-
yond, and it wonld seem that nature
intended to maunke a way over Lhese
mountains where she formed the chan-
nel of the ruckee and started its wa-
ters on their flow down the mountain
side to the east. Reno has a population
of 4,000, Itis the worthern terminus
ol the Carson & Colorado B R., which
runs south trom Reno throngh Nevads
and Eastern Calitornia; aud it is also
the southern terminus of the Oregon
and Nevada R. R. Going west we
reach the higbest puint ot the railroad
over the Sierra Nevada mountains at
Soda Springs. 52 miles west ot Reno.
Here we ure at an elevation of 6,750
feet above the sea, which is less than
200 miles distant. Toreach this eleva-
tiou we had to meander up this beauti-
ful “T'ruckee,” crossing and re-crossing
it, nscending all the while until the
summit is reached, aad then the de-
scent began, which coutinnes gradaally
for a few miles until we find ourselves
at the elevation of 3,600, when sadden-
ly we start up again and in going the
short distance ol lwo miles we ascend
nearly 3,000 feet to the station, bearing
the title of “Dateh Flat.” From this
point we again commence descending,
and going 12 niles we reach the eleva-
tion or 2,400 at *“Colfax.” ‘I'his rapid
descent trom Dutch Flat to Colfax re-
minded e of the sudden tall of acertain
individual who had reached Lhe next
highest political place in our govern-
ment, and who let his love of money
overcome him. Lo going the next tifty
miles the descent is graduoal until we
reach Sucramento, which is only 40 feet
ubove the sea level. mention these
things to you that the traveler to Cali-
foruis even in this day of railroads and
other tucilities has mwany up and downs
to go ere he completes his journey.
But not like s furernuner of 1849, he
hins no tired team to look afier and care
for and urge on, The iron horse with
his usuul supply of wuter and fuel will
generully makethe trip withoutgro wing
tired. He may sometimes bresk down
or jump the track, but he never com-
pluns.  We Lad to make the trip over
these California mountains in the night
time, both in going and returning.
Morning dawuned upon us before we
reached Sacramento, where we Llook
breaklast,on Saturday morning the fifth
day out from Kansus City. Loung be-
fore we arrived at Sacramento we re-
alized that we were in the land of corn
(wheat and bacley) and wine, by the
vineyards and grain fields that skirted
the railroad. At one station, Rocklin,
we noticed large buildings nsed, as we
ascertained, for fruit packing. From
this station and other poiuts along the
road east of Sasvamento, the ftroit

tue state, ship vast guantities ol fraits
to the Atlantic and Mississippi valley
states,

There was one peculiarity of the
weneral aspect of the country that
struck me at the lirst view, and that
was its “golden hue.” Everything ex-
cept the trees and viseyards looked
dry and yellow. | mentioned this tact
to an old Calilornian from near San
Diego, who was on the train, and his
auswer was, **Yes, the pastares look
brown and the grass is dev, it is well
cured hay, and to satisfy yourself ol
that fact, see, the enttle that feed upon
it are sleek and far.” Aud such truly is
the fact, I shall mention this peculiari-
ty of the Californis landscape, when I
come Lo speak move particularly ol the
growth of the state. Another peculiari-
ty attracted my attention, and that was
the live onk trees that are to be found
in so many of the grain delds, These
trees all resemble ol tapple trees, larger
it is trne, but stumpy and bushy in
their growth, and at the distance we
saw them from the woving train they
forcibly reminded me of old orchards I
had scen in Missonri. Atter we had
taken breakfust at Sacrmnento, the
cupitul of the state, our rourse from
thence on for miles was through vise-
yvards and grain felds, and pastures
coverad with herds: we were out of
the deserts aud monutain wastes, and
dowi in the valley of plenty and mag-
nificence.  Our iron borse seemed 1o
be inspired with fresh strenagth, and
carried us wayly over these beantitul
plains amd across the intervening vivers
nuntil we had regched the bay  at Ouk-
land.

At Benivia we crossed an arm ol the
Day on the Iargest ferry boat 1 ever
w00t that wny vne clseever saw, I reck-
o, It Ll the eapacity of taking on
boardl onr whole teain, and tor this
purpose  there  were divers railroad
tracks laid upon its deck, and upon
which the truin was rau in sections un-
til all wus on board, and then we
steamed ueross the bayv to Forr Casia,
wh re again the train was reformed
ald harnessed to our locomotive and
we scidded around the edge ot the
bay wd weross the country for nearly
dmies, Whea we resched Oakland
pier where we behielld one of the pret-
tiest sheets of water the eve of man
ever vosted npon. s not tes w good
place to stop? It was about 10 o'closk
a .
