EDUCATIONAL CHANGES IN THE
SOUTH.

FCharlcs Dudley Warner, in Harper's Mags- -

ziue for March.
There lias has been a great change in

the aspect ol the south aud in its senti-

ment within two years; or perhaps it

would be more correct to say that the
change maturing lor fifteen years is
more apparent in a period ol compar
ative rest from race or sectional agita
tion. The educational development is
not more marvellous than the indus-
trial, and both are unparalleled in his-
tory. Let us begin by an illustration:

I stood one day belore an assembly
four hundred pupils of a colored

college called a college, but with a
necessary preparatory department
children and well-grow- n voting women
and men. The buildings are line, spa- -

.ions, not inferior to the best modern
educational buildings either iu archi
tectural appearance or in interior tui -

ishiu'r, with scientific apparatus, a
library, tbe appliances approved by
eceut experience in teaching, with ad

mirable methods and discipline, and an
accomplished corps of instructors.
The scholars were neat, onlerly, intel
ligent in appearance. As 1 stood for a
moment or two looking at their bright,
expectant faces the profound signifi-
cance of the spectacle and the situation
came over ine, ana l said : "l wonuer

t you know what you are doing, if
you realize what this means.. Here
you are In a school the equal of any of
its grade in the land, with better meth-
ods of instruction than prevailed any
where when 1 was a bov, with the
gates of all knowledge opened as free
ly to yon as to any youth in tne lanu
here, in this stale, where only about
twenty years ago it was a misdemean-
or, punishable with fine and imprison
ment, to tcacb a colored person to read
aud write. And I am brought here to
see this fine school, as one of the best
things he can show me in the city, by

confederate colonel- - Not In all his-
tory is tbero auy instance of a change
like this iu a quarter ot a century; no,
not iu one nor in two hundred years.
It seems incredible."

This is one of the schools instituted
and sustained by northern friends of
the south; but while it exhibits the
capacity ot the colored people tor edu
cation, it ii not so significant in the

south as Z public .Xf,.r Indeed,I
ucAli iu mo aiuaaiug niuiiBiiiai unihiiga
in the south, nothing is bo striking as
tbe interest and progress in the matter
of public schools. In all the cities we
visited tbe people were enthusiastic
about their common schools. It was a
common remark, "I suppose we have
one of the best school systems iu the
country.'' There is a wholesome rival
ry to have the best. We found every
where the graded system aud the new
est methods of teaching in vogue.
In many ol the primary rooms in both
white aud colored schools, when 1

asked if these little children knew the
alphabet when they came to school, the
reply was: "Not generally. We pre
fer they should not; we use the new
method of teaching words." In many
schools the youegest pupils wore
taught to read music by sight, mid to
understand its notation by exercises on
the black-boar- d. Iu the higher classes
generally the instruction in arithmetic,
in reading, in geography, iu History,
and in literature was wholly in the
modern method. In souie of tbe geog
raphy classes and in the language
classes 1 was reminded of tbe drill iu
the German schools. In all the cities,
as far as l could learn, the public
money was equally distributed to the
colored aud to the white schools, aud
the number of schools bore a just pro-
portion to the number of the two
races. When the town was equally
divided in population, tbe number of
pupils in the colored schools was about
tbe same as the number iu the white
schools. There was this exception
though provision was made for a hif
school to terminate the graded for
colors, the number in the color-- '
school departmeut was nsr'
small; and the reason givehA At "fot
and white teachers was IhiL . color-
ed children had not yet Jta' . 'iup to
it. The colored people pr- -
ot tbeir own race, and &,.. .

generally employed, bntia,. "v. .
colored schools have White'-4oxe- n

and generally, I think, with belter re-
sults, although I saw many thoroughly
good colored teachers, and one or two
colored classes under them that com-
pared favorably with any white classes
of tbe same grade.

The great fact, however, b that tho
common- - school system has become a
part of southern life, is everywhere
accepted as a necessity, and usually
money is freely voted to sustain it.
But practically, as au efficient factor in
civilization, tbe system is yet undevel-
oped iu tbe country districts. 1 can
only speak from personal observation
of the cities, but the universal testimo
ny was that the common schools in the
couutrv for both whites and blacks are
poor ThiSe mouths' schooling ill the
year is about the rule, and that.ol la
slack and inferior sort, under nicon -
tent toachers. Iu some places, ,

Tbe danger to the slate ot ignorance is
more and more apprehended. And it
is upon this that many of the best men
ot the south base their urgent appeal
for temporary aid from the lederal
government for public schools. It is
seen that a stale cannot soundly pros-
per unless its laborers arc to some de-
gree intelligent. This opinion is showi
in little tilings One of the great
planters ol the Yazoo Delta told im
that he used to have no end ot trouble
in settling with his hands. But now
that numbers ot them can read and
cipher, and explain the accounts to tl e

others, be never has the least trouble.
One caunot speak too highly of the

private schools of the soutii, especially
ot those for young women. 1 do nol
know what tiiey were before tho war.
probably mainly devoted to 'acconi-plishtiieiits- ,''

as most of girls' schooh
in the north were. Now most of their
arc wider in range, thorough in disci-
pline, excellent in all the modern
methods. Some of them, under accom-
plished women, are entirely in line
with the best in the country. Belore
leaving this general subject of educa-
tion it is necessary to 6uy that the ad-
visability of im lust rial training, as sup-
plementary to book-learnin- g, is grow-
ing in favor, and that in some colored
schools it is tried with good results. .

tatives to override Hie president 8 veto
ot the dependent parents' pension bill
caused the face of Major Warner lo
take on one or those sardonic grins
that is any thing but a promoter of good
digestion.
