or currency. 2?o ono can doubt that
tho Government credit is better than
that of any banii more stable and
more safe. Lank pspor is cheap te
those who mako it, but dear, very
dear, to those who use it. On tho
othor hand tho credit'of the Govern-

ment while it would greatly facili-

tate its financial operations, would
of course add nothing to-th- o cost of

production, which woijjd givo every
branch of our industries, agriculture,
cortimcrco and manufactures, as far
as its circulation raighi extend, great
advantage, both at home and abroad,

and 1 now undertake to affirm with-

out the least lear that I can bo ans-

wered, that a paper issued by the
Government, with a simple promise
to receive it for all its dues would to

the extent it would circulate form h

perfect paper circulation, which
would be as uniform in value as the
metals themselves; and I shall be

able to prove that it is within the
constitution and powers of Congress
to use such a paper in tho manage- -

ainent of its finances, according to
tho most rigid rule of construing the
constitution." " r
