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CCIIREXT TOPICS.
The public debt statement for Jan. 1

shows an increxc during the preceding
month of .93,585,742. The total debt,
less $137,001,278 cash in Treasury-- ! was
82,089,330,099.

Commodoke Vaxdekiiilt died on
the 4th, after an illness of several
months' duration, at his residence in
New York City. He was 81 years of
age.. His dcatb had little or no effect
on the stock market, having been so
long expected. It is estimated, by
those in position to judge, that Commo-
dore Vanderbilt was owner of securities
having a present market value of about

85,000,000, and that of this total fully
55,000,000 consisted of stock and

bonds of the New York Central and
Hudson Kivcr Railroad. It is under-
stood that the bulk of this vast property
is to be kept together, and that provis-
ion has been made for reinvesting the
accruing interest on it in his favorite
securities.

Mr. William A. Wiikklek, in a re-

cent interview with a New York Herald
correspondent, expressed his opinion
that Congress has no right to go behind
the returns, further than to ascertain
the regularity of the certificates; that
the action of the Louisiana Returning
Board is conclusive and final as to the
result in that State, and that had a fair
election been held there the Republi-
cans would have carried the State by
15,000 majority. He further expressed
himself as opposed to any trade or
compromise, and says the question
should be settled according to the spirit
of the law.

Gen. Ckook's command disbanded
at Fort Fctturman on the 29th ult, the
severity of the weather and the scat-
tering of the hostilcs having rendered
it useless to attempt any further cam-
paigning this season. Crazy Horse
and band are believed to be ou the Lit-

tle Missouri. Gen. Crook expresses
the opinion that the hostilcs are so bad-

ly demoralized that it will be an easy
matter to subdue them entirely nex
season.

Tiie Boston Board of Tra'de has
adopted a resolution against the
adoption of a silver basis, and petition-
ing Congress that silver shall not be
made a legal tender for any sum larger
than ten dollars.

In response to a dispatch from Gov.
Kellogg, of Louisiana, to President
Grant, asking for recognition of the
new Republican State Government and
Legislature, .the President telegraphed
on the 7th that ho did not propose to
interfere, further than to instruct the
military commander at New Orleans to
keep the peace and prevent bloodshed.
This decision was unanimously ap-

proved by the Cabinet,
