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Mosqynitoes in Burmah.

The Burmah varieties of mosquitoes
are numerous, and all eagerly thirst
atter Luman or animal blood.  Ele-
phants and buffaloes suffer from their
attacks aimos! as much as human be-
inge, but protect themselves in n mens-
ure by wallowing in mud or eovering
their bodies with mud and dost.  Ar
night, when eattle are tied up, the Bur-
man coltivator usually make< a fire of
green woosl, and the smoke to a cer-
tain exteat protects the animals from
the attacks of insects. At Manobeng,
which has the reputation of being the
mast mosquito-hannted station of brit-
ish Burmash, the European residents,
after four p. m., have 1o pesort to mos-
quitn rooms— large frames coversd over
with net—and thus pass the tme the
best they can until the following mora-
ing. lnsome parts of the DBassein -
trict homane owners of eattle and
ponies have mosquito curtains =ven for
ther beasts. The Irmawadi river, on
which Rangoom, the chief town of the
province, is built, is also celebrated for
the large size of the mosguitoes and the

with mosquito rooms similar 19 those
used in Maoobeng.
