Varieties of Fond for Stock.

The majority of farmers arc not fa-

miliar with the terms now used to clas-
sify the different qualities of food for
stock, for they do not take kindly lo
such expressions as "albuminoids,"

'carbo-hydrates,- el . Vet, alter all, the
modes of expression are simple and em-
body nearly all the constituent ele-

ments that enter into foods grown upon
the farm for stock feeding. Some foods
are tat producing, such as corn, while
others promote the development of
mu-cl- e, bone and nerves, such as clover.
All foods are classified under appropri-
ate heads, each ranking iu proportion
to its nitrogen, carbon anil mineral a-- h.

Thus, in order to arrange together tie si:
foods that are nitrogenous or muscle,
producing, the term 'albuminoids' is
employed because the nitrogen
always in combination in the -- hape of
albumen. The "carbo-hydrates,- ," ' or
heat producing sub;tauces are thoo
rich in starch and sugar, and as starch
and sugar both contain a large propor-
tion of carbon, and al-- o large quantities
Df oxygen and hydrogen (water), tho
term applied illustrates the value of the
food as well as its composition. The
base of all the nitrogenous foods - pro
tein. hen we know that certain foods
contain librin. gelatin, albumen or ease-in- .

which are found in all animal and
vegetable organizations, the fact that
nitrogen is pre cut is made plain, be-

cause that element is nece-ar- y in such
s; and when we understand

that foods contain starch, gum, sugar
and oils it is apparent that they mu-- t
of ticces-it- y contain carbon.

In feeding to animals the farmer, by
his ktiowledge of the difference between
flesh-formi- foods and tho-- o that form
fat, is enabled to o combine the differ-
ent food- - as to provide for all their
wants. Knowing that
or nitrogenous foods produce mtisele
(lean mean and milk, m;order to allow
for heat and fat he mu-- t balance the
food.-- for the purpo-- c of avoiding too
much of the one kind and not enough ot
the other. On an average the propor-
tion of nitrogenoti- - food to the carbon-
aceous, is "as one 'to six; or rath
er he should add sis times as
much of the carbonaceous as he does
of the nitrogenous. The conditions,
however atl'ect the proportions; for if
an animal is highly exerci-e- d, as is the

the and even when the farmer
feeds" liberally of carbonaceous material
ho will starve his animal-i- f they do not
receive, nitrogenous food. Hence wo
often notice that on some farms where
the stock is liberally provided with cer-
tain kinds of food that tho animals are
not thrifty, the young ones do not grow,
and the farmer is annoyed at the un-

satisfactory results of what he suppose
is good management, when the cause
is a lack of perhaps only a single ele-

ment, which, in connection with a less
quantity of the kind of food given,
would produce a radical change.

It is important then, in order to de-

rive the be;t results from feeding ani-
mals, that the farmer thoroughly un-

derstand the quality of the material
used. Its feeding value depends upon
the proportion of those elements best
adapted to the purposes in view, and
unless a perfect knowledge of the eom-poMti-
