" Greely was in a mighty bad condition,
lie was contlnnd to the tent by extreme
weakness. He was mighty pnpu ar with
the inajotity of tlie p.uty and when the
men otitaliii i! Minn thing to cat it was
their natural iiiijitil.se to Mure it i th their
iiiiiiniander. He partook of human ilcsh
without knowing whit he was eating.
His mental and bodily strength was too
far gone to know or care. Thero Is
doubt in uij-- mind but Mime of those who
died also partook ol human Ilcsh

"The story of the joy of the Mitvivom
when tln-- were found U ridiculous.
Lieutenant Colwell, who was tin- - tlrst
man to reach the tent, told me that
wh-- li they met Long who, jou know,
came part wav to meet them, he was com-
pletely piaieilotit. When how many
were livtt replied: "See:i."

Colwell didn't
know him, and iiski d him three timrs
who he was. but he couldn't reply.
Brainerd then said: 'It's Greely.'

He was afraid of
gi ing them too much, and si nl for the
Suigeon to come ashoie. The men then
bt i to curse him for not giving them
food. IJiec y s ud iiiteotis.y : '1 think af-

ter all that I've been through jou might
give me something to cat.'

"You see those men were in a terrible
condition. A 1 said, they ate human
Ilcsh and Greely ate it, ton, but I don't
believe that he knew it. Little Counull
told me the close call he had," s.itd Lieu-
tenant Powell, musingly. "You know
he was just about at the point of deat1
when tliey found him. Slid he: 'Mv
mi ml was perfectly clear when the rci-cue- rs

arrived, but I was so m ar d ad
that hey thought I was dead. They felt
mo and move t me and finally ib eided '
was no use. All this time I hnlu't bcea
able to tell them that I was alive. T ey

The meeting, no doubt, was an affecting
one, but it didn't occur in the way de-- I
scribed. .Mr- -. Greely traveled night and
day from San Diego, but she didn't break
down but on e a i t . t was only for a
moment when she was in the barge
which was taking her to the Thetis. The
two Nesmiths, her brother-- , were with
her, and General aud .Mrs. Ilazen. Greelj
was on deck when the bars approached,
and seeing his wife in it he cl moed over
the rail o! the vessel and wis about to
jump into the barge. One of the Nesmith
boys, who had reached the deck, caught
him by the arm and said that his wife
wanted to see him below. He went down
iuto the Captaia's cabin and his wife fol-

lowed.
