How to Make m Warm Garment for a Four-Year-O-ld

Lad.
Materials Seven ounces of Dorcas

knitting worsted, one pair of medium-size- d

riiblKT pins, fonrteen inches long.
This little kiit skirt is suitable for a

boy i years old. It can be worn with a
jersey, also the little briorhe Cardigan
jacket. Wheh so combined it is a very
pretty and useful suit.

Three breadths are required for this
sizn kilL When they are completed
sew together neatly; then sew on to
band or waist. The pattern is in nines.
All breadths are worked alike. The
following is for one breadth only:

Cast on one hundred and thirty-fiv- e

Stitches, which equals fifteen blocks, i.
c, nine stitches to each block.

First Row Knit two, purl one,
clear across row.

Second Row Knit two, purl seven,
clear across row.

Third Row Knit six, purl three,
clear across row.

Fourth Row Knit four, purl five,
clear across row.

Fifth Row Knit four, purl five, clear
across row.

Sixth Row Knit six. purl three, clear
across row.

Seventh Row Knit two, purl seven,
clear across row.

Eighth Row Knit eight, purl ore,
clear across row.

Begin next with firt row.
Repeat this pattern eleven times.
Xow for baud part. Knit across once,

decreasing three times in each block by
knitting two together: knit one. Upon
this row knit a row by knitting one.
purl one. Repeat this last for twenty
rows, or as deep as you wish:

Crochet an open-wor- k row across the
top through which to run the riblon or
cord to fasten with. Dorrax Magazine.
