APPLYING ASHES.

Olio of flip I'est :nul flie-ipos- t Fertilizers
lli.lt Clin l!o .Secured.

Neither wood nor coal ashes should
jo allowed to go to waste; both can bo
Ued with good results if proper care
is taken. Unleachcd allies are. of
course, tho most valuable: next comes
leached wood ashes, and then coal
ashes. They are all, however, well
worth tho labor of saving and apply-
ing, and can be used for a variety ol
purposes.

In the garden, tho truck and small
fruit patch they can ba used to

If properly stored away
M) as to Keep dry they are line and can
bo readily applied and incorporated
with tho soil. It is important with
fertilizers of any kind to have them in
such condition as to be readily

and then to be in a condition to
bo available for the growing plants.
It is not the amount of plant food that
is applied to the soil that benefits the
plants, but the quantity that is made
available. Good uood ashes can turn
a considerable amount of available
potash, and for some crops especially
that requires or need their element of
that plant food it can be obtained by
using wood ashes.

With small crops in the garden, like
onions or lettuce, the bettor plan is to
apply broadcast, either just before
owing the eed or after preparing' the

soil in good tilth, or as a top dressing
after tho seed is sown. With largo
crops, liko peas or beans, apply di-

rectly in the drill, working well into
tho soil before planting the seed.
Potatoes can. in a majority of cases,
be considerably benefited by an appli-
cation of a small quantity hi the hill
before planting the seed. With rasp-
berries and strawberries an applica-
tion, of a small quantity around each
plant early in the spring will prove of
considerable benefit. They can bo
applied upon the surface, and in culti-
vating be well worked into the soil.
They are very valuable applied around
pear trees, aiding materially to keep
them in good health and in maintain-
ing a good growth. Considering the
little work of saving and applying
them, ashes are one of the best, fer-

tilizers that can bo secured. Detroit
