
THE VIRGINIA NIGHTMARE.

Mie Cuinlor Strucrlo llftirwn Mahone- -
Ism anil Common Decency.

Tho unanimous nomination of Ma-

hone for Governor oi Virginia makes
a sharply-define- d issue between

and decency, and tho cam
oaten will be a hot one. Tho nomina
tion removes all doubts of Democratic
bolidnrity. Tho Democrats who, bo-in-

encajred in the tobacco businoss,

think the first reduction of Federal
taxes should bo on tobacco, will forget
their differences with those who advo-

cate immediate reduction of tariff
taxes. Xo man alive can bring more
hlraiffht Democratic votes to the polls
in Virginia than Mr. Muhonc. His
nomination of himself under such cir-

cumstances is characteristic of the
man. He is as pugnacious as he is
dictatorial. l!y nominating himself
he humiliates his enemies in his own
party and infuriates the Democrats.
It is not probable that he expects, elec
tion, but the fight will give him the
keenest enjoyment.

Iho platform on which he was
nominated is such a studied and
elaborate jumble of incompatible ideas
that it is more suggestive of night
mare than of anv thing else. It glor
ifies Virginia and calls for Federal
interference in its politics; it indorses
tho Confederacy and supparts the
Union; it denounced tho Democrats
for giving office to "ex-caval- brig
adiers and the like rather than to
farmers. whi!o General Mahone and
his brigadiers were waiting to be
nominated on it; it is in favor of every
thing every body wants, from tho freo
coinage of silver to exemption from
working tno roads; it is uittorly op
posed to evory thing every body does
not liko to do, from paying incon
venient debts to getting tho worst of a
bargain. It is for high taxes and low
taxes. It wants tariff taxos
kept up and Virginia Stato taxes kept
down, and if there is any thing else it
has failed to favor or oppose, whether
it is free school books and "fostering
care" for tho oyster beds on tho one
hand, or bad roads and immorality on
tho other, it must havo been omitted
only because tho platform committeo
was too drunk to think of it.

Or, if we reject this charitable view.
we must account for the platform as a
piece of pure Malioncism; an attempt
to appeal at the same time to n

federates and negroes. This makes it
ludicrous a very "Snark" o: a plat
form, to unravel which is an attempt
attended by the same difficulties de
scribed by tho doggerel bard in writ
ing of his encounter with that incon
sequential creature of indigestion:

Every night after dark
1 cnRite with tho Snark

In u dreamy, delirious fight;
And X serve him with greens
In those shadowy scenes.

And 1 use him fur striking a llsht.
This suggests but does not limit tho

possibilities of this creation of Jla--
honeism tho Virginia nightmare. It
will cut no figure in tho fight, for tho
issuo is Alutiono, and the lrginia
Democrats loso all seno of humor
when tho question is for or against
Mahone. They will undoubledly de
feat him by a majority that ought to
dispose of him finally.

la the meantime tho demand is
made for "the full recognition of tho
civil and political equality of this (Ma-
hone) party, its organization and its
constitutions by tho National party
and Administration;'' which must
mean that President Harrison must
send Tanner and Blocks-of-Fiv- o Dud
ley down to assist in making good tho
platform guarantees oi "lull sympa
thy and succor for tho disabled Con-
federate, or tho widow or orphan of
dead Confederate soldiers.''

THAT PENSION RULING.
Lazlnes Will Hereafter Stand the lo- -

srrtor for a lonliitial1e DUeaae.
Untcrrified by tho remarkable July

itatcmcnt of tho public ebt, which
tho knell of the surplus and

gave warning of pension payments far
beyond tho regular appropriations of
Congress, the luss.ey has
republished, the ancient edict of the
Republican party, that dishonorable
discharge from the Union armies shall
not prejudice the cause of an applicant
for pension.

This detestable ruling was over-
thrown with the entry of an honest
administration under General Black.
It docs not seem possiblo that any-
body save a thief and he the thief in
direct interest, should believe that a
soldier dishonorably discharged, an
enemy of his country, a man whoso
abilities were directed against the
tcrvico that such a man could under
tiny conceivable circumstances be en-

titled to the gratitude of his country
and the comforts of its liberal hand.
Yet such is tho decision of ISussoy, up-

holding Tanner, who, after the recent
whitewash, gleams wllito as an arch-
angel.

The Herald, in denouncing this de
cision, rests its faith on the honor and
patriotism of tho soldiers who put
down the rebellion. For the charac-
ters who desented, who accepted boun
ties at one rendezvous only to seek
another place of enlistment, who car-lie- d

nov.s to the enemy, who betrayed
their comrades, or who, in any ether
unquestioned way reaped the disgrace
of dishonorable discharge, there
should bo enduring hostility rather
than dishonest subvention. Ileeause
thieves have votes, liussey and Tanner
would not only keep them out of jail,
but furnish them a gratuitous Federal
support. Because the men crippled
by the war are already on the pension
rolls, tho surplus-reducer- s, now in the
interest of war tariff and war ex-

penses, send word for all the deserters
y swear to a chronic and come

So long as Tanner and
Bassoy may bo in the Treasury, and
tho organized "soldier element" can
bo kept in the Republican fold, lazi-
ness will stand the deserter for a dire
and pensionab'.e dUeaso.

Tho case for the honest soldier is
this: The Nation, largo as it is, can
not forever maintain a war-footi- of
tax.

and perhaps $200,000,000, will be dis-

bursed for pensions, much of the sum
in open defiance of both law and rea-
son. Now lot the real heroes ask
themselves what would happen U
legitimate pensioners if a gigantic
foreign or civil war should suddenly
wreak itself on tho United States.

PROTECTION AND TRUSTS.
Monopolistic Combinations Mmle I'oiaihle

Only ly a High Tariff.
We have often stated the argument

against industrial trusts, and ono of
tho arguments against a high tariff is
that it favors their establishment.
Trusts are more numerous and power-
ful than ever, and protection has re-
cently achieved a signal victory. Dur-
ing the campaign the large dependence
of trusts upon protection was plainly
demonstrated, and it will hardly bo
contended that if the protective policy
had been defeated at the polls, trusts-woul-

havo continued to multiply, ex-

cept upon tho belief that there would
be no serious disturbance of tho tariff.
The relation of a high tariff to trusts
is evident and sinip'e. A high tariff
discourages importations of protected
manufactures. Such discouragement
is supposed to secure tho home mar-
ket. If, then, the existing domestic
producers of protected manufacturers
can agreo to combine instead of com-
pete, they can destroy domestic com-
petition, and command tho market at
their own prices. In a period of
tendency to tho aggregation of capital
this result is quite sure, as experience
proves, to follow a high tariff. Such
a tariff is expressly designed to secure
a domestic monopoly. But that mo-

nopoly, onco established, will by its
own law tend to its own aggrandize-
ment. Defended from foreign compe-
tition, it will strike at the domestic
competition which remains.

This is the actual situation, and it
has naturally alarmed soma of tho
warmest friends of a high tariff, who
see plainly tho dangers of trusts.
They see that they destroy tho funda-
mental argument for a high protect-
ive policy, which is that it tends to
diversify industries, and that .diversi-
fied domestic indu-tri- cs are indispen-
sable to a great nation. Consequently,
even if a high tariff inevitably en-

hances the price of articles which it
excludes from importation, tho in-

crease should be patriotically borne
for a time, because the increase of pro
duction and the freo and fair competi
tion of domestic industries for the do-

mestic market will presently diversify
industries and lessen prices, f'his is
the groat argument of a high protect-
ive policy. But the natural develop-
ment Of that policy discredits it This
is denied by some of its ardent friends.
But it is obvious. Tho very fact of
the rapid rise of trusts illustrates it.
Undoubtedly a wise and humane view
of a high tariff regards it not as a de
vice of taxing the many for the few.
but as a National benefit. It is a
theory that a nation may well pay a
high price for its industrial independ-
ence of tho rost of the world, and
that patriotism should persuade its
citizens to pay, at least for a time,
higher prices for certain commodities
than other nations uay, in order to so--

curo the immense advantages of indus-

trial independence. This is the most
engaging, liccauso not wholly a mer-cena- rv

argument for a high tariff.
But it is sentimental, not practical.

In practice, just in tho degree that a
high tariff tends to secure that inde-
pendence, tho independence is abused

"to tho selfish interests of a class. The
abuse is expressed in the word trusts.
Are they patriotic? Are they formed
for the public benefit or for privato
advantage? Are the prices which,
like all monopolies, they can com-
mand, the price of greater National
independence or a tribute paid to mo-

nopolist-? Yet are they not in this
country the simple, natural and

result of the industrial situ
ation produced by a high tariff? Is it
supposed that except for such a tariff
they would be generally organized?
Tho natural corrective is foreign com-
petition. If it be argued that such
competition would merely tend to in-

ternational trusts with tho samo ends
n view, that is only to say tliat the

ovil would become so vast that it
would be prohibited as against public
policy. Laws to prevent combina-
tions to raise prices are proper and
familiar. Hut tho discussion of the
subject of trusts w ill inevitably deepen
the conviction that a high tariff, by
its necessary results, produces the ef-

fects of such a combination. Harper's

Milk may be canned ju-- t a--s you
would fruit. Bring the milk to the
boiling point and fill your jars to the
brim with it. then shut air tight. This
will keep any length of time and be
just as good when opened as when it
was put up.

For green gage jam skin and stem
ripe green gages. Jlake a sirup, uing
three-fourth- s of a pound of sugar to a
pound of fruit and just enough water to
keep the fruit from burning at tir-- t.

Put the fruit in and boil quickly three-quarte- rs

of an hour, skimming and
stirring often.

Baked cucumbers. Cut tine, largo
cucumbers lengthwise, scoop out the
avJs, and stuff them with a dressing
made of cold veal or chicken, bread
crumbs, -- alt and pepper to taite, and
enough melted butter to make a smooth
paste. Tie the two halves of the
cucumb-'- r together and bake in a stow
oven. Serve hot as a side dish. Tho
Housekeeper.

To can grapes. Pick them care-
fully from the stems, taking care not
to tear the skins much: put them in a
porcelain kettle, with a little water;
stir them carefully and only enough to
make sure that thev are well heated
through; then put them in the cans.
The pulp will then be whole, anil the
lauce not all seeds ami skins.

Little red ants, it is said, can nut
travel over wool or rag carpet. One

"Cover a shelf in your closet or pantry
with flannel, set whatever you wish to
keep from the ants on it. and they will
it once disappear."

The Northern plan of husking corn,
that of building and putting the stalks
from two shocks together, is a good
one.

the shocks will not blow over. The
more care, the more good nutritious
fodder will bo saved.

PROFIT IN POULTRY.
Incensant Attention :iml Caro Necvus.-ir- j

to Sitrrrm.
"Io you think there is any money m

poultry?-- ' said a young fanner to mo
ono day. My wife has the hen fever
and thinks of going into poultry-raisin- g

quite extensively another winter, for
tho purpose of raising broilers. She
likes, to fuss with hens, but when I go
near them, they fly all over me, got on
my head, and are altogether too fa-

miliar; I can't stand it." His question
was a fair ono; it has been asked hun-

dreds of times before, and in all proba-
bility wilt be asked times innumerable
in the future. Any man embarking in
any new venture, financial, mechanical,
agricultural or otherwise, wishes to
know whether the dollar he puts into
it is likely to be returned to him with
a few added cents as iuttrest on his
investment. Any man (and man em-

braces woman, 'tis said,) with a sound
head will settle this point before em-

barking in any new enterprise.
In the ca.--o mentioned above it is safe

to say that the farmer referred to will
not make poultry pay. Ho "can't spend
time fussing with them." He doesn't
want them "climbing all over him."
He had better "quit the buslne-- s before
lie begins it." If there is one occupa-
tion that requires fus-dng- ' more than
another, raising poultry is that one.
The secret of success in the whole busi-
ness is attention to little tilings. That
farmer's wife will be very likely to
make it pay if she goes at it in the
right way. Women are usually more
successful with poultry than men, for
the very reason that they will pay more
attention to the detaiK

As to the profits to bo derived from
poultry, the same pains-takin- g care,
and the application of the same busi-

ness principles that would insure suc-
cess in any other occupation, combined
with a thorough knowledge of tho
bnsiness would prove fairly remunera-
tive iu this. There have been many
failures and disappointments among
beginners. These have usually resulted
from individuals em
barking in it without sufticient experi-
ence, or a willingness to give proper
attention to details. A man has a
small llock of hens which prove quite
profitable, yielding a net income, say,
of 1 per head. Ten hens, $10 profit;
1.000 hens. $1,000 profit. '1 bus he rea-
sons. Why uot? If tho poultryman
can surround his 1.000 hen with the
same conditions which surround tho
10, there is no earthly reason why he
can not make a proportionate profit.
But. can he? Hens will not succeed
in large flocks, hence they must be kept
in small numbers.

He must expect tospend more time in
caring for a large number than ho
would for the smaller one. He must
learn the business thoroughly before
engaging in it extensively. He must
remember that good things como
slowly, and must not expect to make a.
fortune all at once. If he really wants
to make a business of keeping poultry,
ho should try a Jew hens at first and
get all the information he ctm from all
possible sources. If he succeed with
the few, he may increase the number by
raising chickens from his own Cock, and
thus avoid tho cash outlay necessary if
hens are purchased. This may seem
like a slow way. but it is a safe one.
and the poultryman will thus be more
likely to make the fortune he is alter,
than he would be in any other way.

If he has the broiler business in
mind, the same remarks will apply-abou-t

beginning in a small way. Arti-

ficial incubator, brooders, etc.. are a
necessity, and the outlay must of neces-
sity be considerable. Incessant atten
tion is necessary, and while physical
strength is not so indispensable as it is
in some other occupations, those who
are averse to hard srork had better
shun the business. Yes. there is
money ia poultry, just as there is
money in dairying, in fruit-growin- g,

atock-raisin- g. etc.. but as there are
many who fail to get the money there
is in" these wid other occupations, so
there are thoss who will fail to get ihu
roonoy th-jr- e is is pouitrv Kuril
Usw VorfctSJ. .

A BEAUTIFUL CAVEEX.

Strange Discovery of a Former
Near Findlay, O.

His ll.ir.o rtrraks T!irmih ttie Earth and
a Subterranean l'assas1 19 l

A Larje That JI.i Item
Only IVrlUlly Explored.

About tea miles southeast of Findlay. O.,
writes a corresiKiEdent of the Chicago
Tnoune. hes a long stretch of limestone,
which croppng out at various places serves
to mark tue dsvii.ng lise between Hancock
and Wyandot counties. At this point the
limestone reaches its highest elevation in
riorthwestcra OUio and then cits rapidly
away, not to appear ajain above the sur-
face until it reaches the shores of Laka
Kno or. the north, ar.it tho Limestone river,
near Springfield, on the south.

One mile south of this ridge cf limestone
is the beginning of what is popularly sup-
posed to have once been a laUe. from which
the water h..s in soaie mysterious way been
drained, !ea ::ig a sunken space varying in
depth from tea to forty feet and tea innes
long by three v.uJe. over which tho rank
vegetation of perhaps centuries ha rolT!5i
died and decayed, leaving a bog or morass.

A snort distauc-- from the marsh, and
stilt further south, a wonderful cave has
recently discovered, concerning
which riarvi't.ius reports have been put in
circulation by the people living in the

The entrance to tho
was accidentally discovered

by a horsn breaking through a thin crust of
earth whi.e r.t work in a tield. In
the animal it was fraud :aat tho hole into
which he had partial.y f.u.en led down Into
sorae dark and unknown space, which gave
hack no echoing sound when substances
were dropped into it. Tim aroused the
euriosi'y of the farmer. Henry Oremdle,
who came to this city to relate tho story of
his wonderful find. A party of men drove
out there and investigated the matter suf-
ficiently to satisfy themselves thatdrcindlo
had alu:idy something much
out of the ordinary m the cave one.

Tho farmer, finuiiiga llood of peopleovcr-rimnin- g

his promise-- , looking for the en-

trance to the conceived the Idea of
turning lus discovery into profit, and, man-

ufacturing a ropo ladder, he erected a tent
over the yawning hole in the ground, and
charged venturesome visitors tenecntseach
for the privilego of going down to tho bot-
tom of the cave.

The correspondent visited the cave and
made as thoro-ig- an examination as it was
possible. The distance from the top to the
first lauding is about sixty-fiv- e feet, and
the passage is through solid limestone a;l
the way, tho aperture varying in diameter
from three to thirty feet. The floor of tho
first rcsting-p'..- is dry rocl of an uneven
character. This landing is an
about sixty-liv- e feet wide at the back. Tho
wall is a solid rock clear up to tho
surface of the earth and about ono hun-
dred feel in length, when it forms the door-
way or entrance to the main cavern, 'liic
main chamber has a dome like roof of nSi
which rises gradually from nil sides to an
apjjt not less than fifty feet in height. Tho
dimcus.ous of this room, as near as could be
measured, are ISO feet by A 'A. The floors are
full of little hills and valley, making walk-
ing in the s the only light
furnished visitors biug lanterns exceed-
ingly difficult and falls frequent. Tho roof
of tiiispartof the cavn is dark, rooky and
unbroken by any thing of a gllttoring char-
acter.

At tho point whero tho chamber narrows
there isa dark, ueep fissure in tho floor, be-

yond which human vision can not penetrate.
This cnasm, which is about twenty feet
wide, has been bridged, and as ono pdsses
over he can h-- ar the rippling of water be-

neath him. On the other side of this stream
or river is :i long irregular gallery v. Inch
leads into another chamber, but not so largo
as the first. Here the roof and
sides reveal stalactites in abundance, all

in brilliant colors. Nothing in-

dicating animal or vegetablo life was found
hero or inanyofthe other apartments of
the cave, iieyond this room is u lake of wa-

ter, which in shape and contour of shore is a
fac simile, in miniature, of tho sunken lake
above. This body of water has been meas-

ured, and in mauy places is eighty feet
deep. The water is clear, coht and placid.
Xot a ripple mars its surface. It lies there
f til!, icy and dead, wlulo above it is tho
stalactite-studde- roof, and in and about it
Hternal silence. A small canoe is there to
carry those who desiru to venture the trip
along t he ragged shores for at least a quar-
ter of a mile, whero further progress is
stopjied by a solid wall of rock. This is the
end of tho cave. At least, no other open-
ing or chamber has yet been discovered.

Numerous geologists have already writ-
ten forfiilland isinu'e particulars regard-
ing its rock and crystal formations and a
number have signified thoir intention of
paying it an early visit, in which event it
is likely that much of an entertaining and
instructive character will be brought out.
Tiie country surrounding this cave, while
having a limestone foundation, is compara-
tively level, and has none of the character-
istics peculiar to the cave country ef other
localities.
